In All Fairness
Gov. Hart Should Allow a Referendum

on Poll Tax by the People

LOUIS F. HART may be firmly convinced
1 that a poll tax is proper. But there are many

others who believe it is wrong in principle and costly
in application.

It lies within Gov. Hart's power to approve the poll
tax and still permit th«Kpeople a referendum on the
measure. This can be done by striking out the section
which declares the bill an emergency measure. The
governor can thus veto merely that part of the bill
which pretends to make an emergency of a situation
that is not an emergency, and which everybody knows
was put in merely to stave off a referendum.

If the governor is unconvinced that the poll tax is
wrong, and if he still believes it is of benefit to the
state, he, no doubt, would be acting honestly in sign-
ing the poll tax bill, provided there was no emergen-
cy clause attached to it. He has no moral right to sign
it with the emergency clause included, because he
must undoubtedly know that in doing so he is denying
to the people of the state privilege of differing in
opinion with him. The big thing for him to do is to
say, in substance:

"1 think the poll tax is a good thing, and therefore I
cannot veto it simply because others think it is bad.
But lam only a human being. 1 may be wrong. If
the people think I am wrong, they should have the
privilege of saying so. I therefore will veto the section
of the bill which denies the people the referendum. If
the people want to referendum the measure, that is
their privilege."

That would be the fair and square thing to do.
irthe governor is morally convinced of the benefits

of a poll tax, he cannot be expected to veto the meas-
ure in its entirety.

But how can he be morally convinced that the peo-
ple should have no right to appeal from his decision?

In all fairness, he should veto the emergency sec-
tion.

Would You Trade Your Life?
A DENVER GIRL says she "traded with another

girl." She, so the story runs, was much like thin other
girl in appearance, and it wan easy for them to exrtiange
names, histories, identities; made easier still by txjth living
among people who had not known them in the days before
they traded lives.

What the Denver girl did was merely to swap names,
10 pretend to lie the other person, but she went right on
living her own life. By taking the other's name, lover,
job, and reputation, she no more became that othfr person
than she could have become her by swapping clothes.

Each of these girls went on living her own life, as far
as they were concerned. Their trade may have affected
the lives of others. It may have changed the lives of their
friends, and even of themselves.

When the time comes that humans may trade lives with
each other?

What will happen? And how?
Would you like to live in this world when (if ever) live.l

may be traded?
Would you. if you could, trade lives with any other living

human? \Vould you trade with a Rockefeller? Or an em
peror? Or Harding? Or Mary Pickford? Or Balie Ruth"*

Remember, if one could trade lives they would trade more
than just names and wealth. They would trade friends,
relatives, loves, morals, ideals, ambitions, hopes, memories,
everything. They would trade moments of death, too.
And they would trade eternity, for to trade lives one must
trade soufs.

Trading lives is the biggest problem human mind has
ever conceived. Beside it, bridging the ocean, tunneling
from America to Asia, journeys to other planets, all these
would be easy of accomplishment.

Trading lives will be possible when mortal man has dis-
covered how to create life, and how to restore life when it
is lost.

Until such a time ha* arrived tho«e dissatisfied with
their lives may patch, mend, repair; they may eliminate
habits and acquire others; they may make their lives dif-
ferent than they were. They may change, but not trade
lives.

But we have gotten away from the question. Supposing
that you could trade your life, would you? With whom
would you trade?

Your Income and Your Car
THE QUESTION that thousands of American families in

convention assembled, are asking right now is: "Can
we afford to own a car?" A magazine for motorists has
tried to answer that question.

That, answer, divorced from details, is that a man with
an income of $1,600 a year, a little over S3O a week, is rnti-
tled to at least run a car costing S6OO, the upkeep of which
is fixed at S4OO a year. That estimate is figured on a coun-
try basis, where one keeps his car in his own garage. The
expense of the same car in the city is listed at S7OO, demand-
ing an income of $2,800, the whole busings* being based
on an estimate thOt a man is entitled to spend one-fourth
of his income on car maintenance. In the suburbs a man is
expected to have an income of $2,224 to properly maintain
a flivver, and in the country $1,036.

The magazine says that it will require an income of $2,3*0
to keep a $1,200 car, at an expense of $595 at home; an
income of $4,884 to keep a $1,750 car; an income of $7,880
to keep a $2,500 car, and an income of $9,064 to keep a
$4,000 car in the city.
