President Harding argued against
Including In the resolution any
declaration of future policy toward
Europe. Such a declaration com-
ing from congress would be an as-
sumption of a function conferred
on the executive.

RKSTKMT NATIONAL
EXPENSES, UK SAYS

President Harding laid emphasis
upon domestic problems.

There Is no more pressing prob-
lem. he said, than to restrict na-
tional expenses to national Income
and at the same time to lift the
burdens of war taxation. Economy
Is to be "the outstanding and ever-
Impelllng" purpose, Ne Insisted.

Creation of a department of pub-
lic welfare was declared for by
Harding. He called for encourage-
ment of the merchant marine, up-
building of radio communications.
