Can't Be Seized Unless
Booze Is in Car

Federal prohibition agents may

automobile wunless the liquor |Is
actually In the ecar at the time of
|the seizure, according v a ruling
handed down In the Pete Castro
cane by Federal Judge K. E. Cush-
man.

l If the agents arrive upon the
scene too late to seize the liguor In
|the car; If the delivery of the booze
{has been consummated; even tho
they arrest the bootlegrer in the act
and he confesses in court and is sen
tenced, his sutomoblile must be re-
turned to him by the government,
according to the court's ruling.

Pete Castro was arrested by dry
squad agents several weeks ago,
after he had delivered 10 gnllons of
lquor to one of thelr members.
Castro was arrested and his car
seized, as has been the custom. Tues-
day Castro pleaded guilty in federal
conrt and was fined $100.

The government moved to oon
fiscate the car. Attorney Jack Sulll
van interposed a counter motion,
which was argued in court. Sullivan
held that if the deal had been com-
pleted, no matter if the arrest was
made three days, thres hours, or
three minutes afterward, the car was
immune.
