Recently the lime industry of the Pacific North went has
been asking for protection from the destructive competition
of the Chinese-produced lime of Kritish Columbia. I'nder
our present tariff law lime and limestone are admitted into
thi« country free of duty. This schedule was adopted over
the protest of Ameriean producers who foresaw the disas-
trous effect of unrestricted competition with Canadian in
dustry, which employee! labor at a figure In-low the Americati
wage standard. In view of the present talk about the
danger of retaliation, following the elevation of our tariffs,
it is interesting to note the effect of this reduction in our
lime tariff. Canada promptly slapped a duty of 15 to 3<»
per cent on raw limestone, per cent on manufactured
lime and 17'X> per cent on the value of the package con-
taining it, with a provision that these rates could i>e in-
creased at any time by the mere formality of an order in
council. Today the quarries and lime plants of the Puget
Sound territory are KO per cent idle as the result of this
deadly arrangement. The Canadian producer is additionally
encouraged to take over the American market by rates of
exchange which put a premium on American as compared
with Canadian prices, and by cheaper freight rates through
hipmcnts in foreign bottoms to our ports. It is worthy of

note that all this has not helped the American consumer a
nickel's worth. The middlemen have !>ought lime from
Canada cheaper than they could buy the Americap product,
but they have continued to charge the consumer all the
market would l»ear.

Recently when a hearing on Schedule B, including lime
and limestone, was in progress U'fore the House Ways and
Means committee, rep sentatives of the British Columbia
lime interests appeared to protest against the imposition of
a tariff on the foreign product! Imagine an American
manufacturer appearing before the British, French or Ger-
man governmental authority to protest against a tariff
schedule framed for the bent'i'- of the industries of the
country aff«vted, because, a* it ?he case of the Canadian
tariff, it would adversely affect producers of this coun-
try!

hvery government in the world frames its fiscjd laws in
the interest* of it* own people. The only exception today
in the I nited States, which had a Democratic party com-
mitted to the theory that for the American government to
foster and encourage and upbuild American industries
would l>e contrary to Democratic party principles formulated
in a day when its leaders hoped to make of this nation a
I>ermanent agricultural dependency of Europe, employing

lave labor, and. because of such labor's cheapness, defying
world competition. Canada's twenty-three ptr cent tariff
wa.* not written to promote the prosperity 01 the United
States. As soon as Democratic leadership struck down the
American protective policy Canada proceeded to enact the

protective tanff the government ever put into ef-
fect. The idea that if we write our tariff laws for the
t>enefit of our own people we will invite n i rials is "rot."
Other nations will continue to buy where t . can buy to
the best advantage, and impose such tariffs a. tl 1/ believe
will best promote their own prosperity.
