Anderson, whose bid to run the
system for teceipts pnd an annual
subsidy of $75,000 was backed by
large property owners here,
DOBSON MOVES
TO REJECT BIDS

“The board has not received mat.
factory bida" Commissioner lLon
Smith sald, "but I would like to
suggest at this time that we op-
erate the ferrles afler September
15 along the lines lald down In
the advertised bids. A policy of
strong retrenchment s imperative.”

This suggestion was vigorously
indorsed by Dobson.

Under the plan proposed, only
four of the principal ferry routes
would be maintained, Medina, Kirk-
land, Fortuna, on the lakes, and
Vashon-Harper on the sound. At

the present time approximately
nine ferries wure operated by the
board.

The two bLids rejocted by the board
were those of Capt. Anderson and M.
I. Hamilten and Krist Knudson,
Both concerns demanded annual sub-
sidies to operats the lines, Anderson
wanted 375,000, in addition to the re.
ceipta of the ferries, while Hamilton
and Knudson wanted $149,000 sub
sidy.

LARGE LOBBY

Anderson has been superintendent
of transportation for the county
since 1919. The ferry system has
been running behind nearly $1,000 a
day during that time, It lg estimated,

ARNOLD MAKES
SWORN STATEMENT

The story of those two years, and
the events leading up to them, is
contained in the court records and in
sworn statements by Arnold himself.

This is Arnold's story as he tells it:

“I had for 16 years maintained and
built up a successful business in Se-
attle. 1 was living at home, with my
wife and family, here. 1 also sup-.
ported my only son and his family.
The expense was large, all of which
I pald cheerfully. In fact, we lived
well, and my family appeared to be
satisfied, and had all that money
could buy. Too late 1 discovered 1
was being rallroaded to an insane
asylum,

called at my place of business and
