The city council should not be stampeded into
a hurried adoption of a 5-cent -rare.

There is a lot of thoughtless yelling for a return
to the nickel basis. It is a popular cry. We'd all
like to see the old fare back, of course. Also, we'd
like to see the old tax levies back. And the old
5-cent shoe shine. And the old 10-cent movies.

We can have the nickel fare?lf we want to take it
akMtff witli ita inevitable cen*equencen. Tke Ural eon*
sequence in thnt we'd knee the ntieet railway en a
warrant bnei» in a few menthM (the warrant* being
hawked about town below par) and the general fund
paying the deficit, a henry defidt In other word*,
we'd juxt be blundering into a wonte financial quag-
mire than we now are in.

Frankly, if the 5-cent fare is a wise step, then
the 3-cent fare is a wiser step. If we are going to
decide that it is sensible business to load some of
the cost of th£ railway system off onto the non-
car-riding property owners, resident and non-res-
ident?and maybe it is?then Councilman Erick-
son's plan for a 3-cent fare is the right method of
doing it. For Councilman Erickson has mapped
out a consistent program, which calls both for re-
building and paying for the system.

This 5-cent ordinance is merely a political
dodge, hastily drawn and designed* to bemuddle
the 3-cent issue, on which the people are going to
vote in the spring, and also to advance the inter-
ests of certain politicians who are planning to run
for office.

The Star has not yet convinced itself that the .1-cent
measure in for the beat interest* of all Seattle; that
is a question which must be met after the first of the
year. However, it in clear that it would be more
sensible than to rush thoughtlessly into a half-way
situation now.

Furthermore, the nickel fare plan entails such
a revolutionary change in public policy that cer-
tainly the city council has no license to pass'on it
in any off-hand manner.

It is a question second in importance only to
the purchase of the car system itself?and the
people ought to pass on the question at the polls.
The 3-cent initiative is already certain to be on
the spring ballot.

If anything at all is to be done along the 5-cent
idea, it should be to submit it also to popular ref-
erendum. LET THE PEOPLE DECIDE.
