If carried out, the theory would
wreck every railroad In the country
and if carried Into other Industrie*
would "result In communistic ruin."

The statement was the formal de.
clslon of the ruling Issued 10 days
ago. granting a two-cent-an-hour in-
crease In the minimum wage of
maintenance of way employes.

The livingwage as defined by rail,
road union representatives was one
which would support a family of
five. It was claimed that the low-
est living wage for common labor
should range from 71 to 75 cents aa
hour. Under the recent Increase tha
Iward granted a wage scale to main-
tenance men ranging from !5 to St
cents an hour.

The majority opinion explained
that the granting of a living wage
would bring the annual pay roll up
to $5,589,445,993, and that the rail-
roads would have an annual deficit
of more than $2,000,000,000.
