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legislation by him deemed necessary to im-
prove the condition and administration of
the fire department, and shall report in like
manner fully to the city council the busi-
ness and condition of the fire department,
showing the number of alarms respondea
10, the estimated loss by each fire during
the year, with tne cause thereof. with such
other information as he can furnish tend-
ing to throw light unon the advancement
or improvement of the department and
the necessities thereof; also an estimate
of money required to pay salaries and ex-
penses of the tire department for the en-
suing fiscal year, specifying in detail the
items for which the same will be required.

Fifth—The chief shall have such further
powers and be subject to such further du-
ties as may be granted or imposed by the
city council, except as otherwise in this
Charter provided.

Sixth—It shall be the duty of the chief
of the fire department to 1nspect and keep
a record of all new buildings in course of
erection in the city. 4nd rerort to the city
council any building in process of con-
struction or completed without the fire
protection and escapes prescribed by law.

Seventh—The chief of the fire department
shall keep a record of the conduct of men
in the department, and send a copy of
same monthly to the Secretary of the Civi)
Service Commission, keeping said record
in accordance with the rules of and upon
forms supplied by said commission.

ARTICLE XII.

The Harbor Department.

Section 1. The city council shall, unless
otherwise prescribed by the laws of the
state, exercise control and management
of the harbor and water front of the City
of Seattle, and shall, by ordinance, estab-
lish such rules and regulations as shall
prevent any encroachment upon the tidal
area of the same.

Sec. 2. The construction of all wharves
which may be built by the city, and all
repairs on the same, or other work done
on the water front by the city, shall be
performed by the board of public works,
after proceedings had in the manner and
form prescribed for the construction, im-
provement and repair of public buildings.

Sec. 3. The city council shall by ordi-
nance, regulate the tolls for wharfage,
dockage and other charges at all wharves,
slips, docks and landing places within the
city, and provide for the regulation of
berths and landing of all steamers, sail
vessels, barges or other water craft, anc
shall exercise in regard to all suck
wharves. slips, docks and landing places
such other control not herein specified as
shall not be inconsistent with the laws of
the United States and of the State of Wa:h-
ington. 5 ;

Sec. 4. The city council may by ordi-
nance order the construction of wharves,
slips, docks or landing places upon any
streets abutting upon or leading into any
navigable waters within the city, which
wharves, slips, docks and landing places,
when so constructed, shall remain under
the exclusive control of the city.

Sec. 5. The mayor, by and with the ad-
vice and consent of the city council, shall
appoint a port warden, who shall perform
such duties not inconsistent with this char-
ter, in relation to harbors and wharves,
as may be prescribed by ordinance, and
who shall he deemed the head of the harboer
depaitment.

ARTICLE XIIIL.
Department of Parks.

Section 1. The city park fund shall
. oorsist of—

First—Such tax levy, not to exceed an-
nually ong mill on the dollar, as may be
provided by the city council.

Seccnd—Such gifts, bequests and de-
vises as may be given, bequeathed or
devised to the city of Seattle for the
purpose of a park or parks.

Third—Ten per cent. of the gross re-
ceipts from all fines, penalties and li-
censes.

Fcurth—Any appropriations that the
city council may make for said fund from
time to time and any and all moneys
that may from any source accrue to said
fund.

The city council shall have the same
contro: over the zitv park fund as over
the other moneys of the city and shall
alone have power to authorize expendit-
ures therefrom.

Sec. 2. The management and control
of ali the public squares and parks of the
city and of al. park drives, parkways
and boulevards of the city are hereby
vested in the city council. It shall have
power to_Jesignate lands and grounds to
be used*haind appropriated for such pur-

poses; t0 cause the same to be platted
and-surveyed and the plats thereof to be
filed in the office of the board of public

werks, or “intthe office of th=z city engi-
neer’ to devise, adopt and lay out parks,

concession or privilege shall ever be grant-
ed for the sale of any intoxicating li-
quors in any pubiic park, square, park
drive, parkway or boulevard of the city.
It may exclude from any. or all of the
parks, squares, park drives, parkways
and bouievards of Agge city any vehicles
or classes of trdffic, which in its judg-
ment % improper for or detrimental
4p~the same, cr injurious to the improve-
ments taerein; it may appoint or cause
to be appointed policemen for the special
enfcrcement therein of the park regula-
tions of the city, tc be known as park
poiice, and to be paid out of the city park

fund: it shali have power to select and
designate by ordinance any street or
highway of the city for a park drive,
parkway or boulevard, provided that be-
fore taking pc ssi thereof for such
purpose, it shall take or cause to be
taken proper proceedings as required by

law for the ascertainment and payment
to the proper parties of the damage, if
any, which wiu result to the property to
be affected thereby, and after the pay-
ment of such damage, or the lawful as-
certainment that no damage will be caus-
ed therebv. such street or highway shall
beceme and be for all purposes a park
drive, parkway or boulevard as may have
been determined by the city council and
thereafter the same shall be subject to
qch rules and regulations as may

After any land for park pur-
poses has become or is the unencumbered
property of the city the board of pubiic

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ARTICLE XIV.
The Library Department.

Section 1. There shall be a library fund,
which shall consist of:

First—Such gifts, bequests and devises
as may be given, bequeathed or devised to
the City of Seattle or any trustee for the
ases or purposes of the “Seattle Public Li-
srary.”

Second—Ten per centum of the gross re-
eipts of the city from all fines, penalties
and licenses.

Third—The rents, issues and
rived from any property which may be
held or owned in trust for said library
by the city or any other trustee.

Fourth—Any appropriation that the city
council may make for said fund from time
to_time.

Fifth—Such annual tax levy, not to ex-
‘eed one mill on the dollar, as the city
council may provide.

Sec. 2. The title of all property belong-
ing to the Seattle Public Livrary shall be
and remain in the name of the city and
shall be held inviolable in trust for the use
and benefits of said library.

See. 8. There shall be five library com-
missioners appointed by the mayor, who
shall hold office for five years, serve with-
out compensation, and be subject to re-
moval by the mayor. The five commis-
sioners first appointed shall so classify
themselves that ofle of them shall go out
f office each year, beginning December
J1st, 1896. The commissioner having the
shortest term to serve shall be chairman
of the commission, and the librarian shall
be secretary thereof.

There shall be a Librarian appointed by
the mayor, whose appointment and tenure
shall be subjeci to the provisions of Arti-
cle XVI. of this charter.

Sec. 4, Subject to the direction and con-
trol of the city council, the librarian shall
have the custody, management and control
of the library, and, under civil service
rules, have the appointment and remov-
al of his subordinates.

Sec. 5. It shall be the duty of the libra-

ARTICLE
The Law Department.

Section 1. The law department of the
city of Seattle shall consist of a corpora-
tion counsel, assistant corporation counsel
and a city attorney. The corporation coun-
sel shall appoint the assistant corporation
counsel and city attorney, and remove
them at his pleasure.

Sec. 2. The corporation counsel shall be
an attorney of the supreme court of this
state, and have been in the practice of his
profession in the city of Seattle for at least
four years next prior to his election.

Sec. 3. The corporation counsel shall
have full supervisory control of all the liti-
gation of the city, or in which the city or
any of its departments are interested, and
shall perform such other duties as are or
shall be prescribed by ordinance.

Sec. 4. The assistant corporation counsel
and the city attorney shall perform such
duties as shall be required by the corpora-
tion counsel or by any ordinance of the
city.

XV.

ARTICLE XVI1.
Civil service Dep rtment.

Section 1. Commissioners’ Appo:ntment.
The mayor shall appoint three persons who
shall constitute and be known as the civil
service commission, one for three years,
one for two ars and one for one year
from the first day of January, 1896; each
year thereafter, the mayor shall in like
manner appoint one person as the succes-
sor of the commissioner whose term of of-
fice shall expire with the preceding year,
to serve as such commissioner for three
years. Appointments to fill vacancies shall
be for the unexpired term. All appoint-
ments to said commission, both original
and to fill vacancies, shall be so made that
not more than two members shall at the

time of appointment be members of the
same political pariy. Any commissioner
whose term shall expire shall be eligibie

to reappointment. T'wo of said commission-
ers shall constitute a quorum.

Sec. 2. Removal of Comn oners—Va-
cancies. The mayor may, in his discretion,
remove any commissioner. but the vacancy
thereby created shall be filled by the city
courcil. The mayor shall within five days
report in writing any such removal to the
city council with his reasons therefor, but
the commissioner so removed shall have no
right to a trial, hearing or appeal. Va-
cancies in the office of commissioner oc-
curring in any other way than by removal
by the mayor shall be filled by appointment
by the mayor.

Sec. 3. Classification of Employes. The
commissioners shall classify all the offices
and places of employment in the city with
reference to the examinations hereinafter
provided for, except the offices and places
mentioned in Section 11 of this article. The
offices and places so classified by the com-
mission shall constitute the classified civil
service of the city of Seattle; and no ap-
rointment to any such office or piace shall
be made except under and according to
the rules hemeinafter mentioned.

Sec. 4. Rules. The commission shall
make rules to carry out the purposes of
this article, and for examinations, appoint-
ments, promotions and removals in accord-
ance with its provisioffs, and the commis-
sion may, from timne to time, make changes
1 in the existing rules.

Sec. 5. Publication and Time of Taking
Effect of Rules. All rules made as herein-
before provided, and au changes therein
shall be forthwith n»rinted for distribu-
tion by the commission, and the commis-
sion shall give notice by publication 1n the
city official newspaper of the piace where
said rules may be obtained, and shall aiso
give notice in such publication of the ume
when said rules shall go into operation
which shall not be less than ten days sub-
sequent to the date of publication.

Sec. 6. Examinations. All appiicants for
offices or places in the classined civil ser-
vice shall be subjected to examination,
which shall be pubiic, competitive and open
to all citizens of the United States with
specified lim:tations as to residence, age,
health, habits and moral character. Such
examinations shall be practical in their
character and shall relate to those matters
which will fairly test the relative capacity
of the persons examined to discharge the
duties of the positions to which they seek
to be appointed, and shall include, when
appropriate, tests of physical qualifica-
tions, health,*and of manual or profession-
al skill. No questions in any examination
shall relate to political or religious opinion
or affiliations. The commission shall con-
trol all examinations, and may, whenever
ai examination is to take place, designate
a suitable number of persons, €ither in or
not in the official service of the city, to be
examiners, and if in the officiul service, it
shall be a part of tneir official duty, with-
| out extra compensation, to conduct such
l examinations as the commission may di-
| rect and to make return and report thereof
to the commussion, and the commi:ission
may at any time substitute any other per-
son, whether or not in such service, in the
place of any one so selected. The com-
missioners may themselves act at any
time as such examiners. The examiners
at any examination shall not all be mem-
bers of the same political party. Every ap-
nlicant for examiunation, except laborers
and applicants for promotion, shall pay to
the city treasurer the sum of one doilar,
and shall not be examined until he or she
exhibits the treasurer’s receipt therefor.
Preference in employment shall at all
times, subject to such examination, be
given to citizens of the United States and
electors of the citv.

Sec. 7. Notice of Examinations. Notice
of the time and place and general scope of
every examination shall be given by the
commission by publication in the city of-
ficial newspaper two weeks preceding such
examination, and such notice shall aiso be
nosted by the commission in a conspicuous
place in its office for two weeks before such
examination. Such further notice of ex-
amination mav be given as the commis-
sion shall prescribe.

Sec. 8. Registers. From the returns or
reports of the examiners, or from the S:;:-

e
commission shail prepare aregister foreach
grade or class of positions in the classified
service of the city of the persons whose
general average starding upon examina-
tion for such grade or class is not less than
the minimum fixed by the rules of such
commission, and who are otherwise eli-
gible; and such persons shall take rank up-
on the register as candidzates in the order
of their relative excellence as determined
! by examination, without reference to prior-
ity of time of examination. Between can-
didates of equal standing, preference shall
at all times be given to gitizens of the Unit-
ed States and electors of the city.

Sec. 9. Promotions. The commission
hy its rules provide for promotions in

shall be the duty of the commission to sub-
mit to the appointing power the names ot
not more than three applicants, having the
highest rating, for each promotion. The
method of examining and the rules govern-
ing the same and the method of certifying
shall be the same, as near as may be, as
provided for applicants for original ap-
pointment.

Sec. 10. Appoinments to Classified Ser-
vice. The head of the department or office
in which the office classified under this act
is to be filled shall notify the commission
of any vacancy, and the commi:ssion shall
certify to the appointing officer the names
and addresses of the three candidates, if
there shall be so many eligible, standing
highest upon the register for the class or
grade to which such position belongs, ex-
cept that in cases of laborers where a
choice by competition is impracticable, the
commission may provide by its rules that
selections may be made by lot from among
those candidates proved fit by examination.
Where there is more than one office to be
filled, the commission may certify a less
number than three for each office, and may
also limit the number of times the same
person may be certified. The appointing
officer shall notify the commission separ-
ately of each position to be filled, and shall
fill such places by appointment from the
persons certified to him by the commission
therefor, which anpointment shall be on
probation for a period to be fixed by the
rules. The appointing officer may require
the persons certified to come before him
and shall be entitled to inspect such per-
sons’ examination papers. The commis-
gion may strike off the names of candidates
from the register after they have remained
thereon for a time to be limited by rule.
Before the expiration of the period of pro-
bation the head of the department or office
in which a candidate is employed may, by
and with the consent of the commission,
discharge him upon assigning in writing
his reasons therefor to the commission. If
he is not then discharged his appointment
shall be deemed complete. To prevent the
stcppage of public business, or to mest ex-
traordinary exigencies, the head of any de-
partment may, with the approval of the
commission, make temporary appointments
to remain in force not exceeding sixty days,
and only until regular appointments under
the provisions of this article can be made.

Sec. 11. Officers Excepted from the Class-
ified Civil Service. The following city of-
ficers shall not be included in the classi-
fied civil service: All elective officers, the
assistant corporation counsel, the city at-
torney, the city engineer, the superintend-
ent of lighting and water works, the sup-
erintendent of streets, sewers and parks,
the members of the board of health, the
health officer, the employes of the health
department other than sanitary inspec-
tor, the library commissioners, the park
committee, the port warden, the judges,
clerks and inspectors of election, the pri-
vate secretary of the mayor, all clerks of
the treasurer, one chief clerk of the comp-
troller, and the city comptroiler for the first
term under this charter hereinbefore made
an appointive officer for that period shall
also be excepted.

Sec. 12. Removals. Every officer or em-
ploye in the classified civil service shall
hold office unti! removed or retired. Any
officer or employe in such service may be
removed by the appointing power only up-
on the filing with the commission of a
statement in writing of the reasons there-
for. Any officer or employe so removed
may within ten days after his removal de-
mand an investigation. The commission
shall forthwith make such investigation
and its finding and decision shall be certi-
fied to the appointing officer,andif the re-
moval is not sustained thereby, the officer
or employe so removed shall at once be re-
instated. Nothing in this article shall lim-
it the power of any officer to suspend with-
out pay a subordinate for a period not ex-
ceeding thirty days. In the course of any
investigation, each member of the com-
mission shall have power to administer
oaths, and the commission shall have the
power to require the attendance of any
officer or employe or other person and the
production of books and papers relevant to
such investigation. The provisions of this
section shall not apply to the removal of
the chief of police.

Sec. 13. Reports to Commission. Imme-
diate notice in writing shall be given by the
appointing power to the commission of
all appointments, permanent or temporary,
made in the classified civil service and of
all transfers, promotions, resignations or
vacancies from any cause in such service,
and of the date thereof, and a r 1 of
the same shall be kept by the commission.
When any place of employment is created
or abolished or the compensation attached
thereto altered, such change shall be im-
mediately reported in writing by the prop-
er head of department to the commission.

Sec. 14. Investigations. The commission
shall investigate the enforcement of this
article and of its rules and the action of the
examiners herein provided for, and the con-
duct and action of the appointees in the
classified service, and may inquire as to
the nature, tenure and compensation of all
offices and places in the public service. In
the course of such investigations each com-
missioner shail have the power to admin-
ister oaths and the commission shall have
the power to reauire the attendance and
the testimony of any city officer or em-
pioye or other verson, and the production
of books and papers relevant to such in-
vestigation.

Sec. 15. Report by the Commission. The
commission shall, on or before the first
day of January of each year make to the
mayor for transmission to the city coun-
cil a report showing its own actions, the
rules in force, the practical effects there-
of, and any suggestions it may approve for
the more effectual accomplishment of the
purposes of this article. The mayor may
require a report from the commission at
any other time. .

Sec. 16. The Chief Examiner—Commis-
sioner of Labor. The commission shall
employ a- chief examiner to superintend
any examination held under this article.
He shall be seeretary of the commission,
and as such shall keep the minutes of its
proceedings, preserve all reports made to
it and keep a record of all examinations
held under its direction and perform such
other duties as the commission may pre-
scribe. He shall be ex-officio labor com-
missioner for the city and it shall be his
duty as such, in addition to his duties as
chief examiner and secretary of the civil

officer or employe of the city, appointed
under civil service rules, any contribution
or money or other thing of value for any
party or political purpose whatever. No
officer or empioye of the city who may
have charge or control of any building,
office or room occupied by persons in the
employ of the city, shall permit any person
to enter the same {->r the p of there-
in soliciting or delivering wrritten solicita-
tions or receiving o- giving notice of any
political assessment.

Sec. 22. Payment of Political Assessment
Prohibited. No officer or employe in the
service of the city, under civil service
rules, shall directly or indirectly give or
hand over to any person in the employ of
or holding office under the city, county,
state or national government any money
or other valuable thing on'account of, or
to be applied to the promotion of any party
or political object whatever.

Sec. 23. Abuse of Official Influence Pro-
hibited. No officer or employe of the city
shall degrade, discharge or promote, or in
any manner change the official rank or
compensation of any other officer or em-
ploye, or promise or threaten to do so, for
giving or withholding, or neglecting to
make any contribution of money or any
valuable thing for any party or political
vurpose, or for refusal or neglect to render
any party or po.itical service.

Sec. 24. Payment for Places Prohibited.
No applicant for appointment or promotion
in the classified civil service shall either
directly or indirectly, pay or promise to
pay any money or other valuable thing to
any person whatever for or on account of
his appointment or promotion, or proposed
appomtment or promotion.

Sec. 25. Recommendation in Considera-
tion for Political Service Prohibited. No
applicant for appointment or promotion in
the classified civil service shall ask for or
receive any recommendation or assistance
from any officer or employe in said ser-
vice, or of any other person, upon consid-
eration of any political service to be ren-
dered to or for such person, or for the pro-
motion of such person to any office or ap-
nointment. No recommendation by any
officer, city, county, state or national, ex-
cept as to character, residence or fitness of
the applicant, shall be received or consid-
ered by any persons concerned in any ex-
amination or appointment under this ar-
ucle, and no recommendation whatever
shall be made by or received from the

mayor.

Sec. 26. Abuse of Political Influence Pro-
hibited. No person holding any oftice in
the government of the city, or any nomina-
tion for or whiie seeking a nomination for,
or appointment to such office shail corrupt-
ly use or promise to use, e.ther directly or
indirectly, any official authority or influ-
enice, whether then possessed or merely an-
ticipated, in the way of conferring upon
any person, or in order to secure or aid
anyeperson in securing any office or public
employment or any nomination, confirma-
ticn or promotion, or increase of salary up-
on the consideration or condition that the
vote or political influence or action of the
sL named person snall be given or used in
behalf of any candidate, oificer or party,
or upcn any other corrupt condition or con-
sideration.

Sec. 2i. Appointments and Removals to
be Certitied to the Comptrolier. The com-
mission shall certify to the city comptroller
all appointments to places and ofiices in
the classified civil service, and all vacan-
cies occurring therein whether by death,
retirement, resignation or dismissal, ana
all findings made or approved by the com-
mission under the provision of Section 1z
of this article.

Sec. 28. Comptroller and Treasurer to
Pay Salaries Only After Certification. The
comptroller shall not approve of the pay-
ment of, nor shall the treasurer pay or be
in any manner concerned in paying any
salary or wages to any person for services
as an officer or employe of the city, unless
such person is occupying an office or place
of empleyment according to the provisions
of law and is entitled to payment therefor,
nor shall the comptroller audit or allow the
claim for services of any deputy or other
person employed in the public service in
violation of the provisions of this article.

Sec. 29. Penaities. Any person in the
service of the city by appointment under
civil service rules who shall wilfully or
through culpabie negligence violate any o1
the provisions of this article, and who shall
be convicted thereof after a trial before the
civil service commission shall be dismissed
from the service of the city and not be sub-
ject to reappointment.

Seec. 30. Penalties for Officers and Per-
scns Other Than Those in the Civil Ser-
vice. Any officer or employe of the city
other than those helding oilice under the
Civil service rules, who shall wilfully or
through culpable negligeénce violate any of
the provisions of this article, and who shall
be convicied thereof, shall be fined in a
sum not less tnan fifty dollars (§50.00) and
not exceeding one thousand _ dollars
($1000.00), and the office_so held by such

service commission, to receive all appli- |
cations for labor by persons desiring em- |
ployment and by persons desiring to em- |
ploy labor and record their names, when |

requested, in a book to be kept for that
purpose, designating opposite the name of
each applicant the character of labor or
employment desired and the address of
such applicant. To prevent abuses the
commission may require a deposit not to

His successor saal. be appoint-
ed by the mayor, by and with the advice
and consent of the city couneil, and shall
{ hold office until his successor is e.ected in
the year 1898, and qua.ified. The person or
bersons who sha.l be city comptroller
during the interim between the expiration
of the term of the present city clerk and
the first election and qualification of city
comptiroiler herein provided for shall be
ex-officio city clerk and shall receive
compensation at the rate herein provided
for city comptroller.

Sec. 13. 1t shall pe the duty of the
city council to purchase or otherwise ac-
quire in the manner and out of the fund
herein provided for a tract of land with-
out the corporate limits of not .ess than
one hundred acres, and establish thereon
a pubiic cemetery.
