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Wedding Flowers. 

For recent weddings some beautiful 
floral designs have been made, some of 
which are novel. At one, the bouquet 
of the bride was 'composed of Lily of 
the Valley, several hundred sprays be­
ing used in this one bunch. The brides­
maids' bouquets were of Crimson King 
Carnations, fringed with "Maid of 
Guernsey" chrysanthemums; each 
bunch contained 150 oarnations, and 
the edging of the wild white petals of 
the chrysanthemums was exquisitely 
lovely. At a charming wedding, the 
bi^de and bridegroom stood under a 
wishbone of flowers in heroic size which 
was swung from one end of the draw­
ing-room from a stem fringed with 
autumn leaves. The top of 'the wish­
bone was studded with brilliant carna­
tions of La Purete variety. The ends 
were also of this flower. The limbs of 
the wishbone were woven with white 
carnations. Smilax garlanded the ban­
isters. The plant decoration was small 
but choice. The bride carried a bunch 
of Mermet roses and the bridesmaids' 
bouquets were of crimson King Carna­
tions and Perle des Jar din rosebuds. 
For another wedding, a lattice soreen 
was made to cover the long mirror be­
fore which the marriage took place. 
This screen was composed of coils of 
smilax plaided, and the effect of this 
light lattice was very beautiful. Over 
the top was suspended a large basket 
of roses and spring flowers. There was 
a straw vase filled with pink rosebuds 
and mignonette, with a cluster of 
Jacqueminots at the center. The novel­
ty in ornamental growing plants for the 
house is the hanging shell of Lycopo-
dium, which is extremely pretty. Some 
of the shells are ordinary conch shells; 
others are made of glazed plaster, and 
colored with foam tints. The moss is 
arranged to droop, and it has a light 
and refreshing effect. Brackets filled 
with Lycopodium add grace and cheer­
fulness to any apartment. The only 
care required is sprinkling as often as 
the moss dries. Growing ferns are the 
fashionable ornament for the table. 
Recent adornments for an evening re­
ception consisted of a floral piece rep­
resenting a musical score, the bars 
woven in flowers on a white background, 
the whole supported by a floral harp. 
Over the mirror was a network of deli­
cate smilax, which crossed the glass in 
deep festoons, on which rested tiny 
humming-birds and butterflies. Against 
the wall, on one side, was a lyre, on the 
other a harp. Around and on the man­
tle were arranged handsome plants; 
amid which stood a piano made of flow­
ers. Over the folding doors leading to 
the library was suspended, from cor­
dons of smilax, a flower violip and flute. 

Birch-bark canoes, lined with tin and 
planted with ferns, or filled with cut-
flowers and trailing vines, suspended 
from tho *»3>a,ndelier, have a very pretty 
effect, in conjunction with other decora­
tions, Jfor evening entertainments.—

"THE THIRD HOUSE." 
Its Good and Bad Members—The Remark­

No city upon the American continent has a 

larger floating population than Washington. 
It Is estimated that during the sessions of 
Congress 85,000 people, whose homos are in 
various parts of this and other/ countries, 
make this city their place of residence. Some 
come here, attracted by the advantages the 
city offers for making the acquaintance of 
public mon; others have various claims which 
they wish to present, whilo tho great majori­
ty gather here, as the crows flock to the car­
rion, for the sole purpose of getting a morsel 
at tho public orlb. The latter olass, as a gen­
eral thing, originate the many schemes which 
terminate in vicarious bills, all of which are 
either direoted at the publio treasury or 
toward that revenue which the b'ack-mailing 
of corporations or private enterprises may 
bring. 

While walking down Pennsylvania avenue 
the other day, I met Mr. William M. Ashley, 
formerly of your city, whose long residenco 
here has made him unusually well acquainted 
with the operations of the lobby. 

Having made my wants in this particular 
direction known, in answer to an interroga­
tive, Mr. Ashley said: 

"Yes, during my residence here I have be­
come well acquainted .with the workings of 
the 'Third House,' as it is termed, and could 
tell you of numerous jobs which, like the 
'Heathen Chinee,' are peculiar. 

"You do not regard the lobby, as a body, 
vicious, do youf" 

"Not-necessarily so; there .are good and 
bad men comprising that body; yet there 
have been times when it must be admitted 
that the combined power of the 'Third House' 
has overridden the will of the people. The 
bad influence of the lobby can be seen in the 
numerous blood-bills that are introduced at 
every session." 

"But how can these be discovered?"

"Toll me, to what bills do you refer?" 
"Well, taktf the annual gas bills, for in­

stance. They are introduced for tho purpose 
of bleeding the Washington Gas Light Com­
pany. Tliey usually result in an Investigat­
ing committee which never amounts to any­
thing inoro than a draft upon the publio 
treasury for tho expenses of the investiga­
tion. Another squeeze is tlie abattoir bills, 
as thoy are called. These, oL' course, are 
fought by the butchers and market men. 
Tho flrst attempt to force a bill of this de. 
scription was in 1877, when a prominent 
Washington politician offered a fabulous sum 
for the franchise." 

"Anything else in this line that you think 
of, Mr. Ashley?" 

"Yes, there's the job to reclaim the Poto­
mac flats, which, had It become a law, would 
have resulted in an enormous steal. The 
work is now being done by the Government 
itself, and will rid the place of that malarial 
atmosphere of which we hear so much out­
side tho city."
