Hi* Election Would Have Brought the 
Civil War Four Yaara Earlier and the 
Result Might Have Been Different— 
Was a Case of Principlee and Not 
Men With the New Party.

T h e  b ir th  of th e  R epub lican  p a r ty  In 

1858, riBlng P hu en lx llk e  o u t of th e  
ae h e s  of th e  ru in s  of th e  d e fea ted  op ­
p o s itio n  to  D em ocracy in  1852, s ta n d s  
o u t  a s  one of th e  rem n rk a b lt  po litical 
e v e n ts  of A m erican  h isto ry . B u t four 
y e a rs  befo re  th e  c o u n try  h ad  been  a l ­
m o st un an im o u s in  fav o r of th e  a d ­
ju s tm e n t of th e  slav e ry  q u estio n  as  
m ade  by th e  Com prom ise o f  1850, b u t 
th e  D em o cra ts , n o t c o n te n t w ith  th a t, 
p roceeded  to  p u sh  th e ir  ad v a n ta g e  
f u r th e r  u n d e r  P ierce, a n d  th e  R epubll 
c a n  p a r ty  sp ran g , full grow n, in to  th e  
a re n a  o f politics, a s  a  p ro tec t a g a in s t 
su c h  a  course . I t  rem ain ed  fo r P e n n -  
oylvanla, in  a  rac e  in  w hich th e  D e­
m ocracy  won by  a n  ey e lash  fin ish , to  
c a s t  th e  v o tq  w hich, th e  only  tim e in 
i t s  h isto ry  p u t one of its  sons in to  the 
W h ite  H ouse, and  k ep t o u t of It a  m an 
w hoso e lec tion  p robab ly  would have 
m ea n t d isun ion  an d  civil w a r  four 
y e a rs  befo re  th ey  cam e.

M any h is to r ia n s  h ave  sp ecu la ted  as 
to  w h a t would have happened  h ad  
fu sio n  w on in P e n n sy lv a n ia  in 1856 
a n d  F re in u n t succeeded P ie rce  in  the  
W h ite  H ouse. T h a t  secession  would 
h a v e  followed seem s Inevitab le . E ven  
e x -P re s ld c n t  F illm o re  dec la red  th e  
so u th  could n o t be expected  to  en d u re  
th e  h u m ilia tio n  of a  R epub lican  v ictory  
w ith  a  p res id en t and  a  vice p res id en t 
from  th e  n o rth . T he  e n tire  tem per 
o f th e  so u th  w as "of th a t  n a tu re . And 
w h a t  would F rem o n t h av e  done in  the  
p re s id e n tia l c h a ir  If such  a n  even t 
b ad  com e a b o u t?  W ith  h is  te m p e ra ­
m en t and  h is m ediocre g ifts , w h a t 
w ould h av e  been  th e  ou tcom e? M any 
a n o rth e rn  a u th o r ity  h as  reg is te red  his 
vow  of th an k fu ln ess  th a t  by th e  n a r ­
row  m ajo rity  of 1025 v o tes P e n n sy lv a ­
n ia  postponed u n til 1860 th e  p ivo ta l 
election  In A m erican  politics.

M eet in P ittsb u rg .
T he  R epub lican  p a r ty  m et In P i t t s ­

b u rg  on W ash in g to n 's  b irth d ay , and 
ra iled  a  na tio n a l conven tion  to  con ­
v ene  In P h ila d e lp h ia  on B u n k er Hill 
day. I t  m et acco rd in g  to  schedule, and  
su ch  a  sm all th in g  as  c red en tia ls  never 
e n te re d  in to  th e  m inds of th e  leaders 
of th e  m ovem ent. T hey felt th a t  e v ­
erybody  a t  th e  convention  w as s in ­
cerely  in te res te d  In th e  cau se  of a n t i ­
s lav e ry  so  every  de leg a te  h ad  a  seat.

I t  w as indeed w ith  them  a  case  of 
• 'p rincip les an d  no t m en," and  th e  
th o u g h t of m o st of th e  de leg a te s  tu rn ed

C h ase  also was co n sid ­
ered  for th e  n om ina tion , b u t  I t  was 
ag reed  th a t  h e  h ad  been too closely  
identified  w ith  th e  D em ocra ts to  c a rry  
Ohio, so he w as e lim ina ted  befo re  th e  
b a llo ting  began. Ju s tic e  M cLean, w ho 
h ad  been on th e  su p rem e c o u r t  bench 
since 182», a lso  w as ta lk ed  of. B u t 
H orace O reely  w ro te  o f  h im ; “W e do 
no t co n sid er him  q u ite  S. O. O.”—th e  
“8. O. O." s ta n d in g  fo r a  political s la n g  
ex p ress io n  of th e  day. "S ound  on th e  
Uoose." C h arle s  A. D an a  w ro te  to  
f rien d : "You o u g h t to  re jo ice  at th e
In te rm en t o f sucli a  c a n d id a te  r a th e r  
th an  shed  te a rs  by  th e  q u a r t  w hen  he 
Is done for.”

In  th e  end  Jo h n  C. F re m o n t w as 
nom inated . H is  po litica l p rin c ip les  
w ere lit tle  b e tte r  know n th a n  w ere 
th o se  of Z a c h a ry  T ay lo r w hen th e  
W higs nom in a ted  him  in  1848. B u t _ 
b o ltin g  fac tio n  o f th e  K now  N o th in g  
p a rty  had  n o m in a ted  Mm som e tim e 
before  and  th e  R ep u b lican s  sought to 
add  th a t  s tre n g th  to  th e ir  own. L in  
coin w as a  ca n d id a te  befo re  th e  co n ­
ven tio n  fo r vice p re s id e n t a n d  received 
110 votes on one ballo t, b u t  W . L. D ay 
ton  of N ew  J e rse y  w as n o m in a ted  over 
him. L incoln  fav o red  th e  n o m in a tio n  
of Ju s tic e  M cT^an a n d  u rg ed  E. B. 
W ash b u rn e  an d  o th er f rie n d s  to  do  all 
th ey  could In b eh a lf of th e  em in en t 
Ju ris t.

A lthough P re sid e n t 
F ie rce  w as a  c a n d id a te  fo r ren o m ln a- 
tlon. It w as ea rly  seen th a t  th e  p a rty  
co u rse  w as to  be de te rm in ed  from  th e  
fac t t h a t  th e  nom inee w ould have to  
c a rry  som e n o r th e rn  s ta te s  to  w in  and  
P ie rce  w as u n p o p u lar  a t  th e  n o rth . So 
B u ch an an  got th e  n o m in a tio n  w ith  
Jo h n  C  B reck in rid g e  a s  h is  ru n n in g  
m ate. The conven tion  r a th e r  evened up

F ree  
Speech, an d  F rem o n t.” w as th e  b a tt le  
c ry  of th e  R epub licans, w hile ‘‘Buck 
an d  B reck” w as a s  m uch a s  th e  D em o­
c ra t ic  cam p aig n  p o e ts  could find fo r 
a  slogan. T h e  R epub licans  could find 
no te rm  m ore g en tle  th an  "b o rd er r u f ­
fian ’ to  ap p ly  to  a  D em ocrat, T h e

h ad  declined th e  n o m in a tio n ; 5-et his 
dec lin a tio n  w as n o t o f Ills own wish. 
T h u rlo w  W eed h ad  forced him  to  It, 
nnd  he f req u en tly  h in ted  to  f rien d s  
th a t  W eed lead b e tray ed  him for F re ­
m ont. W eed h im self tells a  sto ry  
w hich  show s how c learly  S ew ard  r e a ­
lized th a t  If he could have accepted  
th e  n o m in a tio n  In 1856, he would have 
been ren o m in ated  in jRciO. and  he. in ­
s tead  of Lincoln, would h av e  been th e  
G liil w a r  p residen t. T he s to ry  goep 
th a t  W eed and  S ew ard  were r id in g  up 
B roadw ay  one day, and  w hen they  
passed  th e  L incoln m onum ent In Union

Tho Dayton Rally,
One of the greatest political rallies 

ever held in this country v u  the "Fre­
mont and Freedom festival" held at 
Dayton, Ohio, the last of July. More 
than a hundred thousand peopla came 
from far and near. The rallying cry 
of the day w as "There Is a North.” 
One of the chief features of the cele­
bration w as a burlesque Democratic 
parade staged by young Hoosler Fre- 
monters. It was headed by His Satanic 
Majesty, gotten up to resomble Presi­
dent Pierce, attended by menials who 
were recognized a . the member, of hi. 
cabinet. Floate were In the procession 
representing "Buck and Breck." the 
Walker filibusters, border ruffians beat­
ing women tq death. Simon Degree 
flogging Uncle Tom, southerners ap­
plying a coat of tar and feathera to 
Free State men, Brooks breaking his 
cane over the head w Hilaries Sumner, 
and Brigham Young nnd his wives rep­
resenting Demrcratiu Mormonlam and 
railed by the Repjbllcans "with slavery 
the twin relic of barbarism.” Bringing

up the rear, steam calliope fashion, was
float showing "Little Giant” Douglas 

attacking the Missouri Compromise 
hamme r and tonga. That day It was 
üecla-ed that thera were only two par­
ties in Ohio—“tha reoples’ party and 
tho Postmasters' party.”

Pennsylvania had a scheme In that 
campaign something like the one pro­
posed In Pennsylvania at the begin­
ning of the present canvass. It was a 
fusion of the Know Nothings and the 
Pepubllcans—In Pennsylvania known a. 
the Peoples' party. Both parties nomi­
nated the same electors and It was un­
derstood that If Pennsylvania's vote 
should prove det .rmlnatlve of the re­
sult, and fusion won, Fremont was to 
havo It. Otherwise, the electors were 
to be divided according as the voters 
had voted between Fillmore and Fre­
mont. But fusion had no chance to 
work out the deal, for that 1028 votes 
by which Buchanan won, determined 
the reeult and poeslbly changed the 
entire course of American history.

Fillmors had no Idea of winning In 
tho popular election, but ho did hope 
to so divide the vote between the Dem­
ocrats and the Republicans that the 
election would bo thrown in— tho hoiwe. 
where ha believed he had* a chanoe of 
winning out. Tho closeneaa of tho vote 
In Pennsylvania shows how little It 
n Ight l.ave required to throw the elec­
tion Into tho house, a thing that, with 
the country In the temper It then 
found itself, would havo boon a cataa- 
troph*.

After Buchanan was else tad ha triad 
to got the country to forget about the 
».a. cry issue. In his Inaugural address
