CASE AFFIRMED

Supreme Court Hands Down
Decision in Case Involv-
ing Note Transaction.

The subreme court handed down a

decislon late yesterday afternoon in
the case of R E. McFarland versus
Sarah 8. Johnson, involving a $§4000

note, in which judgment rendered In
the distriet court for Kootenai for
Sarah 8. Johnson is affirmed. The litl-
gation was over collection of a note.
Through her counsel Sarah Johnson
moved for a non-suit and the motion
was granted. McFarland moved for a
new trial which was denied, the case
was appealed to the supreme court and
there McFarland also lost.

Chief Justice Stewart wrote the opin-
fon which is concurred in by Justice
Sullivan and Justice Allshie. The syl-
labus of the opinion is as follows:

“Where an action is brought by R.
B. McFarland to recover upon a
promissory note executed by Sarah 8.
Johnson to John Adolph Johnson, and
in the complaint it is alleged to have
bheen sold and transferred to McFac-
land, and there is no allegation in the
complaint, that Sarah 8. Johnson, the
maker of the note, and John Adolph
Johnson, the payee, were husband and
wife, the court cannot presume that
Sarah 8. Johnson was the wife of John
Adolph Johnson, and was incompetent
to much suck contract.

“Where an uction is brought by the
assignes of the payee upon & promis-
sory note, executed by Sarah 8. John-
son to John Adolph Johnson, and the
evidence shows that at the time of the
execution of sald note Sarah 8. John-
son and John Adolph Johnson were
husband and wife, but such evidence
does not show that such debt was con-
tracted for the wife's own use and
benefit and for the use and benefit .f
her separate estate, it is not error to
grant a motion for a non-suit upon the
the ground that such note was not
executed and the obligation thereof in-
curred for her own use apd benefit or
for the use and benefit of her separate
property.

“Under the statutes of thes state a
married woman Is given the absolute
control of her separate property and
estate, and has the power and right
to contract with reference to such sep-
arate property and estate, and she may
create a debt against herself person-
ally when such debt Is created for her
own use or benefit and for the use
and benefit of her separate estate.
