IDAHO AND JAPAN.

IDAHO has gotten into the international limelight be-: 
cause of the anti-alien tendencies of the Idaho legisla- i 
tore, aimed especially at the Japanese people. There i 

is said to be danger of Japanese acquiring property in this 

state. The legislature, we think quite properly, desires toi 

prevent it.
The question to be considered at this time is whether 

or not the issue is of a pressing paramount nature. If 
there is no imminent danger of Japan getting possession 

of large slices of flic slate, wc should say there was no oc­
casion for drastic action at a time when Japan’s protest 

would add to t lie already serious international complica­

tions confronting the Washington administration.
Putting it another way, this state should not be unduly 

scared into placing the United States in an awkward po­

sition at a most inopportune time.
If there is real danger of Japanese invasion of Idaho j 

it has been kept quiet. The suggestion is uneseapable, 
therefore, that there is no occasion for general alarm. Of 
course, if the slate is really menaced in so abrupt a man­
ner 1 hat n o n e  had heard of it until the legislature con­
vened, it is well to adopt prohibitive and protective meas­

ures. There is no reason why the nation should not go to 

war for Idaho if Idaho is endangered. But if the danger 

is reasonably remote, we suggest that nothing be done at 
this time to plunge the country into conflict and to give 

Idaho a reputation of heilig flighty and unreasonable and 

misa fe.
