6 -—More than $15,000 probably will be
expended this year for maintenance of
Various student activities at the Uni-
versity of Idaho, according to a state-
ment today by Prof, Howard T. Lewis,
who heads a faculty advisory commit-
tee on student affairs recently appoint-
ed by President F. H. Lindley.

“Present prospects are that funds
received from registration, athletic
contests and the several other cus-

tomary sources,” sald Professor Lewls
this afternoon, “will reach $15,000. This
entire sum will be expended for the
support of student publications, de-
bate, the different athletic teams, the
glee club and other undergraduate ac-
tivities,"
NEW FINANCE CONTROL.

Under a reorganization effected
lust spring, student finances at the
university are administered by a com-
mittee comprised of two faculty mem-
bers and the manager of the partic-
ular activity concerned. Faculty mem-
bers of the committee are appointed
by the president from nominations
made by the student body's executive
committee.
