•MOULD STIMULATE WORLD.

AT tho roosnt nroaeh elections the 
ooaaanraUva candidates won in 

auch numbers as to stimulate the en­
tire world la Its battle against radl- 
saUam. Francs was thought by many 
ta ha on tha verge of a radical up­
heaval. bat It appears that public 
•platen, especially outside of France, 
had not kept pace with the progress 
at French policies. It now seems that 
the, Wench radicale became disgusted 
With the more extreme policies In their 
platform. In particular, the element 
that was inclined to look with favor 
upon the R ussian  .experiment saw tbo 
light before election day. How this 
came about Is told by a French So­
cialist, a  man who was a unified So­
cialist candidate in the French par­
liamentary election and who was sent 
to Russia to observe and report on 
Bolshevism. Writing to the Paris 
Matin, he explains that he had every 
opportunity for studying the Bol­
shevist government. He Interviewed 
Lenine and Trotsky and other leaders, 
f «< he traveled extensively about the 
Infected area. His most Important 
opinions are as follows:

"What I know, and I do not hesi­
tate to say It. is that Bolshevism 
a .»  openly betrayed the cause of 
tha entente to play In an evident 

'  manner Germany's game, und 
a d rm  that ln Petrograd and Mos­
cow the commissioners of the 
'people' were constantly acting In 
concert with the agents of Ger­
many against the representatives 
of the allies. W hat I also know Is 
that In economic and social mat­
ters Bolshevism has ended In an 
Immense catastrophe end general 
ruin. Certainly, the Russian bour­
geoisie is ruined, and with It the 
Industries of the whole nation have 
likewise gone down, to the great 
detriment of the Russian prole­
tariat, but, on the other hand, to 
the great profit of German in­
dustry, which Is taking Its place. 
Bolshevism has been able to en­
gender only famine and want In 
this Russia which, even yesterday, 
fed a  great part of Europe. And 
how could things bs otherwise, 
since the Russian peasant, worn 
out by continual and brutal 're­
quisitions,' is very careful not to 
produce anything beyond his per­
sonal needs? This country, with 
infinite resources and which fruit­
ful social reforms could havo Im­
proved, Is today nothing more 
than a desert and a vast cemetery." 
"The Russian bourgeoisie Is ruined,” 

Is about the only statement that will 
give comfort to American radicals, but 
they muet note also that it carried the 
proletariat down with It. In other 
worda the so-called downtrodden 
classes In Russia pulled the directing 
classes down upon thcnraelves, and 
now, left without guidance or the In­
spiration that lifts men above the 
mere material comforts of life, they 
are groping about In a  shambles of 
their own making. If French radicals 
turned In disgust from this picture 
• f  Infamy of ruin, it Is probable that 
tha "soviets” In England, who are now 
pressing for reoognlUon of the Lenlne 
government, will soon come to their 
senses, and that will mark the end of 
tha hack eddy of “direct action” radi­
calism In the United States.

ANOTHER SEA TRAGEDY.

HE days of the murderous attacks 
of submarines having passed—a

day when human life was valued lees 
than a t any other time since the seas 
have been navigated—and the world 
appears to have again righted Itself 
to normal, for It now shudders to hear 
thé harrowing tales of shipwrecks and 
the desperate effort of passengers and 
members of crews to light the elements 
and sdve their lives.

Such a scene is pictured In the wreck 
of the Belgian steamer Anton Van 
Drlel, which, loaded with a cargo of 
coal for Holland cleared from Sydney, 
encountered a terrible sea. was driven 
out of her course and was finally tossed 
by giant waves on the rocks a t the 
entrance of St. Mary's bay, Newfound­
land, where she Is being pounded to 
pieces. Clinging to her bridge are 
those of the crew still alive. But one 
slender hope Is left for safety. That Is 
In the arrival of a rescue steamer. The 
Inhabitants of the litt’.o fishing village 
look on the one-sided battle from the 
rocks above, powerless to lend a help­
ing hand.

It Is a sad picture, but one not rare 
In the annals of the sea. To save those 
few lives on the battered ship men 
would do most anything even to risking 
their own.

As a contrast to the deliberate 
sinking of steamers with' their 
scene at St. Mary’s bay brings to mind 
forcefully Just how colossal, after all, 
was the crime against civilization 
registered by unrestricted submarine 
warfare. As years heal the wounds of 
memory, so will time paint the enorm­
ity of the acts of these deliberate sea 
murderers In the archives of history.
