Salary nf $20 a Week Is Same as In-
come at 5 Per Cent on an Ine
vestment of $20,000.

What are you worth? Have you
any idea? Did you ever capitalize
your wages and figure it out? This
is the way to ascertain how much
your labor is really worth.

For instance, a man who has saved
$20,000 and invested it at 5 per cent,
receives an annual income of $1,000

$20,000,

He is a $20,000 man, that is, he is
getting as much, week by week, as
the man with $20,000 who depends
solely upon the income from his in-
vestments and who does not work for
a living.

The man who earns $40 a week
has about the same income as the in-
vestor with $40,000 put out at in
terest at 5 per cent.
