BONDHOLDERS 
BUY THE MILL

COTTONWOOD MILLING CO- 

SOLD BY SHERIFF 

WEDNESDAY.

The Cottonwood Milling Co., a 
local corporation formed some 
six years ago with about 60 
business men and farmers as the 
stockholders, and which conduct­
ed u general grain and milling 
business until about two yens 
ago, when the business of the 
cooperation ceased to some ex­
tent because of financial difli- 
culties, was sold to the bond­
holders, who comprise about 25 
business men and farmers of 
this immediate vicinity for $17 - 
000 by Sheriff J. G. Eimers of 
Grangeville to satisfy a judg­
ment of $127,320.62 rendered in 
favor of the Idaho Trust Co., of 
Lewiston on the 22nd day of 
November, 1922.

The sale was conducted at 10 
o’clock Wednesday morning with 
Sheriff J. G. Eimers acting as 
auctioneer. The machinery was 
the first item offered for salt by 
the sheriff and a bid of $2004) 
was made on the same by John 
F. Nuxoll, representing the bond 
holders. The building was then 
offered for sale and Mr. Nuxoll. 
again bidding for the bondhold­
ers made a bid of $15,000. In 
neithci case was the bid of Mr. 
Nuxoll raised. The entire trans­
action of the sheriff required 
no more than 10 minutes. Fifty 
or sixty people were present at 
the sale, some fifteen !>eing dir­
ectly interested in the same.

The sale of the milling com­
pany, Wednesday, now puts the 
property in the direct hands of 
the bondholders and eliminates 
all those who formerly held 
stock in the company who did 
not buy bonds. It also clears the 
institution of all old debts and 
the bondholders are now in a 
liosition to proceed with the op­
eration of the mill if they so de­
sire or to lease the same.

We understand it is the plan 
of the bondholders to operat 
the mill alter reorganizing with 
a capital stock of $40,000 or
