ANTELOPE BEING WIPED OUT

D espite Possession of Ram arkable 
Signaling System  the Animals 

A re Rapidly D isappearing.

T he A m erican pronghorn antelope Is 
approncblng extinction. Form erly 
roam ing from  the S askatchew an to  
Mexico, and east to the M issouri river. 
It Is now confined to  a few hundred 
wild anim als and a few more In en ­
closures.

Roving crea tu res , easily  the  sw ift­
est runners  on the continent, living 
m ainly in the  open, they have be­
com e easy prey for long-range rifles 
when fleet-footed enem ies w ere eus- 
lly outd istanced.

Even tlie lr rem arkab le signaling 
system  has not saved them . E rnest 
Setun-Tbornpsou bus explained how. 
ou approach of some s trange object, 
th e  antelope through a set of muscles 
ra ises  w ith a Jerk the hairs  on the 
w hite  rum p patches on e ith e r side.

T h is flush sh ines a fa r  like u patch 
of snow, and the m essage is read by 
all who hove noses to read, for w ith 
th e  flash of hair Is liberated  an odor 
of inusk from  a gland located In a 
pa tch  o f brow n Rulr In th e  w hite 
bloom.

T he flash Is given and  aw ay they 
go. I f  th e  flush is not seen th e ir 
keen sense of smell curries the mes­
sage  even over long d istances.

W hat Becomes of Rainfall.
O ne ton  o f w uter to  th ree  pounds 

o f flour Is n a tu re 's  recipe for m aking 
w hea t bread, according  to  figures on 
ra in fa ll published  by the bureau  of 
so ils In th e  D epartm en t of A gricul­
tu re .

By contro lling  the  w uter supply In 1 
Irriga tion , a c cu ra te  m easurem ent Is 
possible, and th is  estim ate  is of the 
m inim um  requirem ent. Many crops 
need  live tim es as much w ater.

W hat becom es of all th e  w ater? 
Of •  ton o f w a te r falling  on a dozen 
sq u a re  feet of aoll during  th e  year, 
abou t one-third sinks through and  Is 
d ra ined  off underground. Only a 
l i t t le  runs off the  su rface  If the field 
la well plowed. A ti ttle  evnporutes 
Im m ediately and  the res t Is held In 
th e  soil. Aa the su rface  dries, the  
m olatu re In th e  soil soaks up by cap ­
illa ry  a ttrac tio n  and evapo ra tes  off 
th e  su rface . But by fa r  th e  g rea te r 
am ount la d runk by the roots o f the 
p lan ts , d raw n up Into th e  leuves and 
b rea th ed  back In vast q u an titie s  Into 
th e  atm osphere.

O striches by Parcel Post.
F rom  the sou theaste rn  co rner of the 

United S la tes  In the  F lorida peninsula 
to  th e  fa r  northw este rn  co rner in the 
s tu te  of W ashington, probably the long 
est s tra igh t-line  d is tance  tha t can he 
trave led  in th e  con tinen tal lim its of 
the  country, tw o baby ostriches w ere 
brought to  tlie lr destina tion  alive and 
kicking through the medium of the 
parcel post. T he ostrich  “peeps" w ere 
about the size of full grow n brown 
Leghorn  hens.

Do poor teeth  run  In races? Accord-

a  rac ial difference In resistance to den­
ta l decay as shown by nu exam ination 
of 2,758 men of various nationalities.

T he  gleam ing w hiteness of the ne­
g ro 's  tee th  Is not Just co n tras t w ith his 
black skin, these figures show, as  the 
g rea tes t proportion of perfect teetl.

A res In B ritish Columbia, Close to  the 
Yukon Border, H a t H undreds 

of Hot Springs.

D iscovery of an alm ost tropical val 
ley w ith rivers o f boiling w ate r mlti 
oral springs, abnorm al p lan t grow th 
and abounding w ith game. In far 
northern  B ritish  Colum bia Is reported  
by F ran k  Perry , m ining engineer of 
V ancouver, retu rned  a f te r  17 years 
passed In p rospecting  the valley close 
to  the Yukon border. T he area  of 
the te rra in  covered by Mr. P erry  Is 
roughly 700 m iles north  and south and 
800 m iles wide, between the coestal 
range and the  L izard  and F o rt Nelson 
rivers.

T he unusual sight of a heavy fog In 
n w in ter a ttra c te d  him to the valley. 
Exploration  showed the  valley to  be 
approxim ately  200 miles long and 
about 40 m iles wide. R ivers of hot 
w ate r running  through, w ere fed by 
hundreds of hot springs, the steam  
from these being condensed on rising, 
forming th e  fog w hich Perry  had first 
seen.

T ree grow th In the valley w as ab 
norm al, Mr. P erry  sta ted . O rdinary  
wild rose bushes w ere like trees, ami 
so dense th a t It w as Im possible to 
force a w ay through. Some tree 
trunks  w ere fully one foot and a half 
In diam eter.

Im purtnnt m ineral deposits w ere d is ­
covered by Mr. P erry , Including gold, 
silver and  copper. Coal, Iron und oil 
form ations w ere also found.

T he last tim e u Jury tr ia l w as de­

T he prospective Ju ro r w as perm itted  
to  stand  nslde. H e seem ed to  have 
found a su re  w ay to  avoid being 
draw n fo r Jury service.
