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A METAL EATING PLANT. |

ONE OF THE BTANLEY EXPEDITION
MAKES THE DISCOVERY.

Firs Wil Not Consums It—Good lor Fenoes,
Afriea Adds n Phenomenon to the Vag-
eiable World Which Wil Be of Great
COommurcial Value,

Profesor Bchelwiseh, the well known nat-
uralist of Bovaria, while traveling with the
Btanlay expedition in the bourt of Afrion for
the purfoss of witidyiog the flors and fauoa
of the dark continent, wax the first whileman
to disvover this strange plant

One day while resting at a small village
near the foot of Mount Milosis, tn the Umbo-
po region, Profesor Sohelwisch noticed a
plant with a peculiar stoel colored follage,
and on examination it was found that the |
shrub, although growing like other plants
from the soll, was practieally composed of
fron, The leaves, though wery thin, were
bont with great difficulty, and the twigs and
branches resistad pressurs with a fores aboul
ajual to the same nmount of iron, and to se-
cure & leaf 1t was found to be necessary to
separate it from the bush with a fila

"hile Professor Bohelwisch was digging at
tha base of this plaut for the purposs of male-
Ing an examination of its roofs, the natives
erowded around him In great numbers, ges-
tioulating In & menacing manner, The pro-
fomsor desisted from his work and the inter-
protor was sout for. He explained that this
wan & holy tree and worshiped by the natives
in their fetioh roligion as a God plant, and
that to dig ons up would bring ruin and des-
_olation upan the whole village and surround-

country.

ofessor  Bohalwisch offered to buy the
plant, and, taking out & handful of copper
colng, guyo them to the savages, who gladly
accepted the money and distributed it among |
thamselves, The professor then returned to
the work of digging up the unique plant, but
had not made any great progress when the
natives again sob upon him. Through the
fnterpreter the professor informed them that
he hndMegally botight the plunt and intended
to romove ik, Assoon as this message was
mads known to the saveges every one who
had recelved a coln camo and dropped It in
the hole at the hase of the shrub. Professor
Sehel wisoh aliowed the eoins to remaln in the
bole and walked awny toward the mountain
to hunt another spocimen,

Next day, na the party were proparing to
continue the march, the professor was cur
oie to know 4f the colns had remploned undis-
turbed during the night by the superstitions
natives, and on approaching the metal plant
wans astonizshed to find it hrd changed jts color
completely. Instead of belug a beautiful
steel color, the stom, leaves nnd what wos ex-
posed of the roots prosentod the appearance
of newly coined copper colns and glittered in
the morning sunlight like pollshad gold
Upon examination b wos sscertained that
during the night the strangs plant had ab-
sorbed nearly nll the copper colns, with the
result of completely changiog its color,
What was left of the ooins in the hols showed
that they wers more than half saten awny or
absorbed by the roots of the metal plant
Not only was the color changed, but the text-
ure of the plant had undergone u similar
transformation, It was fopnd that the thin
fvy shaped leaves wers now easily Lunt
around the fingers, would retaln any sbhape
given them and conld be readily out with an

Use of Chloroform.

A commiasion of expertsof the highest stand-
ing, amployed by the nizam of Hyderabad to
investigate the use of chloroform as an anms-
thotic, has just made a report, in which it de-
olures that the danger from the ehioroform is
not to the heart, as is generally supposed, but
to the lunge It says: “"However conoen-
trated the chloroform may be, it never causes
sudden death from stoppage of the heart
Chloroform has no power of [nereasing the
tendency to either ehock or syncope during
operations.  The truth about the fatty hesrt
seeins to be that ehloroforin per g in no way
endangers such a heart, but, on the contrary,
by lowering the blood pressure, lessens the
work thnt the heart has to perform, which is
n positive ndvantage.” The practical conclu-
giond of the commission are that the safe ad-
ministration of chloroform dtlp-\n-.ts an cATd-
ful attention to the respiration, Care must
be takais that it I8 ot interfered with, and if
by any accident it stops artificlal respiration
must be instantly begun.
ject are glven, by constant attention to which |
the comnission asserts that chloroform can |
be given with perfect ease and absolude safeky.

Dr. Hope, mudical officer
of health, stated that this was a very Iarge
amount of copper, and might prove injurious |
to the persons eatlug the peas. The defend- |
ant said he bad recelved a guarantee from
tho wholesale dealer that the pess were good. |
Thore was a law in France some time ago
which provented s mannfacturer of pre-
served poas putting more than a certaln
amount of suiphate of copper in, just suffi-
elent for coloring purposes.  That law, how-
ever, had besn rescinded, and during the last
five or six months the manufacturers hnd

| poon allowed to put in any amount they

thought proper. A fine of forty shillings and
costs was imposed.

In a recent istie of the Russian medical
journal, The Meditziua, o contributor draws
attention o the common sunflowar asan ex-
cellont and cheap substitute for quinine in
the treatment of malarial fovers of all possi-
ble forms, Tho remedy has bean from time
immemorial used for the purpose in the Rus- |
gian, ns well as Parsian and Turkish popular
medicines, and that mostly after the follow-
ing plan: A flask is fillsd loossly with finaly
cut dry or recent flowers aud stems, and then
with vodkm agqua vits, The hermetically
corked vessel is left to stand under sun rays,
or at some warm place, for two or three days,
The tineture is thon ready for use, and should
be given as a small wineglasiful three times
aday. In recent cases, complete and parma-
nent cure ensues in from one to Ehres lh}'i;
in most obstinate and invoternte cases, not
later than a week, The remedy proved sue-
cesstul, even in such cases whers quinine and
other anti-malarial means fatled.
