TRANSPACIFIC.

Advice R rough t from China and Japan
by Steamer.

Saic Feascisco, March 11. Advices
from China by the steamer Iitlic state
that the aborigines of Formosa banded
themselves together and offered so de-

termined opposition to the Chinese
troops that were trying to quell the For-
mosa riots that the commander of I ha
Chinese forces, after 200 of his men had
been led into ambush and nil but ten
slaughtered, gave up the campaign
against the rebels and opened friendly
negotiations with them. The natives, on
receiving promises of large concessions,
agreed to abandon their hostile attitude,
toward the Chinese authorities. Brigand-
age, however, is still rampant.

Viceroy Chang Clri Tung is said to
have obtained the assistance of four
foreign mining and metallurgical en-
gineers to prospect for coal and iron
mines in the country through which it is
plunned to make a trunk railway be-

tween Hankow and Pekin Pass. He is
reported, as far as his inlhience goes, to
be seriousiy bent on reconstructing this
line, which has received the nominal
sanction of the emiieror, but is still ad-
verse to the employment of. foreign
capital or foreign material. A railway
engineer attached to the German lega-
tion has been engaged to make a pre:
liminary survey of the country.

The Overland China Mail says: We fear
that if the Hankow railway has to wait
till coal and iron mines are opened out
and rails manufactured in China, it is
more likely to be the end than the begin-
ning of the next century before
the big trunk line is completed

The French and Chinese telegraph
lines will soon be connected at Mongtsze,
on the T0nquin-Cb.ic.e3- e frontier.
