New Yonx, Nov. 80. Professor

Charles A. Briggs, of Union Theological
seminary, was put on trial Monday for
heresy. The prosecuting committee con-

sisted of Dr. G. W. F. Burch, Colonel
J. J. McCook, Dr. R. F. Sample, Dr. J.
J. Damper and Professor J. J. Steven-
son.

The charges, eight in number, accuse
Professor Briggs of teaching that the
reason is a fountain of divine authority,
which may savingly enlighten men,
even those who reject the Scrip-
tures as the authoritative pro-
clamation of the will of God
and those who reject the mediation of
Christ; that a fountain of divine au-

thority, apart from Scripture, does sav-

ingly enlighten men; that errors have
existed in the original text of the Holy
Scriptures as it cnine from the authors;
that many of tho Old Testament predic-
tions have been reversed by history, and
that the great body of Messianic predic-
tion has no't and can not be fulfilled;
that Moses is not the author of the Pen-
tateuch: that Isaiah is not the author of
half of the book that bears his name;
that the processes of redemption extend
to the world to come in the case of many
who die in tHir sin; thnt Banctification
is not corapl. ,e at death.

OPERATORS' DEMANDS.

The New Jersey Central Men Seem to
Have Many Grievances.

New York, Nov. 80. President Max-
well, of the New Jorsey Central rail-
road, was callod upon Tuesday morning
by a committee of the telegraph oper-
ators of tho road. The men made the
following iLuiands of the company:
That eight hours shall constitute a day's
work for train dispatchers and certain
block operators, and twelve hours for
all other operators. Thnt extra pay at
the regular scalo shall be allowed for
overtime and Sunday work. That
reasons be given for suspensions or dis
missals, a hearing permitted, and that
if reinstatement follows, that pay be
given for lost time. The promotions
be made according to seniority in the
service, and that the minimum wages
paid be .40 per month.

Chief Ramsey, of the Order of Rail-
way Telegraphers, in an interview with
a reporter of tho United Press, com-
plained that the inon employed on the
New Jersey Central were about the
most badly paid in the organization.

Their charred bodies
were taken from tho ashes.

Report of The Christian County
Hunting Club.

Incidents Picked Up on the Trip and En
tertainingly Told by Ona of the

Members.

(BY AUSTIN PEAT.)

Tuesday, Nov. 15 We were up
very early, before the stars had ceased
to shine, the hoar frost glistened in
the early light, and the air was keen
and bracing. Nearly all of the boys,
under the lead of Powers, Varner and
Lennox, go bear hunting over beyond
the "Montgomery Deadening' in the
heavy cane. Capt. White and Cau
dle with a few remain to hunt deer.
We hunted the entire circle of the
lake inland, and drove the woods
next to the old Arkansas, and never
even struck a trail. Evidently the
deer, if here, are not using in these
old drives. Late in the evening we
came to camp, a gloomy, disgusted
and hopeless lot of hunters. In camp
we found Baldwin, our favorite
hunter, and then the Captain, ever
tireless, tr.akes another drive in the
woods south of camp. Away over
in the woods towards Watson, the
dogaputupa fawn,' and made him
travel for all there was in him. We
had loosed seventeen of our best, and
they made pretty music. Alter
going away for some distance, they
came back and the Captain hud a
shot and broke its shoulder, but it
ran several hundred yards before tho
lops pulled it down. The bear
hunters had returned and brought
with them a large fat she bear, and
the camp was elated. When they
struck the cane beyond the "Deadeu- -

ing" they loosed Powers' trained
bear dogs, and they soon struck a
very cold trail, but with dogged
tenacity and unerring instinct they
followed it. After it became warm
the new dogs were loosed to aid, but
they soon hud up a deer which
crossed and reerossed the bear trail,
and Varner put up twp more deer
which ran over and over the trail,
but Powers' trained bear dogs never
for a moment left that bear's track
until she was up and going. Varner
had a shot at her running, as did
Pendleton and Jones, but all missed.
She ran in and out and through the
cane, men and all the dogs in full
pursuit. Finally, they closed around
her, and the question was who should
have tho finishing shot. The bear
had been pushed so hard that she
backed into a large hollow log. Bob,
a negro, ran on the log and as the
bear pushed her head out to see what
was going on he shot her dead.

There is some farce with almost
every tragedy. When the fray was
at its hottest and the dogs were bay
ing, the cane crashing, the bear fight-

ing for her life, and the men closing
on her, and as Buck expressed it,
there was a "resurrection" among
tho miners, in wild excitement a
dandified negro, Phil Harris, who
had been delayed in the onset, came
rushing up and shouted: "Hold my
coat somebody and let me go in the
cane and fotch her out." It is use- -

loss to say nobody held his coat. And
again, while Garnett.and Jones were
awaiting on their stand, and Garnett
was in the act of lighting his pipe, a
largo doe ran up in a few feet of them.
Garnett threw his pipe away, and
fired over Jones's head, but the doe
went off apparently unharmed.

Monroe, our colored neighbor,
brought in a flue lot of fish

Around the camp-fir- e bear is all

Iteeder, of the Knoxville police
force, left here last night having in
charge tho two Sullivan brothers and
Frank Jones, who were arrested here
Sunday night suspected of a daring
robbery at Itadford, Va., a few
nights ago. It now turns out that
they are not the Radford robbers,

bers that has beon making so many
rich hauls in Nashville, Chattanoo-
ga and Knoxville recently are being
run to earth. Nashville, It will be
remembered, has suffered in this
respect heavily of late, many thous-
and dollars worth of diamonds hav-
ing been stolen. Chief Clack, of
Nashville, went to Chattanooga yes-

terday and succeeded in taking into
custody a very handsome woman
who had three thousand dollars
worth of diamonds on her person, the
property of Nashville people.
