CTBA 111 THE CABIXET.
, The Washington correspondent of

the Philadelphia Press writes on the
Oth Inst, as follows :

At the cabinet meeting to (lav it is
welt understood tbut the Cuban ques-
tion was discussed at length. All the
memoers present coincided with the
President in his opinion that the at
titude of our relations w;th Great
Uritain renders necessary for our gov
ernment to maintain a strict neutral
ity, and particularly to avoid any
complication regarding the belllger- -
ent-rlgh- ts question which would give
England an opportunity to offset our
complaints against the Queen's proc
lamation acKiiowieaging the Deiiig-erenc- y

of the Rebels during our late
war. Such, I have good reason to
believe, are the views of the cabinet
unanimously. At the same time I
have the most accurate information
that they are equally unanimous In
their desire to aid the Cuban insur-
gents in any manner they can with
out complicating our diplomatic re
lations with other governments. It
has been suggested by persons who
are well acquainted with the views of
tne people or the United States at
large on this question, that the ad-
ministration would act in accordance
with those views If It would ignore
the subject of belligerency altogether
accept the English theory by recog- -
uiziuk we insurgenta, ana proceed to
a settlement of differences with that
government on the basis of the money
claims involved. Several members
of Congress are known to entertain
this opinion, and have addressed let-
ters to the President urging immedi-
ate action to that effect.

Gilbert Carle ton Walker, who was
so triumphantly eleeted Governor of
the Old DonaiiriofiV U a native of
Blnghamptonr in this State, and Is
thirty-seve- n years of age He was
educated at Ifanrilton1 College, Clin-
ton, New York, at which Institution
he graduated with honor in 1HM.
Adopting the law as Ms profession,
he practised awhile at Owego, Tioga
County, Meanwhile, he took some
interest and part in politics, earnestly
espousing the Democratic fuith He
was frequently sent as dcrcgnte to
Deraocrutio State Conventions, and
was a leader among the young De-
mocracy, Not content with country
practice, Mr. Walker removed to
Chicago, hung out his shingle, and
soon acquired a largo and lucrative
business in his profession.

In 1805, Just as the war was clos-
ing, Mr. Walker took up his abode In
Norfolk, Virginia, and in a short
time become largely indentifled with
the commercial interests of his adopt-
ed city. He was elected President of
the Exchange National Bank, a po-
sition he still holds. Last year lie
went to Liverpool as a representative
of the commercial men of Norfolk,
with a view of furthering their inter-
ests by way of direct trade. While
abroad, Mr. Walker visited Constan-
tinople and other portions of tho far
East.

In the election for members of the
Constitutional Convention of Virgin-la- ,

Mr. W., then recent resident
of the Statu, was selected as the Con-
servative candidate for the Norfolk
District, but, by the aid of the iron-
clad oaths and Federal bayonet his
opponent, the well known negro Dr.
Bayne, was elected. Mr. Walker
has always been a Democrat of the
conservative school. In physique he
is of large frame, arflnch or two over
six feet In height, has a piercelng
black eye, and Is called the hand-
somest man in Virginia. Those who
know him best attribute to him rare
executive ability.

An article la offered or exposed for
saie wnen piacea on tne shelves, coun-
ter or in tiie show case of the dealer.
Parties selling imported articles of the
kind mentioned, must affix and can-
cel appropriate stamps, auch articles
being subject to the like stamp tax
with domestio manufactures. .Where
the importer eel Is in the driglnal
pacK-nge-s . e. those furnished by
the original manufacturer or producer,
and not the package which the re-
tailer sells to a customer, lie need not
break open such packages and stump
such article, but may sell the same in
the original package case or brra. and
the dealer who breaks a package to
sell in single mrtloles must affix and
cancel stamps. The absence of stamps
In suoh case is prima facie evidence
or iraua. ji.very dealer is regarded as
a manufacturer, and is liable to all
the Penalties of such for aellimr. re
moving, exposing or offering for sale
such articles without proper stamps.

The penalty is $60 for eHch offense,
one-ha- lf to the informer. Canned
frulte, vegetables, oysters, .dry mus-
tard, olives, capers, pickles, cooking
essences ana extracts are exempt rrom
ta-- r Tin, all... iuu.iIMa a.,HAnu ...II...' - vx- -- III vnp citviavui KUIICIi
waters, cosmetics, bay rum, Florida
water, hair oils, pomades, tooth wash-
es, powders and dentriflces of all
kinds are subject to stamp duty, as
aiso every oox, Dot tie, phial or other
inclofiures, containing any pills, pow-
ders, tinctures, troches, lozenges, cor-
dials, bitters, anodynes, tonics, plas
ters, liniments, salves, ointments,
paste, drops., waters, spirits, oils, or
any proprietary medicinal prepara
tions wnatever. .

Dealers are notified that these du-
ties will be strictly enforced, as reve-
nue officers ure giving esnecial atten
tion to these matters, and may nave
themselves much trouble by comply-
ing at once with the law. All who
want to knowxyhat the law requires
ot them can send to the Commission-
er of Internal Revenue at Washing-
ton, and get a copy of the pamphlet
containing the law and regulations
concerning stamp duties uudersched
ulesB and C.

Advice tn Bathers.
The Royal Human Society pub-

lishes the following recommenda
tions: Avoid bathing within two
hours after a meal. Avoid bathing
wuon exhausted tty tutiguo or rrom
any other cause. Avoid bathing when
the body is cooling after perspiration,
but bathe when the body is warm.
Firovided no time Is lost in getting

water. Avoid chilling the
oouy uy sitting or standing naked on
the nanks or in boats after having
been in the water. Avoid remaining
too long in the water ; leave the wa-
ter Immediately if there is the slight
est feeling of cblllness. Avoid bath
ing altogether in the open nlr, If
aiter nnving oeen a snort time in the
water, If there is a. sense of chilliness,
with numbness of the hands and feet.
The vigorous and strong may bathe
early in the morning on an empty
stomach. The young, and those that
are weak better bathe th ree hours after
a meal the best time for such Is from
two to throe hours after breakfast.
Those who are subject to attacks of
giddiness: and raininess, and those
who suffer from palpitation and other
sense of discomfort at tho heart,
should not bathe without first con
sulting their medical adviser.
