somewhat difficult to write to one
we have never seen. It feels so much
like addressing an abstract idea. Rut
the presence of your representative,
M. 11. M. Stanley, iu this region takes
away tho straugeuess I should other-
wise have felt, and iu writiug to thank
you fur the extreme kindness that
prompted you to send hhu, 1 feel finite
at home. If 1 explain tho forlorn
condition in which ho found me, you
will easily pcreoivo that 1 havo good
reason to u-- o very strong expressions
of gratitude. I camo to IIji.ii, atrip
01 between tour ami live hundred
miles, beneath a blazing vertical sun,
having been buttled, worried, defeated
and forced to return when almost in
sight of the end of tlio geographical
part of my mission, by a number of
naif ensto' Moslem slaves sent tome
from Zanzibar instead of men. The
sore heart, made still sorer by the
woeful sights 1 had seen of man's in-

humanity to man reacted and told on
my bodily frame and depressed it be-

yond measure. 1 thought I was dying
on my feet, it's not too much to say,
at almost every step of the wearv. sul-tr- y

way in pain, and I reached Ujiji a
mere ruckle of hones. There I found
that some X7M worth of poods which
I had ordered from Zanzibar had un-

accountably been entrusted to a drunk-
en man, a half caste lunslem tailor,
who, after squandering them for six-
teen months on the way to I'jiji, ti n

up by sclliug oil' tlio remainder
for slaves and ivory for himself, lie
swore on the Koran that he found I
was dead. He hud also w ritten to the
tiovernor of Uuyanyembc that ho had
scut slaves utter mo to Manyanama,
who returned and reported my decease,
and begged permission to sell off the
few goods his drunken appetite had
spared. He, however, knew perfectly
well from men who had seen mo that
I was alive and waiting for the goods
and men. lint an for morality, he is
evidently an idiot, and there being no
law except that of tho dagger or mus-
ket, I had to sit down in great weak-
ness, destitute of everytliing save a

Tho watershed
ot South Central Africa is over Keven
hundred miles in length. The foun-
tains thereon are almost innumerable;
that is, it would take a man's lifetime
to count them. From the watershed
thev converge into four large rivers,
and these again into two mighty
streams in tho great Nile valley which
begins in ten to twelve degrees of south
latitude. It was long ere the light
dawned on the ancient problem and
gave mo a clear idea of tne drainage.
I had to feel my way, and every step
of tho way I was generally groping in
the dark, for "who cared where the
rivers ran wc drink unr till and let
the rest run by." The Portugese who
visited Cazcmbo asked for slaves, and
I heard nothing else. I asked about
waters, questioned and d

until I was almost afraid of being
set down as afflicted with hydrocephe-lus- .

My last work in which I have
been greatly hindered from want of
suitable attendants, was following the
central line of drainage down the
rough country of the canibals called
ii;aiiyi'.:n;a, or snortiy iiianyema. i his
line ot drainacrc has four lakes in it
Tho fourth I was near when obliged
to turn, it is lrom one to three miles
broad and never can be reached at any
point or any timo ot the year. The
two western drains, Luprin or Tlnrtle-frey- z

river flow into it at Lake Kama-lono- o.

Then the great LuVuaino flows
through Lake Lincoln Into and seems
tobrmtho western arm of the Nile
on which Petherick traded. Now I
k'.ow about six hundred miles of water
shed, and unfortunately tho seventh
hundred is the most interesting of the
the wholo, for iu it, if I aia not mis-
taken, four fountains ariso lom an
earthen mound and tho last of the
four becomes nt no great distanco off
a large river. J wo ot those run north
to Egypt, tho Lnpcra and Louraiuc;
and two run South into iuncr Ethiopa
as the Liainbai. or liipper Zambesi
and ILtfrcann. These aro not the sour-
ces of the Nile mentioned by tho Sec-
retary of Minerva in tho city of Sais
In Herodotus. I have heard of them
so often and at great distanco off, that
I cannot doubt their existence, and in
spjlc of the sore longing for homo that
seizes mo every time I think of my
family, I wish to fiuish up by their re-
discovery.

Five hundred pounds sterling worth
of goods havo again unaccountably
been entrusted to slavcsand havo been
over a year on the way instead of four
months. I must go where they lio at
your expense ere I can put a natural
completing to my work and if my dis-
closures of theterriblo Ujijian alavcry
should lead to the suppression of the
east coast slave trade, I shall regard
that as a greater matter by lar than
the discovery of all the Nilo sources
together. Now that yon have done
with domestic slavery forever lend us
your powerful aid toward this great
object. This lino country is blighted
as with a curse from above, in order
that the slavery privileges of tho petty
Sultan of Zanzibar may not be in-
fringed and the rightj) of the Crown of
Portugal, which are mythical should
lie kept in abeyance till some future
time when Africa will become another
India to Portugese slave traders. I
conclude by again thanking yon mo.--t
cordially for your great generosity.

The recent Mid.len death of a ltient
in iur i.mcc o, urniit in uipciiy i

ew l ork had cxciteU considerable
comment in tho papers of that, and
other cities, and furnished a text for
various articles in the medical lourn-al- s.

We have received a number of
communications on tho subject, and
numerous lnmiinoi tor tho prceise
tacts in tho Case.

the patient, a tniddle-agc- d lady.dcsired
the extraction of seven or eight front
teeth which were loose. Dr. N. ad-

vised that their removal would be so
easy that an antcthctio would be un
necessary; but the patient insisted
that she could not submit to the oper
ation without it. Dr. N. then procur-
ed a u bag of gas, but the pa-

tient seemed about equally fearful of
amethesia aud pain, and, assoon us she
had made an inhalation, rejected tho
bag. and declared her willingness to
havo tho operation performed with-
out it. At sight of the forceps, her
courage again failed her, nnd oho d

oneo more to try tho gas. She
took one inhalation, and again reject
ed it. By this time so much of the
gas had escaped from the bag, that the
doctor replenished it. Ot this she
took two inhalatious, and peremptori-
ly refused to have anything more to
do with it, declaring her determination
to submit to the operation. The teeth
were then extracted. "Immediately,"
says the doctor, " she fainted, her head
dropping over 'sideways." The face
rapidly became livid, and finally pur-
ple, respiration falling to about fifteen
per minute. In about thirteen ni'n-ute- s,

notwithstanding tho prompt ap-
plication of the galvanic battery, and
efforts to assist respiration, dcatii en-
sued. The musclar system was entire-
ly relaxed throughout, and after death
the face became instantly blanched.

Dr. Otis, summoned by Dr. N., and
arriving in about, ten minutes after the
fainting, testified that he continued
the usual restorative treatment for
forty-fiv- e minutes, when death en-
sued. At pott-tnorte- found no dis-
ease of heart; brain perfectly exsang-
uinated in every part; no fluid in any
of the ventricles. One lung was more
engorged than the other, but healthy.
No opinion as to the cause of death.

Dr. liritton testified as to the heal-
thy condition of the body, except that
ono lung was congested : the brain was
in a normal state; judged from the
condition of the lungs that death Re
sulted from asphyxia, but could not
express an opinion as to the cause of
it.

Dounu down uy old pleuritic adhesions;
the congestion was jxui-morle- m : be
lieved th(t death was caused by nerv
ous shock from the extraction of tho
tooth ; the inhalation of the gas might
nave acted as a prodisposing cause ;

the upper lobes of tho right lung pre
sented appearances ot pneumonia ; ni-
trons oxide gas is not stimulating.

Dr. Eudermann, under instruction
of the coroner, had inspected the an- -

partus of Dr. Newbrough: found that
he used but ono wash-bottl- e ; believed
the apparatus unfitted for the prepara-
tion of pure gas; did not have an op
portunity to examine the gas of which
the patient had inhaled, as Dr. N. had
allowed it to escape, and Clled the re
servoir with somo freshly made: wit
ncss made!gas with!ihe same apparatus.
which wan pure; tho bag used holds
about four gallons, with no exhaling
vaivc.

Wo give the verdict entire :
" Wc find that Mrs. Ann O'Shauoli

ncssy came to her death from asphyxia
or annooa. as evidenced bv tho svinn- -

toms manifested by the patient before
death aud the conditions totiud at tho
iH)t-mnrtf- the asphyxia having, in
our opinion, been induced by the mha
lation of gas administered.

" The jury further agree in the opin
ion that any other than the prescribed
method of preparation of nitrous ox-
ide gas as to teuincraturcfor generation
aud appropriate washing-bottle- s, is to
be regarded as a careless method of
manufacture. Iu this particular we
regard the apparatus used by Vt.
Newbrough as imperfect.

" Eiirthcruioro, w--e regard tho ad-

ministration of nitrous oxido gas as
reckless where such administration is
an experiment upon the patient, which
it must bo where there is not a positive
certainty as to the chemical purity of the
gas, and ignorance it) tho administra-
tion of the physical condition of the
patient, and the physiological effects
manifested by aiuethesia.

" Furthermore, we regard it as
necessary for safety that an adminis-
trator of nitrous oxide gas bhould have
a knowdedge of the application of res
torative agents adapted to alarming
conditions in aniellicsia, and bo always
supplied with sucli agents.
