My friend Ta'nnan. and mv friends
and fellow citizens of New Hamp-
shire; More than half a eenturv has
passed Binco I left this, my native
State, in quest of the future and larg-
er opportunities elsewhere,.

In these
events I have borno an humble part,
often mistaken and of shortsightuess,
doing tho thing which seemed right
but which was not always in tho wisest
and largest view right; but rtill I
think my life has led me to exercise a
largo charity towards tho great mass
of thu human race. 1 beliovo the
great majority of the human race arc
constanly aiming to do right. I have
always wished in Div busv life to come
back to the State ot my birth, always
uopca 10 nave some opportunity to re-
turn, not expecting over ag tin to dwell
with its onple, but to commune with
them, and I trust the few days which
will bo siicut among von and with uiv
friends, will be the richest and happi
est uays oi my mo. i iiope tuat here-
after as well as now in a life, which
draws towards its closo, and which
ought to bo devoted to rest, I shall
have frCquent opportunities, not many
years hence, to ccmc to New Hamp-
shire to uiinglo with itit people and re-
joice with them that tho old State
bears so proud a position among her
sister States ; that her hulf milliou of
sons and daughters, now residents of
other States, will always look back
with pride and affection to this State
and say, that although her tranite
jocks aro hard, and her soil reluctant
to give tor tli truits, still tor all that,
her people are among the happiest and
most intelligent of any we have seen.

It provides that the
compensation of internal revenue gau-gcr- s

shall bo by fees dependent uiion
tho quantity gauged, to db prescribed
by tho Commissioner of Internal Rev-
enue, which, together with their actual
and necessary expenses shall bo paid
by the United States monthly.

By virtue of thi provision, fees at
tho following rates are proscribed, per
proof gallon, for all internal revenue
gauging.

For the first one hundred gallons in
the month ten cents per gallon. For
all above ono hundred gallons, and not
exceeding five thousand and ono hun-
dred gallons, one cent per gallon.

For all above five thousand and one
hundred gallons, and not exceeding
fifteen thousand and ono hundred gal-
lons, three-tenth- s of a cent per gallon.

For all abovo fifteen thousand and
ono hundred gallons, and not exceed-
ing ono hundred and sixty-fiv- o thous-
and ono hundred gallons, one-tent- h of
a cent per gallon.

For all abovo 105,100 gallons
ot a ccut per gallon, to be computed as
follows :

When spirits aro below
proof, or when, because of tho prcs- -
cneo ot aaccharino matter, tho hy
drometer will not indicato tho proof,
the computation will be made upon the
wine gallons, tho wine gallons being
used instead of the proof gallons.

Internal rcvenuo iraucors aro prohib
ited from bcingor becoming interested,
uireeuy ur inuirocuy, in me manuiac-tu- r,

purchase, or salo ol tobacco,
snurt, or cigars, or in tuo production,
rectification, redistillation or purchase
or sale ot instilled or tormented luj- -

uors. Jl hey are not prohibited from
engaging in any other business which
will not interfere with tho efficient dis-
charge of tho duties of their office.
