We know, for instance, that
greeubriers and swectgum mean in
productiveness, but greenbriers with-
out the sweetgum are sometimes met
with on eood soils. Bad soils r.ither
than poor soils are' the teachings of
these two growths taken together. .An.

mer parched to chalky whiteness, is
the habitat of water oaks, swamp ma- -

pie, greenbriers and sweetgum. Such
lands; If drained and; limed, would
pvobaljr,nake . meadows, or grow
trail berries. Uy some it is supposed
to be eood for Peach trees, but the
compactness of the subsoil would make
taciu short-live- d.

, .MIX C.a -- 1 .1 1j. ue nrti ciass coDacco land may be
known by the growth of blackiack and
scrub hickory with an undergrowth of
dogwood, nnzle and blackgum. We
may state that dogwood and more es
pecuilly pawpaw are always indicative
of good lands. It should be slichtlv
undulating with an admixture of
blackiMi red pebbles, an aruillaceous
rock with fossil remains silii itied, but
still retaining a trace at phosphoric
acid. These pebbles, resting ou lime-
stone, form an admirable natural
drainage, avd make the land much
warmer, thereby hastening the growth
of the tobacco and giving it a siiky
texture and fineness which are rarely
tound m tobacco grown on other lands.
This character of soil also produces
the finest cotton and renders the plant. .- : l e t'- it icomparatively irec irom ought,

The land of most general utilityand
which always responds most kindly to
the husbandman in all staple crops
(excepting perhnps peanuts) is known
by the growth of poplar, sugar tree,
beech and white oak, with an under
growth of dogwood and pawnaw.
This is the very best land also for blue
grass, and in the great blue grass re
gions oi rvenmcKy ami lenuessee is
the characteristic growth

Wild cherry, black waluut, yellow
poplar, ash and beech, with an under
growth ol dogwood, pawnaw and black
berry, are indications of the very best
alluvial soils, atid for coin and hay
cannot be excelled. Lpou such land
cutton nn-- 1 tobacco make too much
stalk,, lobaccais coarse, a ud cotton
matures too late. Wheat docs well in
a dry year upon such soils, but is apt
to bed when there is much rain or
wind. In all wheat lands there should
be sand enough to render the soil mel
low, and hence some of the best wheat
lands found in our State have masses
of chert underlying them.

Among tho poorest soils in our State
(but not the worst, because they may
be improved.) are those known by the
blackjack and post oak growth. '

but strange to say, it will flourish
on the jHorest soil, gathering fresh
strength etch year. It is a powerful
fertilizer. The roots penetrate deep-
ly into the subsoil, letting in the air
and extricating therefrom fertilizing
elements, which are brought to the
surface and retained by the mulch
which the leaves form around the bu--h- .

The red, galled hillsides, th.itaretoo
often found in our State, can be quick-
ly and cheaply reehiimed, by setting
1 hem out with blackberry bushes.
They rnrich, shade and prolect the
land Irom and supply a berry
that in demand and com-i- n.

reial importance every year. We
know of no plant superior to it as a
fertilizer, except red clover; and, on
very thin soil, it is even superior to
clover.

the golden days of "auld lang syne :

Turf racinz was introduce! into
Tennessee about the year 1804. The
first race of note, of which we have
any account, was a sweepstake for
three year olds, mile heats, $luu en-
trance, which came off at Gallatin in
the fall of 1804, and was won by Dr.
R. D. Barry's f. Polly Medley, bv
Grey Medley, beating Gen. Jackson's
Indian Queen, bf imp. Diomed, Jas.
Cryer's Grand Turk, by Grey Med-
ley and rive others. This race excited
great interest, and was attended by
the first ladies and gentlemen, who
came on horseback from the adjacent
counties. Among others were Gen.
Jackson, Mrs. Jackson and her niece
and namesake, Rachel Hayes, the
greatest belle in tho country, Gen.
Hall and bis beautiful young bride,
Tolly, (the daughter of Capt. Wm.
Alexander, of Revolutionary memo-
ry), after whom Polly Medley was
named. Mrs. Hall, in the eighty-fourt- h

year of her age, is still living
at the did homestead, near theCastil-ia- n

Spring, in defending which her
gallant husband, who was as brave a
soldier as ever pulled a trigger in the
pioueer struggle tor independence,
hud many a desperate conflict with
the Indians. This venerable lady re-

tains, in a remarkable degree, the
possession of her mental faculties,
and has a vivid recollection of this
race, (which occurred a few .weeks af
ter her marriage),
dents connected with it. When the
horses were brought on the course
Mrs. Jackson said, pointing Jlo Pally
Medley, "telie is too little to run with.
the Indian Queen," to which Mrs.
Hall, (then in her seventeenth year,
and small of her age), replied.
"Horses are like people, the smallest
are generally the smartest." When
the horses were about to start, a
preacher residing in the vicinity
happened to arrive and made inqui- -
l ies for a stray cow. At the tap of
the drum, Polly Medley took the
track and was soon a considerable
distance ahead of her competitors.
The preacher, becoming greatly ex-

cited, mounted the fence, aud waving
his hat, cried out at the top of his
voice. "Look at Pollv Medley!
Look at rony jueaiey: Ijooki
Nhe leaves with an oath a
blue streak behind her!" the
enthusiastic divine was arraigned
before his church, tried and suspend-
ed for a time. I have beard this an-

ecdote related by my father, who
was present at the raeeand a witness
on the trial.

The race was succeeded by a splen-
did ball given by Dr. Barry and his
amiable wife, who were famous for
their hospitality and sumptuous en-

tertainments. Gen. Jackson, the
mast graceful dancer and most court-
ly gentleman of his day, opened the
ball with the beautiful bride (Mrs.
Hall) as his partner. Mrs. Jlall and
Mrs. Barry were sisters, and they and
their families were ever on the most
intimate terms of friendship with
Mrs. JackAin and the Genera!. Grey
Medley was, I believe, the first thor-
oughbred stallion brought to Tennes-
see. He was bred by Gov. Ben. Will-
iams, of North Carolina, purchased
by Dr. it. II. Barry, (father of Hon.
Thomas Barry of Gallatin), brought
to Tennessee and made his first sea- -

sou iiivthe year 18'JO, at the farm of
Dr. Wm: Donaldson, ten miles nortn
of Nashville, on the Gallatin road.
Grey Medley was foaled in 1791, by
imp. Medley, and had a pure ma-
ternal pedigree; he was a small
horse, not exceeding fifteen hands
high, and was said to possess a fault-
less form and great beauty. He w-a-s

by imp. Medley, he by Gimcrack, he
by Cripple, aud he by the Godol-ptii- n

Arabian. The Arabian blo.)d
of Grey Medley was conspicuous in
the distinguished race horse Mon-
sieur Tonson, and his three brothers,
Sir Richard, Sir Henry, and Cham-
pion, Brown Dick, Gama and her
numerous descendants. These fami-
lies receive several additional strains
of Arabian blood through Facolet
(sire of the Tonsons), he by imp.
Citizen, he by Paeolet, (English) he
by Blank, and he by Godolphin; the
second dam English Paeolet was by
the Godolphin. Mary Gray, the dam
of American Paeolet, was by Tippoo
S;tib, whose fifth dam was imp. Seli-m- a,

by Godolphin.
From 1804 to 1810 Lazarus Cotlon's

gr. g. Greyhound, by Taylor's Bel-Fa- ir

(the best sou of imp. Medley),
was greatly distinguished, and con-

sidered the best race horse in Tennes-
see, especially at three and four mile
heats. He was under fifteen hands
high, but able to carry full weight
and go the distance. In the spring
of 1805, at Gallatin, he bea.t llom-par- d,

Gen. Jackson's Indian Queen,
and others, four mile beats, at three
bents. About this time, at Harts- -

Ville, he beat Truxton, (when out of
condition,) nillo heats. Major J.ohu
VerrelU who. then owned Truxton,,
came to Tennessee, saw Gen.- - Jacfe-so- u

and satistied him that Truxton
lost the race from being out of condi-
tion, and the General made a match
on him against Greyhound for 55000,
to be run on the same course, mile
beats. Maj. Verrell was interested
in the match, and trained Truxton,
who won the race, beating his game
little competitor, an aged horse, and
inferior in speed to his large, muscu-
lar, young antagonist. No contest
on the soil of Tennessee has ever
been so exciting or caused so much
betting, considering the means of
the people, as this race. Hundred
of horses, and numerous six hundred
and forty acre tracts of land were
staked on the result. The old pio-
neers who were accustomed to quar-
ter racins, and had witnessed the in
domitable game and great success of
Greyhound, bet their horses and
lands upon him with the utmost con-tidene- e.

When the raee was over
there was a general inquiry of, "Will
you carry my saddle home for me?"
or, "Does your horse carry double?"

In the fall of 1S05, ('apt. Joseph
Ei win offered to run his horse Tan-
ner, a son of imp. Tanner, against
any horse in the world, four mile
heats, for 5000 a side, the person ac-

cepting the hot to name at the post,
(ten. Jackson accented the banter,
ami trained sixteen horses, Truxton,
and Greyhound among them. He
started the Greyhound, and won the
raee at three heats over the Clovei
Bottom course

At the same time and place, Gen.
Jackson had a match of $:MO0 a side
in cash notes on Truxton, against
('apt. Erwin's Plow Roy, two mile
heats, hut Plow .roy being amiss,
("apt. Erwta paid the forfeit. A mis-
understanding arose concerning this
last mentioned raee which was the
occasion, but not the cause, of a fatal
duel between Gen. Jackson and Mi,
Dickinson.
