Begin to Think "About Hot Beds.

The time is rapidly approaching
for gardnera to think about their hot
beds. Look around you and have the
materials necessary at hand. They
ought to be ready In this latitude
about the middle of February. A
good and cheap one may be formed
as follows : Make an excavation
from two and a half to three feet deep;
fill to within six inches of the surface
with fresh stable manure; set or build
around a frame made of plank, (the
frame Jike a box without top or bot-
tom,) Jbe . edges of the .frame at the
Bides sloping toward the south so
that the back, or north side, shall be
six inches higher than the front, the
front and back being three or four
feet apart ; cover with sash. Old
window sash may do, but it is much
better to have sash made for the pur-
pose. The bars to support the glass
ought to run iu but one direction, with
the glass so arranged that rain water
will readily run otf, quite an essential

After the manure has been put in
to the depth mentioned above, let it
be wet with a few bucketsfull of
water ; then let it be closely compact-
ed by beating down with a good maul.
After this add six inches of good, rich
humus from the woods, the darker
the better.

After about two days, mark off in
rows four inches apart, and running
aorth and south, and sow lettuce,
raddish, early .yorks, egg plant, to-
matoes and any other vegetables that
you maytiesire to have early.-- -

It is better to keep the surfaceof the
bed a little below the surface of the
ground ouWde of the frame, as in
that case the plants are less liable to
be affected by the changes of atmos-
pheric temperature. Whould cold
freezing nights occur, a little straw, a
piece of an old carpet, or a blanket
may be throwti.over the glass ! The
sash should be raised every warm
day to give the plants fresh air. The
bed should be watered daily, and the
plants exposed to all warm gentle
rains, buttbesash should be carefully
closed during drenching storms or
chilling showers. Ilural Sun.

Sabsoiling, &c f r r--

AH lands are benefitted by subsoil-in- g,

except those excessively sandy.
If it does no other good it prevents
washes. The great good which suit-soili-

does, however, is it provides a
bed for the retention of moisture ; it
secures good drainage; it supplies a
future-grou-

nd for the roots of the
plants; and it attracts and gathers
more ammonia from the atmosphere.

Land plaster is a special fertilizer
for clover. Exactly how it acts up-

on it is a disputed point; but it does
act, ? and acts vigorously, apply it
when you will. It is always better,
liAurAvuf in mtAv it in fcnrinfr fifor
the hot weather sets iu and checks
the growth of the clover. Two bush-
els per acre will do.

As to turning under green clover,
there are various opinions. We do
not ourselves believe that the land is
enriched any more rapidly by turn-
ing under the crop green. We rather
think the gases generated sour the
land and mak'e it less productive
than when the clover falls down and
decays cn the surface.

For sowing wheat, the land turned
over any time in August will do. It
should be harrowed iu September at
wheat sowing, but not re broke, as iu
that case the trasli would all be
thrown to the surface and rendered
worthless.

Sound on Farming.

The following views on farming
were thrown out by Mr. (Jreeley in
his speech at lialtimore, and they so
entirely cover the ground of success-
ful culture that we givethema place:

1. That the area under cultivation
should be within the limits of tiie
capital and labor employed ; or, in
other words, that on impoverished
soils no one should cultivate more
land than he could enrich with mau-u- r

and fertilizers, be it one acre or
twenty.

2. That there should be a law com-
pelling every man to prevent his
stock from depredating on his neigh-
bor's fields. - -

3. That green soil is more econom-
ical than loose pasturage.

4. That deep tillage is essential to
good farming.

5. That the muck heapis the farm-
er's bank, and thateverythingsiiould
ik added to it that will enlarge it and
increase at the same time its fertiliz-
ing properties.

(. That no farmer or planter should
depend uKn one staple alone, but
should seek to secure himself against
serious loss in bad seasons by diversi-
ty of products.

Sawing Down Timber.

Tiiere has been much discussion in
the ltural New Yorker as to the best
met hod of sawing down timber. For
the benelit of Frank Batchelor and
others, let me say : First commence
on the side of the tree you want it to
fall, sawing in six or eight inches
(according to the sizeof the tree), and
takeout the saw and chop in on the
lower side of the saw surf or stump as
far as sawed ; then commence on the
opposite side of the tree and saw iu
directly opposite the first sawing.
When you have sawed far enough,
coinmeucedrivinga wedge, and drive
until the tree falls. Tnusyou secure
a square end forour logs. J .!.

Treatment of Broken Legs.
They have a new way of treating

the broken legs of horses which ought
to le generally known. A valuable
horse in Hartford, Conn., had his leg
broken a short time since. The leg
was carefully set by an experienced
surgeon, and was covered thickly
with plaster. When the plaster
"set," or hardened, it kept the limb
as immovable as if it had been made
of Iron. Thus treated, a broken leg,
it is asserted, will knit together in a
brief time, and become as good as
ever.
