The official report ot the em .'1-
tion officers of Liverpool states t
during 1572, there sailed from that
port 787 ships, carrying 195,776 pass-
engers, h"]llg &Ln iperease, as (‘Ulllll.lrcd
with 1871, of 117 ships and 29.5%) 1as-
sengers. The ships sailing to the Uni-
ted States were 305 in number, with
15,134 eabin, and 148 444 steerage pas-
sengers, making a total of 163,578 pas-
sengers. Of these passengers the En-
glish numbered 75,545, the 1rish 24,620,
the Scotch 2,587, and 60 76 were from
other countries, To (anada there
sailed 42 ships, with 1,773 cabin, and
116,263 steerage passengers, making a
total of 18,086 passengers, distributed
as follows: English 11,212, Beotch
36, Irizh 22, and other countries 6,766,
To Nova Scatia there were 828 cabin
and 93 steernge passengers, divided as
follows: English 1540, Scotech 5,
Irish 7, and G2 from other countries.
