lore plowing it up for a roseeding ;
and the other to let it remain for
many years, allowing the surface to
become fully occupied by the native
grasses, these being supposed to be
best adapted to develop its power of
production.

If we consider this question accord-
ing to the general practice of farm-
ing communities in this country, we
pannot hesitate to decide that the
greate8t profit 'Will follow the first-nam- ed

method, for there is no dis-
puting the proposition that timothy,
red-to- p, orchard grass, and red clover,
newly sown on a well-prepar- ed and
well-manur- ed soil, will produce much
more forage (and of a highly nutri-
tious kind) than will a close turf of
blue-gras- s, white clover, etc., which
lias for many years had full possess-
ions of the ground, and has had no
artificial cumulation. The differ-
ence in amount will be much more

" than enough to repay the cost of the
breaking up, manuring, and seeding.

It is not now a question whether
the cows will do better on one kind
of pasture than on the other, only
which will produce the largest mon-
ey profit. If a single cow were al-
lowed to roam over ten acres of short
old pasture, picking up her whole
living in white clover and the tender
eproutsof blue grass, there is no de-livi- ng

that she would give more milk,
' more butter, and more cheese, than J
sne would If feeding, however abund-
antly, on the coarser grasses of an
artificial pasture. But our purpose
in farming is not to get the largest
possible yield from our land. The
cows are only implements for con-
verting the products of the field into
the saleable products of the dairy.

An average first-cla- ss cow coming
in May --will make 290 lbs. of butter
in the season on good natural pasture,
but she will require at least three
acresofland for her exclusive, use.
At 30c per lb., the season's produce
will be $60, or $20 per acre. On a
good artificial pasture she may give
only 180 lbs., worth $54, but she will
be fully supported by the produce of a
single- - acre. . Supposing that one-thir- d

of the produce is consumed by
the interest on the extra number of
cows, and by the cost of keeping up
the pastures, which is surely a very
liberal allowance, we shall have $30
instead of $20 as the return per acre.
In addition to this, we shall make
ourselves much more independent of
Variations of the seasons, for a well-work- ed

rich meadow is far less injur-
ed by excessive drouth than any nat-
ural pasture on the same soil could
be. This of itself, will often equal
the drawback we have allowed for
extra cost.

To put the proposition in another
lorm, we may expect, from the fore
going calculation, as large a casu
pront irom ten acres of artificial. as
lrom eighteen acres of natural pas
ture, ana there would be far less risk
oi loss irom unusual drouth, it is
not proposed, of course, that rough
or waste lands should be used for ar
tincial pastures (they would not re-
pay the cost,) only that such fields
as are eusccptable of profitable sub-
jection should not be left wild.

Ayrshire tows as Milkers.
In 1808, William Biruie, Esq., of

.Springfield, Mass., in a letter address-
ed to a gentleman of Maryland, says:
"Kitty 4th took the highest prizes as
a milker of any breed at the Fair of
the Jvew England Agricultural So-
ciety, at Springfield, Mass., in 1S64,
having given her own weightin milk
each month for lour mouths previ-ou- s

to the Fair, and four hundred and
forty-tw- o pounds ovei. In 1869, in-
tending to exhibit her at the Fair of
our County (Society, I kept a record
of her milk, which I give below, as
copied from the report of C. I. Flint,
Secretary of the Mass. Board of Ag-
riculture for that year. She calved
the 25th of March, and we began to
weigh her milk April 1st; during the
month she gave 1,127 pounds of milk,
in .way sh, June pounds, in
July 9(2 pounds, in August 912
pounds, total iu five months 4,9.53

ounds. Her feed was pasture, green
grass and green corn fodder, and her
weight as she stood. September 1st
u as oo pounds. J bus it will be seen
she gave her weight in milk eacl
month for live months and 578
pounds over.

Sawdust.
The London Field, one of the

authorities, savs of sawdust: T
litter the horses on it to the depth of
nine lutuw, tuning )u tue uanip aud
soiled surface, every morning, aud
spreading evenly a little fresh, re-
moving the whole only four five
times a year. Its advantages appear
to be many, of which 1 will state a
few which give it, in my estimation,
its greatest superiority over straw.
It is peculiarly beneficial to the lee t,
affording them a cool, porous stuff-
ing, a substitute for the soil of earth
we always find in the hoofs of a horse
at grass, and presents the nearest
resemblance to the horses' natural
footing the earth. We never heard
a diseased foot since the introduction
of sawdust In the stable now some
years since. Horses bedded on saw-
dust are also freer from dust and
stains than when an ordinary litter,
simply because sawdust is a better
absorbent, perhaps, aud testily their
approval of it by frequently Jvius
down for hours in the day. It has
also the recommendation of being
uneatable an advantage which all
in charge of horses with the habit of
eating their litter will readily admit.

Importance of Salt.
Notwithstanding the assertion of a

certain school of hygienists, salt is
; absolutely necessary to the health of
'ail vegetable eating animals. Those
living exclusively on flesh get the
saiine matters contained therein, and

"consequently do not need salt. Sci-
entific investigations have proved
that a portion of the blood consists
of common salt. This is continually
evolved through the kidneys and
pores of the skin. The bile, and the
cartilages of the body contain soda,
one of the constituents of salt. If
the supply is cut oft' digestion caunot
lie projierly carried on, and the ani-
mal sutlers. Farm animals should
always have a supply of this neces-
sary minerals that they may take it
at will ; in which case they will not
cat moietlian they naturally require.

To Kill Iic e. Carbolic soap will
certainly kill lice on fowls or chick-
ens. We use liuchan's. Dissolve
half an ouuee in a quart of boiiin r
water; when cool, wet their heads
and necks with it. The lice die in
un instant, aud in half an hour the
chickens are as tlry and nice as ever.

Saltixo Peak Treks. It is said
that distributing salt on the ground
in a pear orchard has a tendency to
prevent Might. Salt is n good fertil-
izer, and four or live hundred pounds
ouhl he put on orchard ground with

benefit, even if it did not prevent
blight.
