FARMERS' COLUMN.

;
" Trimming Orchards

S
" All along from now until , the sap
begins to flow freely,' farmers 'will
find days of leisure, when the weath-
er is not too severe for out-do- or labor,
that they can use to advantage in
trimming their orchards. This is a
kind of labor that it is very unsafe to
delegate to ignorant, careless hands.
It is also a kind of labor that should
never be done in a hurry. We never
like to cut branch from a tree
without due deliberation. We want
to see some good and sufficient
reason for removing a limb before
applying the pruning knife.

In the first place we remove with-
out much hesitation, those sup-sprou- ts

of one year's growth, that generally
fill, pretty thickly, the main
branches, and if allowed to t grow
Would soon make the top of the tree
ad almost impenetrable thickey Ex-

ception' 1 r When a. sprout is grow-
ing in a direction to fill a vacant
space, where a limb is needed to give
a symmetry to the head. Exception
2: When a sprout can be used ad-
vantageously to take the place of a
defective limb, which ought to be re-
moved.

2. We never remove a large limb
when the same can be reached as
we well by removing several smaller
ones. It is a severe tax on the vitali-
ty of a fruit tree to cut off a large
limb. It often results in the gradual
decay of the tree. We have fre-
quently traced a strip of dead wood
from a large pruned limb down to
the ground.

No implement is equal to a fine-toothe- d,

stiff-bac- k saw for cutting off
large limbs, aud then" great care
should be exercised to prevent the
stump spliting down under side, be-
fore it is cut through, thus inflicting
a bad sometimes fatal wound. To
avoid such a mishap, we usually saw
up from the underside about one-four-th

the diameter of the limb, and
then saw it off from above. The saw
should be sharp, that the end of the
stamp may be left smooth. .For; re
moving sprouts and small branches.
a strong pruning knife, a sharp, light
n&tcnet, or tnuvuesc pruning euears
are coven it ht. la it --i v t w

. We seldom see an orchard in which
the trees have open heads. Branches
are every year enlarging and extend-
ing, thus thickening up the heads.
These small laterals should be
thinned out, anually, until the head
appears open enough to freely admit
the sunlight. AH of the operations
require time time to study the tree,
and perform all the , incisions in a
workmanlike manner. Therefore do
hot wait until the multifarous labors
of spring press upon you, but work
at trimming your orchards whenever
the weather will permit. Rural
Home.

How to Feed Horses.
' The following concise suggestions

with regard to the food of horses are
from "The London"Horse Book :"

All horses must not be fed in the
same proportions, without regard to
their ages, their constitutions and
work ; the impropriety of such a
practice is self-eviden-t.

Never use bad hay on account of
its cheapness, because there is no
proper nourishment in it. .'

Damaged com is exceedingly inju-
rious, because it brings on infiama-tio- n

of the bowels, and skin diseases.
Chaff is better for old horses than

hay, because they can chew and di-
gest it better.

Mix chaff with corn or beans, aud
do not give the latter alone, because
it makes the horse chew his food,
more and digest it better.
, Hay or grass alone will not sup-
port a horse under hard work, because
there is not sufficient nutritive body
in either.

When a horse is worked hard its
food should be chiefly oats if not
worked hard its food should be chiefly
hay because oats supply more .nour-
ishment and flesh-maki- material
than any other kind ofibodj.hay
not so much.

For saddle or coach horses, half a
peck of sound oats and eighteen
pmods of good hay are sufficient.
If the bay is not good, add a quarter
ot a peck more oats. A horse which
works harder may have rather more
of each ; one that works little should
have less.

Rack feeding is wasteful. The bet-
ter plan is to teed with chopped hay
from a manger, because the food is
not then thrown about, and is more
easily chewed and digested.- -

Sprinkle the hay with water that
has salt dissolved in it, because it is
pleasing to the taste, and more easily
digested. A teaspoouful of salt in a
bucket of water is sufficient.

Oats should be bruised for an old
horse, but not ibr a young one, be-
cause the former, through age and
defective teeth, cannot chew them
properly. The young horse can do
so, and they are thus properly mixed
with saliva, aud turned into whole-
some nutriment.

Experiment iu Corn t'ullnrc.
' A farmer in Forsyth county, Ga.f

writes to the Southern Cultivator as
follows:

"I submit an experiment iu the
cultivation of corn on an acre of nrst-cla- s

bottom land, that had been cul-
tivated in corn the previous year, and
which I intended to sow in oats, but
failed to get seed. About the first
of May I began tbe preparation of
the land, by piling and burning all
the old stalks. After breaking well,

ran off my rows three by four feet,
manuring in the hill oue-tlii- rd of
the land with stable-manur- e, and the
remaining two-thir- ds (excepting
three rows manured with Whann's
superphosphate) was manured with
rotten cotten seed. That manured
with the cotton seed grew oft more
rapidly, and seemed to be ahead all
tlirougu the growing season, but
at gathering time I think that ma-
nured with the fertilizer had the lar
gest and heaviest ears. I gather)
from the acre seventy-tw- o busheis of
corn. The cost of cultivation, inclu-
ding value of manure, was nineteen
dollar,s and twenty-fiv- e cents, lia-tin- g

the corn at fifty cents per bushel,
gives me

bushels of corn, at 50c ..$36 00
Costof manure, cultivation, etc 19 25

I think had the planting been one
month earlier, and had not so much
rain fallen during July and August,
the yield would have been greater."

Everlasting Fence Posts. "I
discovered many years ago that wood
could be made to last longer than iron

the ground, but thought the pro-
cess so simple aud inexpensive that it
was uot worth while making any stir
Rbout it. I would as soon have pop-
lar, or basswood or quaking ash as
any other kinds of timber for fence
posts. I have taken out basswood
posts after having leen set seven
years, that were as sound when taken

as when first put in tho ground.
Time and weather seemed to have

eflect on them. TUe posts can be
prepared for less than two cents
apiece.

'For the benefit of others, "I will
give the recipe : Take" boiled linseed

and stir it in pulverized charcoal
the consistency of paint. Put a

coat of this ever the timber, and
there is not a man that will live to
see it rotten." Cor. Western Rural.

How to Dky Tomatoes. We
have tried the following recipe, and
found it excellent, equal to canned.
Scald, pare, slice, spread on dishes
thin, oron clean plank, sprinkle with
black pepper and salt taste, ex- -

r'To8ed to sun and turn everv dav.
When dry, sack and hang in a dry
place for winter use. They can be
dried unpealed, takes longer to dry
and not so nice. Preserve this and
try it next summer.

The simplest way or making a
corn crib rat-proo- f, is to set it on
posts, say two feet high, and at the
top place inverted tin pans, of size
sufficient to extend two or three in-
ches over the posts. Then keep the
crib separated from every other build-
ing, and from the ground except by
these posts. .
