THE TTESXA EXPOSITION.

A Description of the- - Building' and its
Surroundings. 1

4 Gigantic are the preparations for the
world's fair in Vienna, everything is
in a state of forwardness, and likely to
be ready by the 1st of May. The huge
building resounds with hammers and
smells of paint, and there is still heavy
work tor blacksmiths and carpenters;
but the galleries are all finished, ex-
cept the exhibition cases which are to
fill them. The central dome is alive
with busy laborers, and is as noisv as
an iron ship building yard. Here
spreads outau enormous roof of iron.
and in all the centre arises a sort of
wooden tower of Babel, whence come
confused cries and bursts of hammer-
ing

The dome is the largest ever attemp-
ted, and is to other domes what the
Great Eastern is to other ships. It is
so vast that one looking up to the far
platforms can hardly believe that the
animated specks moving about on them
are men.

The building itself is one mile long
and will afford ample exercise for pe-
destrians who want to run back and
forth and compare things at the ex-
tremes. And thcro are four square
miles of circumierent gardens and
pleasure grounds in which one
can wander at will. The main front
of the building is quite imposing, and
for the kind may be considered an ar-
chitectural success. Thirteen mil-
lions of florins is a large sum to rut
into one building, but when one has
seen it he wonders that so much could
have been accomplished with the
money. Evidently the commission
haven't stolen any of it.

Outside the railing of the exhibition
grounds, in the corner of the Prater
nearest Vienna, has sprung up a city
of wooden huts and sheds, theatres,
resturants and peep-show- s, giving one
the impression when he enters it that
he is in the world's fair itself. But
this is only the work of outside spec-
ulators, and is only a tariff to the scale
of the inside arrangments.

Besides the main building the en-
closure contains a detached gallery for
machinery, a separate department of
considerable size for works of art and
numerous smaller structures scattered
about the garden. The Khedive of
Egypt has a pavilion where Egyptian
life is exemplified, the Prince Schwar-tenbur- g

another pavilion for his val-

uable collection, and close to the wes-
tern entrance the Neue Freie Presse
newspaper has established itself in. a
royal manner becoming the great mod-
ern power of the world. Here its ex-
hibition number will be printed and
published during the season, and there
is to be no concealment of its opera-
tions. People may see how a great
newspaper is edited and produced,
and perhaps learn whence comes the
wisdom which is so infallible in pol-
itics, literature, science and religion.
There will be a double issue of the
paper, one containing the political and
commercial news and the other devo-
ted to special articles of the exhibi-
tion, and for the latter a large corps of
special contributors is engaged. This
extra number will be given away to
regular subscribers to the journal.
The pavilion in which this newspaper
is accommodated is to cost 1UU,()0U
florins, and it must make a large out-
lay besides. It is a piece of newspa-
per enterprise hitherto unmatched in
the world, and throws all other spe-
cies of reporting in the shade. But, we
shall see what our metropolitan jour
nals will do when our centennial
comes.

Visitors to the Vienna exhibition
will ueed to go well provided with
money. Prices have already doubled
for nearly everything.

The Sea of Gallilee.

The Sea of Galilee, or Sea of Tibe
rias, or Lake of Gennesareth, is a sheet
of water tormed by the expansion
of the bed of the Jordan. It
is about twelve and a quarter miles
long from north to south, and at its
broadest part, six and three nuarter
miles wide from east to west. But its
width is by no means regular, its shape
being that ot a pear or a leg ot mutton,
the broadest part toward the west, the
eastern shore being by comparison
straight, except near the lower end.
It is full of fish. Its waters, thick
and muddy at the extreme north, be-

come clear and bright as they ap
proach its narrow end ; for the J ordan.
which flows into it a foul stream.
leaves the lake a pure and sweet river.
The surface is from tJUO to 7(H) feet be
low the level o the Mediterranean.
The climate is genial in winter, and
not exceedingly not in summer. With
shores that rise but gently in most
parts from the basin, and whose color
is uniformly brown where seen above
foilage at their bases, the scenery
would be tame were it not for the fine
hills, including the snowy tops of Her-nio- n,

which can be seen all round
through the transparent ether, and
for the innumerable effects of light
and shade. Shrubs and blossoms add
to the beanty of the coasts, which vary
continually, being sometimes backed
by broad plains, showing at others the
openings ot long gorges, and else-
where, especially to the north, being
broken into many and charming bays.
Volcanic action apjearsto be energet-
ic ; there are hot springs in the basin
of the lake, and very serious earth
quakes occur. Wild boar are to be
found on a plain to the northeast.

Those who have formed a mental
picture of this sea, so often recurring
in sacred history as who inchildhood
has not? have no doubt imagined a
water covered with ships and boats,
resounding with the cries of sailors
and fishermen, and flanked by many
proud cities rich in merchandise and
glorious to the sight. Alas for such
visions! the. cities and the men and
traffic were there, but they have dis-
appeared so completely that the waters
of the lake may be said to sleep amid
a solitude. As for the famous cities,
of most of them it cannot be said with
certainty where they were, and this
survey now first begins to give us some
reliable data for identifying their
ruins. One or two remain, but not as
cities ; small, dirty, Arab villages alone
represent those busy towns, wherein
were done " mighty works," such as
would have overeome the sinful obdu-
racy of Tyre and Sidon. Tiberias is
there, on the west coast, rather below
the center of the lake. Its sea-wal- l,

broken columns, towers, aqueducts, at-

test the glory of its ancient estate ; but
the modern Tiberias is but a poor col-

lection of houses, chiefly inhabited by
Jews who have returned to Palestine.
Its filth and vermin have become a
preverb. About four miles north of
this, a heap of ruins, now named
Mejdel, marks the sight of that Mag-dal- a

where Mary Magdalene had her
home. North of this, gain, is the plain
of Genneareth, an area of great
beauty and fertility, along which, sad
to say, are several heaps of rubbish,
denoting, probably, the places of old
towns and villages wherein our Lord
taught.

A Xtw Method of Printing: Pictures.
The printing of pictures by a new

method, known as the Heliotype pro-
cess. Is attracting much attention just
now. The following will give an idea
how it is done : A sheet of gelatine
treated with bichromate of potash,
which renders it sensitive to light, is
printed under anordinary photographic
negative. When the picture appears
sufficiently plain, the gelatine is taken,
and made to adhere by atmospheric
pressure to a plate. The plate, with
the gelatine attached, is placed on an
ordinary platen printing press, and ink-

ed with ordinary lithographic ink. As
in lithography, it is necessary to damp-
en the plate with water after every im-
pression; 1,500 impressions have been
taken without injuring the plate, and
if injured, is replaced at a cost of a
few cents. The process is in fact what
has long been sought photographing.
It can be applied to the production of
ir similes of every variety of pictures

and engravings, fire prints, portraits,
trade circulars, and can be used in
pottery and its kindred arts.
