FIFTY BODIES STILL UNFOUND.

Most of them, it is thought, are un-
der the wreek of thewg idge. The
bridge was of iron, of the Rusdell pat-
tent, and had five s elevated about
twenty feetabove the water, which at
this point is from fifteen to twenty feet
deep. Only two spans, the end spans,
fell. The three middle spans are still
standing, but in such condition that it
is thought they will fall when the
wreck of the end spans is cleared
away. Workmen are busy to-night
putting in place derricks with which
to raise the fallen spans, and making
arrangements to secure the bodies be-
neath. Itisnow stated that there were

on the bridee at the time of the acei-
dent, and more succceded in escaping
than was at first feared. At the time
of the accident the most of the people
were gathered at either end of the
structure, though a large number were
near the center. Some of the latter
remained where they were when the
crash eame, and were afterwardstaken
off by boats. Severalof the men jump-
ed from their precarious resting place
into the river and swam to the shore.
Two horses and buggies were standing
on the middle spans -and still there,
there being no way to take tham off.

of whom there were probably not less
than fifty on the bridge when it went
down. One little fellow, about thir-
teen years old, was caught by both
feet in the iron rigging of one of the
falling spans, and had one of his legs
broken. He managed by sheer
strength to pull one of his hoots off,
tearing the s=ole off in the process.
Then coolly taking out his knife, he
ripped the other boot from the foot of
the wounded leg, and crippled as he
was swam ashore. Two little girls,
sisters, were standing side by side, and
went down together. As they reached
the water the eldest caught the
other by her dress with one hand, and
with the other clung to a portion of
the iron work and hung fast to itupto
her neck in icy water, until they were
both taken off by boat. There is so
