We publish, on first page an address

from the State Superintendent of Pub-
lic Schools,, and commend it to the
careful consideration of our readers.
None will deny that education is the
great need of the State, and since the
Legislature has laid down the system
upon which schools are to be built up,
and provided all the pecuniary aid that
can be afforded under the circumstan-
ces, it devolves upon the people of the
several counties to make that system
practically available for the education
of the children of the counties. We
all feel that this great work has been
commenced under very unpropitious
circumstances the almost crushing
weight of the State debt, individual
embarrassment and heavy taxation
all of which are repressive of that zeal
and public spirit without which no
great enterprise can be made a perfect
success. We hope, however, there is
enough of the spirit of self-sacrifi-

in our people to make them resolve
to take up the work where the State
has left it and press it forward to com-

pletion.

Agricultural Report for April.
We have received the April report

of the Department of Agriculture, and
glean from it the important informa-
tion that the wheat crop generally, is
more promising than at the same date
last year. This is especially the case
in California, and the northwestern
States. From the localities where the
fall of enow did not lie long enough
and deep enough to protect wheat du-

ring the continuance of the intensely
cold weather, the reports are leas fa-

vorable, and indicate less than the av-

erage yield.
From this county, is reported a

smaller yield "on account of late plant-
ing, and thinner than usual on account
of freezing out. There is no telling
the come out in wheat ; but there is
no doubt about it, wheat and rye are
badly injured."
