American Iron Ships.

A writer in the Philadelphia Ledger
says: A tew weeks ago tne steamer
Vt ilmington, of Clydes's line, built at
Wilmington. .Del., of American iron.

Seventy feet of the length of the ship
was on the reef, where it "pounded '

for twelve hours, every time tne sea
lifted the hull and let it falL After
some of the cargo was thrown over-
board, the ship thus lightened was
backed off, and she went on her way
to Havana, where her condition was
examined. It was found that, while
the heavy "pounding" she had gone
through when aground on the reef had
dented and bulged some of her iron
plates, not one of them was broken,
and only one of them in any degree
cracked. A small patch was all that
was immediately required, when she
took in a heavy cargo, carried it to
New York, and then came around . to
Cramp's ship yard to have the dents
taken out or her iron plates. This is
all that happened to the American
built Bhin. whose plates, or at least
that portion of them subjected to the
strain, are oi Pennsylvania made iron.
The plates were simply bent out of
shape, and so slightly damaged that
they were rerolled cold and put back
again. The great tenacity of the iron
resisted that tremendous "pounding"
on the reef for more than half a day
without breaking. . It is this invalua
ble Quality which the owner of a Dela
ware river built ship gets for his ad
ditional 15 per cent of cost.

The Hebrew Quarter in Amsterdam.

A correspondent, writing from Am
sterdam, says :

The Jews' quarter is worth seeing, if
only, to note the difference between
them and the Dutch people in form
and face. We were told that we
should know when we got there by
their faces, and we did. The whole
population seemed to be in the street.
Their goods were spread out lor saie
far into the middle, and the people
filled the rest Some of them are
among the wealthiest men in the city,
and the art ot cutting diamonds is al
most entirely confined to them. 1 hey
have many large establishments worked
by steam engines, which set in motion
many small wheels whose cogs, acting
on regular metal plates, cause them to
revolve 2,000 times a minute ; pow-

dered diamond is placed in these, and
the stone to be polished fastened in a
metal cup, submitted to the friction of
the adamantine particles. Four can
be polished in bne wheel at a time.
We visited the largest establishment
and were extremely interested ; but.
although they employ five hundred
men, we only saw one operate as all
are at the same kind of work. t

In as few words as possible I wish
to lay before the nation what share,
howsoever small, I have had in this
matter this matter which has so ex
ercised the public mind, engendered so
much and so filled the news-
papers of both continents with distor-
ted statements and extravagant com-
ments.

Barker J. Allen, left it
to Anson G. Rogers, who attempted to
collect it, and got along as far as the
Ninth Auditors omce when Deatn,
the great leveller came all nnsumnion- -
ed, and foreclosed on him also. He
left the bill to a relative ot his in Con
necticut, Vengeance Hopkins by
name, who lasted four weeks and two
days, and made the best time on record,
coming within one of reaching the
Twelfth Auditor" In his will he gave
the contract bill to his uncle, by the
name of Johnson. ' It was
too undermining for Joyful. His
ast words were: "Weep not for me
am willing to go. And so he was,

poor soul ! Seven people inherited the
contract alter that.
