Kellogg Xot Elected At All.
You had an election here last fall, or

ftretemled you had one, and both
McEnery clain to have been

There-
fore the United States could not give
this State a government, and the enly
way for the United States to do was to
leave it to the people themselves.

An act to be entitled an art to amend an
act passed January 2j, 1W9, entitled "an
act for the protection of Tanners and
stock raisers."
Section 1. Be it enacted by the

General Assembly ot the State of Ten
nessee, That an act passed January
2oth, 18G!, entitled an act for the pro
tection ot farmers and stock raisers,
be so amended as to read: mat any
person keeping a stallion, jack, bull or
boar tor public use snail nave a lien
on the offspring of the same until the
season is paid for; Provided such lien
is enforced in five months from the
birth of such offspring. The lien to
be enforced as the landlord's lien is
now by law enforced.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted. That
this act take effect from and after its
passage, the public welfare requiring

Passed March 22, 1S73.

An Act to regulate the assignment ofhome
stead and dower in lands.

Section I. Be it enacted. s by the
General Assembly of the State of Ten
nessee, That the homestead in lands
of a deceqdent, inuring to the benefit
of his widow or minor children, oc
eupying the same, shall be assigned
and set apart in the same manner as
dower is now assigned and set apart,
and by the same commissioners ; but
where a widow is entitled to both home-
stead and dower of the same lands,
the commissioners shall set apart
the homestead first, and then one-thir- d

of the remainder of such lands as dow
er, and if the real estate is so situated
that the homestead and dower cannot
be setapart in kindas herein provided,
then such realty shall be sold, and one
thousand dollars of the proceeds
thereof invested in real estate for the
benefit of said widow and minor chil
dren, under the direction of the Court
having jurisdiction, to be held as a
homestead subject to the law governing
homesteads; and dower shall be as
signed out of the residue of said pro
ceeds. - ...

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted. That
fhisacttake effectfrom and after its
passage, the publicwelfare requiring it

Passed March 22, 1873.

An Act to be entitled an Act, to carry out
Section 32, Article I of the Constitution of
the State of Tennessee.

Whereas, Section 32, Article I of
the Constitution of the State of Ten
nessee, declares the erection of safe
and comfortable prisons, and the in
spection of prisoners, and the humane
treatment of prisoners shall be pro
vided tor; and.

Whereas, No prisoner without
heat, light, ventilation and sewerage,
can be comfortable or healthful, there
fore.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the
General Assembly of the State of Ten
nessee, That it shall be the duty of
the County Court in each county in
the State of Tennessee, on or before
the 1st day of January, 1874, to pro-
vide suitable means for heating and
ventilatinff, and also sufficient sewer
age, to insure the health and comfort
of the inmates, and a failure of the
County Judge orquorum court shall be
a misdemeanor of office.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted. That it
shall le the duty of the Criminal or
Circuit Judge, to give this socially in
charge of the grand iury, and the Attor-

ney-General shall prefer . indict-
ments or preferments without a pros-
ecutor.

S C.3. Beit further enacted. That
this act take effect from and after its
passaire, tire public welfare requiring it.

Passed March 22, 1873.

An act to he entitled au act, for the preser-v- ai

Ion of came in the counties of Mont-
gomery, Robertson, Davidson and Maury.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the
General Assembly of the State of Ten-
nessee, That no person shall hunt,
kill or capture in said counties, from
the first of February to the first of
September, any song-bir- as the mocking-

-bird, thrush, robin and oriole, or
auy pime-bir- d, as the wild-turke- y,

partridge, quail, grouse, pheasant,
wood-coc- snipe and lark, or any
bird that feeds on insects which de-
stroy fruit trees, as the sparrow, cat-
bird, blue-bir- d and wood-pecke- r. No
person shall at any time destroy the
nests or eggs of any of these birds in
the counties of Montgomery, Robert-
son, Pavidson and Maury.
- Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, That
if any one should do any c ne of the
things forbidden in the foregoing sec-
tion, he may be prosecuted therefor
before any Magistrate of said counties,
and upon conviction he shall be fined
five dollars for every one of the above
named birds killed, and the same for
every bird's nest robbed or destroyed;
and the same for every bird bought or
sold or offered for sale in said counties
during the period above specified.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted. That
all prosecutions for any one of these
onenscs shall be in the name of the
county in which the offense was com-
mitted. In all cases of conviction and
recovery, the fine shall be equally di
vided between the informer and county,
and the part due the countv shall be
paid over to the County Trustee for
the use and benefit of said county.

fcEC 4 Be it further enacted, lhat
this act so into effect immediately, the
public interests requiring it.
