petual by their selfish abandonment?
As they stood together to resist north- -

ern agression, bo should tney stand,
shoulder to shoulder, to resist the
fiend-lik- e northern machinations to
degrade thern to the level of a semi- -

barbarous race, designedly freed from
the condition of slaves to be promoted
to that of master. Virginia was forci-

bly sundered, that the eastern por-

tion might be more thoroughly Afri-

canized and made an easier victim of
northern hate. Will north Missis-

sippi voluntarily inflict the same
wrong aud degradation upon its south-

ern portion ? If so, it is unworthy of
affiliation with any portion of Ten-

nessee.

The Supreme Court is the
guardian, as well as expounder, of the
Constitution, and every case brought
before it, whether as an original prop-

osition, or an appeal from a lower
court, necessarily involves the question
of constitutionality itbeiug the pri-

mary duty of that court to see that no
law shall be enforced which is not in
accord with the Constitution. Its de-

cisions, therefore, whether that point
be directly embraced iu the argument
or not, is prima facte evidence that the
court assumed the law in question to
be constitutional, however silent it
may be in reference to that point.
Were it otherwise than constitutional,
the court is bound to so declare it
estecially in a case such as the one re
ferred to, in which there is to many
a seeming conflict between a former
act and this of 1S73.

The Chicago Times has a column
and a half devoted to the southern
"code of honor." We detest duellin
as a mode of arbitrating social and
personal disagreements, between gen
tlemen whose sense of honor discards
any more rational adjustment of quar
rels. But we deny the right of north
em men to denounce or ridicule the
code of honor until they can contrast
it with a code of their own which will
as effectually put a stop to official steal
ing in the north, as the duel represses
blackguardism in the social intercourse
of the south. Tkere is a show of
maguaiiimity in the code which gives
to the offender an equal chance with
the offended in the arbitrament of the
sword ; but where is tbe magnanimity
of the official thief who steals because
he can do it with iuiputiiiy? of the as
sassin who avenges himself by a blow
in the dark When the south was
truly represented in Congress, official
stealing was as rare as official honesty
is now. The Northerners should be
silent about our code until it becomes
manifest that it is as prolific of thieves
as their puritan code has proven to be.

The "Old Dominion" has glorified

itself by honoring its foremost warri-

ors, statesmen and incorruptible pa-

triots. With Kemper, Withers and
Daniel as staudard bearers, there can

be little to fear from the efforts of the
Shack-Nast- y party. The magnanim-
ity with which members of the con-

vention surrendered their preferences
and tbe uuanimity with which the Con-

pends upon it Every drawback upon
its prosperity should be firmly resisted,
as when it languishes all others lan-
guish likewise. '

2nd. That . the agricultural com-
munity have real and substantial
grievances.

3rd. That we owe our grievances
mainly to want of and
mutual understanding.

4th. That inasmuch as the pursuit
of farming has a tendency to separate
its members and thereby preveut co-

operation and fraternization among
them, it is essential to their improve-
ment and protection that they have
such organizations among them as
may bring them together for consulta-
tion.

5th That the organization of Gran-
ges seems to afford such opportunity
as is so much needed, and if their
avowed objects are carried out faith-
fully, and with moderation, much good
is bound to result therefrom.

Cth. That the Secretary of this
meeting be instructed to invite the
proper officers to meet us at Dunbar's
Cave on the 18th of September, for
the purpose of organizing a Grange and
that we earnestly recommend all the
farmers in reach to be present and
take determined action in this impor-
tant matter.

W. W. McMurray then handed the
following resolutions to the Secretary
to be read, and acted on by the meet-
ing: :

Whereas, One of the chief branches
of husbandry in our county, the rear-
ing of sheep has been rendered almost
useless by the depredations of dogs.

ot one to each family.

And we would respectfully recom-
mend to our Honorable County Court,
that in order to make the tax more
effective, that the Constables in each
civil district be made collectors of this
tax. ; .

Be it further Resolved, That our
Representative, Hon. R. F. Ferguson,
is requested to use his influence at the
next meeting of our Legislature to se-

cure the passage of a wore effective
law for the protection of sheep for
Montgomery County, if not the entire
State.

Resolved, That the Secretary of this
meeting be requested to furnish a copy
of these resolutions to our County
Court Judge, aud ask him to call the
attention of the court to the same.

The President announced the reso-
lutions open for discussion ; where-
upon, C. W. Fort took the floor and
said : "He was a dear lo"ver of dogs,

From $40 to
$C0 is saved on the price of a parlor
organ. A rapidly growing competition
seems to have sprung up among the
wholesale dealers for the custom of
the granges, and whatever other result
the movement may have, the farmers
will be greatly benefitted by the co
operative purchases.. ' .1 ;
