As it seem3 to be the business of the
Eing-mediu- to call up, every now
and then, the ghost of the buried
Princeton road, and to make it reite-

rate the charge, that the Chronicle
was its murderer, and to make this
charge the pretext for warring upon
its pecuniary interests, we propose to
repeat the reasons why we did not ad-

vocate the voting of bonds by the
county. And this we do, with no ex-

pectation of abating "ring" injustice,
or ring opposition, but that the far-

mers of the county may appreciate our
motives and the validity of our
reasons. With the lesson taught us,
by the construction of the Louisville
and Memphis road, that a railroad
will build up no town whose capital
and energy sleep the sleep of com-

mercial death; with the experience
before us, of the heavy debt and endless
taxation entailed upon the county
by its liberal contribution to that en-

terprise, we had every reason to ap-

prehend a like result from a similar
experiment, and hence our unwilling-
ness to advise it.

But, apart from this consideration,
there were questions of abstract right
and political economy involved, which
sufficed to determine our course in re-

ference to the proposed Princeton road.
In the first place, we could not see the
equity ofconferring upon rs

the power to impose upon property- -

holders a debt, for the payment of
which, those who imposed it, would
not contribute a dollar. Every farmer
in the county might vote against such
a proposition, and yet it might be car-

ried by those without property and
altogether irresponsible for principal or
interest of that debt. We may be re-

minded that a majority of two-thir-

was required to authorize the appro-

priation. Our reply is that constitu-
tions are framed, not for the protec
tion of majorities that can take care of
theuiselves, but, to secure the rights
i.ud privileges of minorities. The re-

lative proportion of numbers has noth
ing to do with the abstract question of
right. No majority, however large,
has the right to force the minority to
take stock in any enterprise, against
the will of that minority. Legisla-

tures may make it legal to do so, but,
in theory and practice, it is wrong.

In all matters pertaining to the ad-

ministration of government, it is right
that majorities shall rule, because such
is the theory of the constitution, and
because there must be some general
rule whereby that theory can be made
available in practice. But that theory
cannot, by any fair interpretation, be
made to sanction the idea that a major-

ity, in a private enterprise, can, as a
guardian, invest the private means of a
minority in a joint-stoc- k company's
speculations. We know, from bitter
experience, that minorities have no
political rights that majorities are
bound to respect, but there are private
rights that ought, in law and equity, to
be secured against majority rule. If
the county court, representing each
civil district, had submitted the pro-

position to a vote of the people, we
would have published these views for
the consideration of the property hold-

ers, and had they disregarded them so

far as to vote for the proposition, the
responsibility not being ours, we should
have rejoiced at the success of the en-

terprise ; but as the court acted other-
wise, upon that body not upon the
Chronicle, rests the responsibility for
the defeat of the Princeton road.

We do not expect to exorcise the
ghost of the departed by this restate-

ment of our objections; but until
those, who still make the course of
the Chronicle the pretext for a raid
upon its business prosperity, refute
these objections, we thiuk a sense of
decency, if not of justice, should miti-

gate the bitterness of their opposition.

If we would make an assignment of
all our right, title and interest, in and

to, free thought and sjeech to those

who practically deny us both, we might
convert opposition into favoritism,

but whilst we seek to be no man's mas-

ter, we will be no man's slave, and hence

the conspiracy to deprive us of our
daily bread. '

TilK failure of Jay Cook & Co.,

turns out to be a big thing, judging
from the commotion it has created in

New York. But we cannot under-

stand the connection between that firm

aud the jKople!8 government, that the
President and Secretary of the Treas-

ury mix in the consultations and
seheuiings to save a bloated corpora-

tion that grew enormously rich by

handling the people's money. Grant,
with a smooth hyioericy, that assimi-

lates honesty, declares he can do noth-

ing iu the premises, not sanctioned by

the Constitution, aud the Secretary

of the Treasury replies that it is none

of his funeral.
Still the antecedents of the two high

officials do not iuspirc confidence that
the ieople's treasury will not bleed
freely to sustain the credit of the money

ring which Includes within its circle
the administration at Washington.
But whether it so turns out, the con-

sequences of that failure is another
chapter in the history of concentrated
capital, which ought to teach the peo-

ple that the overthrow of the govern
ment and their own political enslave-
ment are issues involved in the ques-

tion, ud that they must, iu self-de-lens-e,

combine for the destruction of
ring and monopolies, or surrender
their liberties without aMrupcle. o
government, on earth has ever fallen
ho suddenly, from as lolly a pinnacle
of true greatness, and no ieoplc so

and free have ever been so
suddenly degraded aud led captive to
the will of lawless and corrupt power.

TrCE reform is the offspring of calm

reflection aud careful investigation,
not of violence. And hence the neces-

sity fur the utmost caution in pressing
forward a new movement a step at a

time, in the right direction, insures
the safety of every interest, and averts
the evil consequences of a hasty revo-

lution.

As we have an eye to safety, in ma-

king our desposits, wo lose not a dol-

lar by the failure of Jay Cook & Co.

That firm has handled so many gov-

ernment bonds that we have ho fears

of iu ultimate solvency rather think
I hey will make by the "bust up."

THE GRANGES AND THE MER--
CHANTS.

The State Gazette quotes the follow
ing from our late article on the above
subject :

"Merchandise is as old as the
first advance towards civilization, and
will continue to the end of time. As
a reliable proof that the cry of war
upon merchants, is a mere fabrication,
we quote from the reply of Mr. Saun-
ders, chairman of the executive com-
mittee of the national grange, to a
question put by a Herald reporter, on
tnis point : -

.

" I have received a letter,, to-da- y,

from the master of a grange in Ten-
nessee," said Mr. Saunders, "who
writes: ' We have a capital of $20,000
with which to start a
store; please send us your plan.' My an-
swer was: The Grange does notencour-ag- e

stores. Until one can
be found that has stood the test of twelve
year's business, such organizations can
not receive the approbation of the na-
tional executive committee. They all
run into speculation, and that is what
we want to avoid :"

Upon the foregoing, the Gazette re-

marks: . .

"After this official declaration, if
there is any antagonism between the
mercantile and farming interests, it
bejwill brought about by or
designing men."

The Gazette is right, about that;
but unfortunately for the farmers', and
every other good cause, such men are
always on hand to mar the harmony
between motives and ends, hoping that
something may turn up from which
they can derive profit The granges
have been in existence for more than
two hundred years first in Wales, and
then in Scotland as we have been in-

formed yet during that entire period,
there is no proof that there has been
the slightest antagonism between them
and the merchants. It was reserved,
it would seem, for the would-b- e states-

men of this date, to detect the antagQr
nism and to aim a blow at the farmers'
interests by demonstrating their in-

compatibility with those of the mer-

chants. In the north-wester- n States,
where granges are as numerous as
neighborhoods, we hear of no conflict
between them and the merchants if
they do not act in concert, they live in
harmony, each respecting the rights of
the other, and neither seeking points
of difference upon which to hang a
gauge of battle. Instead, we find the
northern granges waging war upon
monopolies upon the monopoly of
freights by consolidated railroad capi-

tal; the monopolies built up by the
tariff", that a fund may be collected
from the producers to fill the pockets
of official and ring thieves ; cpon the
combinations of middlemen, who, in
the form of rings, come between pro-

ducers and consumers, fixing the prices
to be paid by themselves, for grain,
pork, tobacco, cotton, in short, every
product of the soil, and then fixing the
prices at which consumers may buy of
them. These are the middlemen upon
whom the granges make war. With
such a gigantic struggle before them,
it would be egregious folly to diverge
from their line of march and fritter
away their time and energies in pursuit
of every straggler reported by dishon-
est, or unfaithful scouts, to be hostile.
The granges like every other combina-
tion of men, must be judged by their
acts, not by the selfish misrepsenta-tion-s

of those who hope to glean some-
thing from the harvest of discord-Th- e

syllo-gis- m constructed by such sel-

fish mischief-maker- s, is in this form:
The granges are hostile to merchants
the Chronicle advocates the granges,
therefore the Chronicle is hostile to
the merchants. As Etheridge said of
one of Andy Johnson's syllogisms, any
fool can see the silly, but the most in-

tellectual cannot discover the gism or
the force ofsuch bogus logic.

Almost every pursuit, in business life,
has its combination and for protection
advancement, some of them, for the pur-
pose of controlling the farmers' votes,
but most of them, to deplete his pockets,
but as soon as the cheated, oppressed
and long suffering producing classes
combine to protect their interests and
maintain their rights, the cry is raised
by those in the interests of rings and
monopolies, that the structure of so-

ciety and business is to be revolution-
ized, chaos to come again and the world
brought to an end. The cry will not
frighten the farmers. They are in the
right. Let them the right pursue un-

til justice prevails over wrong.

Who are middlemen? Those who
come between the producer and con-

sumer, with power to fix the lowest
price the farmers are to get, and the
highest price the consumers can be
made to pay. Such are the wheat, to-

bacco, pork and cotton rings, aided b3,
aud with, every form of
monopoly, such as levy excessive bur-

dens upon labor and agricultural pro-

ducts iu order that concentrated capi-

tal may multiply itself indefinitely.
Wall street can fix the price of what-

ever farmers raise for market, when-

ever it pleases, because as the central
source of capital, its power is a con-

trolling one over the commerce of the
country. It is second only to the gov-

ernment ring, in its power to oppress
labor.

Railroads arc built with capital
raised on bouds and mortgages, and,
when paid for, have cost two or three
times as much as if built for cash.
The companies stocks are often subse-

quently watered reducing their value
to a trifle unless kept up by fraudu-

lent means. Their Presidents are paid
priucely salaries; Pullman palace cars
cost, from? 17,000 to S 40,000, each;
carelessness aud drunkenness smash

trains, kill and cripple passengers, for
all which heavy damages are paid.
But do all these outlays entail corres-Kndin- g

losses upon the companies?
Not at all. Travel and freight stand
between them and loss. The farmers
and travellers pay the costs and hence
the organizations of granges for pro-

tection against the enormous burdens
imposed upon freight to pay for the
extravagance, carlessness and avarice
of railroad monopolies.

A dispatch says the reunion of the
army of the Cumberland, at Pittsburg,
is a big thing.

When was war declared and against
what people? A friecd suggests that

? Editors CiruoNicxE: I send you herewith tho census report for Mbnt-fiomer- y

county, and will transmit to you, as soon as made out, the menilorg
and officers of the district boards, with their postoffice address. Too much
can not be said in behalf of the directors in theseverardistricts of the county.
They have manifested zeal and energy in the discharge of duties devolving
upon them. With such boards of efficient, unfaltering directors to give intel
.ligcnt directioa to. the schools in. their respective districts, I feel no, hesitancy
in predicting for our county system a complete success. Commensurate with
their zeal and energy will be the teal and energy of th people.'' No system
can spring into existence of itself. A system afeebools adequate to the wants
of this county can only be' Inaugurated through the persisfent efforts of its
friends. Manifestly a great change has taken'place in the sentiments of the
feople. A vigorous impulse has already been given to the cause by its friends,

for the directors and friends to the cause to enlarge and deepen this
feeling. I deem it unwise to put the schools iu operation until we are assured
that the money will be ready to pay teachers promptly for services rendered.

The examinations of teachers have been somewhat neglected, owing, I
suppose, to the fact that it was deemed not stringently urgent. With thisex-ccptio- n,

the work is now ready for the inauguration of schools at the jhortest
passible notice. I have already devoted time enough to this work to have
examined all the teachers in the county valuable time to me and since there
can be but one certificate granted during the scholastic year, I call on the di-
rectors, thronsh this medium, to select their teachers at once and let them be
examined. The expense of examination and loss of valuable time to me can
be greatly lessened thereby, and the labors devolving on me more promptly
met at the proper time. .ohool registers are now ready for distribution as
soon as the teachers are chosen for the position.

I urge the directors of the county to renewed diligence. .... Let everything
be done that can be done to make the system a perfect success.; The strength
the hope, the glory of the country lie in jthe education : of. the masses. It
matters not what croakers say on the subject, we eannot succeed in develop-
ing the rich mineral, agricultural and mechanical resources of the State with-
out aa intelligent system of free schools. The youth of the present genera-
tion must be educated for this work of development made fully equal to this
great ti.sk.
