courts, where the intervention of
Judges, juriesand lawyers is required.
How it will work. in practice, is an-
other question. There 1s a strong feel-
ing of pugnacity in the hearts of most
persons. Men are quick to resent the
slightest appearance that they are be-
ing imposed upon in a business trans-
action, and they will frequently spend
a thousand dollars in the costs of a
suit rather than be cheated out of a
hundred. The history of the cawses
celebres of the courts might be lar
increased in bulk by accountsof Ia
suits over the priee of a pigor a l‘OW.
in which the sum of a few dollars,
originally in dispute, has becn aug-
mented by trials, protracted for vears,
to hundredsof dollars. Evenin more
important cases the litigants find them-
selves, at the close of their suit, in
which numerous eounsel have aston-
ished juries by eloquent and powerful
arguments, in the |-reduumcm of the
two cats in the fable, who earried their
claim to a piece of cheese before the
wonkey justice. Neither are men
readily disposed to aceept as final and
conclusive the deeision of an arbitra-
tion which isadverse to themselves.—
They are apt to suspect foul play,-and
to find some reason, satisfving to them-
selves, for bringing their case hefore a
indicial tribunal which does not rely
on moral means only, but has the pow-
er 1o compel obedience to its decisions.
But. notwithstanding all this, the
experiment which the Western Gran-
ves are making is well worth trying.—
The legal profession has many able
and distingnished members who will
uulw-luhugh say that maoy of the
wases which are brought to them to be
lnwl in court, could and should be set-
tled by the parties themselves, with
the assistance of a few of their neigh-
bore. If the Granges sneceed in mak-
ing arbitration popular lly means of
their example and moral influence, the
saving to their own members will be
immense in lnwvers' fees and the fees
of court officers, to say-uothing of the
great saving of *ime, and the avoid-
ance of personal animosity in many
cases. Some of the ablest lawyers
that tho- country has ever prodaced
always endeavored to settle the cases
of their clients privately, before re-
sorting to the courts. The Granges
will deserve well of the conntry if they
cshall succeed in making arbitration
more frequent, and will receive the
hear ty thanks of judges and tl‘l' hetter
portion of the members of the bar,
who are often annoyed be ynud meus-
ure by the intreduction of trivial cases
