A GATE AND A CORPS.

Buckingham county has a sensation.
A wonderful cave has been discovered
there, which a writer in the Farmville
Mercury tells about' After describing
several chambers, the account contin
ues: '.' i . A. :" ;.

' '
, .

"We had satisfied our curiosity and
were about to leave the cave, when be-
hind a large rock, er rather a spur of
the main rock which formed the bot-
tom, my son discovered a larger pass-
age than any we had before seen. This
we entered, and after following some
Biz or seven feet merged into an apart-
ment of immense fcize. The light of
our torches.l'&lling upon the stalactites
revealed a scene of beauty which was
fairly dazzling. The size of this apart-
ment I cannot tell, as the roof and
sides were lost in darkness. We pene-
trated to a considerable distance, keep
ing close to one of tne sides so that we
might easily find our way back, and
would have gone farther but for find-
ing in a recess, some seventy feet from
where we entered, lying directly under
a shelving rock; the body of a man
wrapped in some dingy cloth-lik- e sub
stance. e did not know it was the
body of a man at first, and were not
positive it was until we had gotten it
outside of the cave.

"Mr. Boyd discovered the body, and
when we moved it from under rock my
son found several large ; and beautiful
pebbles where the body had lain, and
a small round vessel some four inches
in diameter and about two inches in
hight, shaped very much like an ink-
stand with a handle; this and the
stones or pebbles he put in his pocket
We took the body and at once went out
of the cave. The clothes with which
it was wrapped were very rotten, and
when we had laid the body down after
leaving the cave, they had nearly all
been rubbed from it. What were left
crumbled like burnt paper.

"We brushed the body clean and
found it to be the dried up remains of
a man who had evidently been of more
than ordinary size, for I found it to be
by actual measurement five feet nine
inches in length. It is dried and with-
ered something like dried meat, only
the skin is tightly drawn over it. It is
hard to the touch, and wherever there
is a wrinkle it is hard like parch-
ment

"It is impossible to form any idea of
what color the man was or what his
features were like. The body now is
a sort of smoky color, and the hair,
though there is very little of it, is in-

tensely black. Oa the second finger of
each hand and on the thumb of the
right were, largiuqupre rings, round on
the inside to fit the linger. These
rings and the small vessel I have re-

ferred to were evidently composed of
fold, with a large quantity of some

of alloy which gave them a very
peculiar appearance.

"We took the body to my house,
where it is now. When we arrived
with it there, my son bethought him
of the pebbles be had found, and show-
ed them to us. There are seven in all;
fire are richly colored and unlike any-
thing else I have seen. The other two
I think, are diamonds ; they possess in
a very high degree the powers of re-
flection and refraction, and are about
the size of a cornfield pea." Lynch-
burg Virginian.

- Borax for Colds.

A writer in the The Medical Record
cites a number of cases in which borax
has proved a most effective remedy in
certain forms of colds. He states that
in sudden hoarseness or loss of voice
in public speakers or singers, from
colds, relief for an hour or so, as by
magic, may be often obtained by slow-
ly dissolving, and partially swallowing,
a lump of borax, the size of a garden
pea, or about three or four grains, held
in the mouth for ten minutes before
speaking or singing. This produces a
profuse secretion of saliva, or " water-

ing " of the mouth and throat, proba-
bly restoring the voice or tone to the
dried vocal cords, just as wetting bring
back the missing notes to a flute when
it is too dry. v

How Down East Man was Taken ia
.

. and Done For. ...

The other day I ran against Charles
Yeomans, an old Californian, who is
keeping a restaurant in Salt Lake
City: After listening to his stories of
the early days of San Francisco,
said:" ' ! - : ;

"Mr. Yeomans, do you ever remem
ber ot meeting a man named John Jv.
ilackett in San Francisco?"

"John K. Haekett?" repeated Mr,
Yeomans. "Oh, yes, I recollect Haek
ett, and George .Barnard, and George
Wilkes, and George Bntler, and John
Scranton, of New ; Haven, and that
whole crowd. They were mighty live-
ly fellows, all of them. Lem-me-s- ?
(in a musing way.) Lem-me-s- ? why.
Haekett is a judge, or something of
that kind, in .New lore now. 1 seen
a fellow about six months aeo. that
told me he made a first-rat- e judge
nity per cent gold, iorty per cent sil-
ver, and ten per cent copper. Haekett
was a wonderful shot wonderful!
I've seen him drive tacks in a door-
post at thirty and forty feet, and never
miss a tack. All the boys took off
their hats to him. He could shoot the
toes off a fly. ' That was a great crowd

that crowd in California in those
days." . ;

Here Mr. Yeomans shoved up his
shirt-sleev- and mixed a cocktail for
Mr. Gordon and Cant Dinwiddie, of
Camp Douglas.

It never hadany
consideration ' except among a ' few

He knows
that he has lost the repect of the great
body of the American people, and that
to allow his name to be used would be
sheer folly.

"Many of the leaders of the Repub-
lican party have mistaken Gen.
Grant's real character. There exists
under that quiet exterior an intense
ambition, love of power, and spirit of
intrigue.

understand Grant and his administra-
tion better to-da- y than they have ever
understood him before. There is no
disguising that," he replied, with em
phasis.

This very Republican Senator, dur
ingthe last campaign, supported Grant
with all his stregtb and ability, be-

cause, to use his own words, he "was
atraid of tireeley. I wo years ago
this very same Republican Senator in
sisted that Grant was stronger than his
party scouted the prediction that
Grant would yet be found the heav-
iest load the Republican party
had to carry. He also scouted the pre-
diction, made to him by the writer,
that the time was not far off when the
Republican party would have to defend
itself against the idoi it had set up.

Now mark the change and look for
the result. He frankly admitted that
that time had come already. By prob-
ing down a little further, I discover
that something more than appeared on
the surface was disturbing my Senato-
rial friend's political equanimity.

But, thinking Washburne hardly avail-
able, Conkling is his grentcard, and he
intends to play it like a skillful general
putting his forces properly in the field.
The combinations now being made to
this end are very well understood here.
Conkling has bowed before his idol with
such reckless adulation, and has flat-

tered his vanity to such an extent,
that Grant feels he can only pay the
debt by working for his nomination.
This is what has stimulated the Blaine
men to action recently. They under-
stand the President's movements, and
are already concocting measures to de-

feat them. The old feud between
Blaine and Conkling has never' been
healed, and never will be, Conkling
never will forgive Blaine, and Rlaintt
never will forgive (Jaukliuj. And now
the Bluno uien are already sound-
ing the alarm, measuring the
field, and marshaling their forces.
They contend, and I think correctly,
that if cither Conkling or Washburne
is put on the track as Grant's choice,
there will be another split in the Re-

Her
sight is unimpaired, and she reads a
great deal. Her mind is active and
vigorous, and she vividly recollects the

She
has been a member of the Baptist
Church since 1805. The infirmities of
nee bear lightly upon this relic of the
Revolutionary era, and she performs a
considerable amount of manual labor,
but her chief employment is spinning
fine flax sewing-threa- d. Mrs. Head
erick is certainly the oldest as well as
the most remarkable inhaoitant in our
section of the country.

Rev. Thomas Smith, of the Baptist
