No Grange, if true to its obligations,
can discuss political or religious ques
tions, nor call political conventions,
nor nominate candidates, nor even dis
cuss their merits in its meetings: yet
the principles we teach, underlie all
true politics, all ttue statesmanship,
and, if properly carried out, will tend
to purity the whole political atmos-
phere of our country. For we seek
the greatest good to the greatest num-- 1

ber. We must alwiy bear in mind
that no one by becoming a Patron of
Husbandry, gives up that inalienable
right and duty which belongs to every
American citizen, to take a proper
interest ill the politics of the country.
On the contrary, it is right for every
member to do all in his power, legiti-matel- y,

to influence for good the action
of any political party to which he be
longs. It is his duty to do all be can
in his own party to put down bribery,
corruption, and trickery; to see that
none but competent, taitbiul and honest
men, who will unflinchingly stand by
onr industrial interests, are nominated
lor all positions ot trust; and to have
carried out the principles which should
always characterize any U range mem
ber that the office should seek the
man, and not the man the office. We
acknowledge the broad principle that
difference of opinion is no crime, and
hold that progress toward truth is
made by differences of opinion, while
the fault lies in bitterness of contro
versy.

"We desire proper equality, equity
and fairness: protection of the weak.
restraint upon the strong; in short,
justly distributed burdens and justly
distributed power. Ihese are Amen
can ideas, the very essence of Ameri-
can independence ; and to advocate the
contrary is unworthy of the sods and
daughters of an American repub
lie.

"We cherish the belief that section
alism is, and of right should be, dead
and buried with the past Our work
is lor the present and future. In our
agricultural brotherhood and its pur
poses, we shall recognize no north, no
south, no east, no west. It is reserved
by every Patron, as the right of a free
man. to affiliate with any party that
will best carry out his principles.

Rural World says : Here is the
whole doctrine in a nutshell. A doc-
trine to which every seosible Ameri
can citizen can subscribe, having
proper regard for self respect. This
declaration of principles emanates
from the proper authority, from the
chosen representatives of thirty-tw- o

States and two Territories ; and please
remember that they were adopted
unanimously not a single dissenting
voice. And these were not only fair
representative men, but earnest men.
meaning just what they said ; and rely
upon it, they intend to live these prin-
ciples themselves, and to see that they
aae enforced by others.

LA5D PLASTER ON TOBACCO.

The Experience of a Henderson County
Planter.

From the Henderson, Ky., Reporter.

The season gone by, just after secur-
ing a stand of tobacco, we had cast on
the bud of each plant about a desert
spoonful of plaster. Immediately
after the first shower it assumed a rich
growing color, which it he'd until
maturity, notwithstanding a prolonged
drought ensued. Before topping,
however, we had as much more ap-
plied to each plant in all about one
hundred pounds per acre.

The land upon which this experi-
ment was made was high, dry, and ex
hausted years ago. The crop made
was medium in size and uniformly of
excellent quality. We also used it in
the same way on a piece of land that
was low and wet, where many plants
had already "frenched." The result
was, that a new and healthy growth
commenced above the narrow leaves,
making quite respectable tobacco.
Hence, we infer that it can be used to
advantage on low, cold ground as well
as the high. Perhaps the better way
to use it would be to mix one part
plaster with two parts wood ashes and
sow broadcast, which would benefitthe
succeeding wheat crop by making it
uniform in growth. "The general im-

pression with those who have used it
extensively is, that "one hundred
pounds per acte would result in as
much good as four or five times as
much would.

Plaster is found in but few localities
in the United States in any consider-
able deposits. It resembles a soft rock,
is ground to an impalpable powder,
in which we get it pure, from the fact
that it would not pay to adulterate
it.

It may not be necessary to give now
the analysis; yet chemistry, science
nor practice has given satisfactory
reasons why, or how, this whimsical
substauce has such a wonderful in-

fluence on many crops especially those
of clover and tobacco, doubling when
applied to clover, greatly improving
the quality, and adding very material-
ly to weight of tobacco, besides hasten-iiii- r

its maturity.
Those who contemplate using it

should bear in mind that it is a capri-iciousa-

very contradictory article,
which may disappoint or very greatly
benefit them, let we hardly consider
it a venture to urge farmers, gardeners,
and even florists, to give it a fair trial
believing, as we do, that on many soils
and plants it will more than quadruple
the small cost of seventy-fiv- e cents
(including latter) per acre in good re-
sults.
