wields an influence r good wherever
it is read. Whatever may bave been
its shortecomings, as an eduentor of the
people, those connected with its man-
agement have the consolation of know-
ing that it has had no agenvey in famil- :
iarizing the popular mind with wice |
and erime, by laying before its readers |
the most disgusting details attending |
the worst examples of human deprav-
ity.
