Lynched. Last March Mr. Robt.
Hamilton, living in Wilson county, was
killed by two negroes named Burr Beg-

garly and Porter Williamson, who
were discovered by him while they were
attempting to rob his smokehouse, and
killed him to prevent being arrested.
They were subsequently arrested, and
each asserted that the other did the
shooting. They were tried separately
and Beggarly sentenced to be hanged
last November, but took an appeal to
the Supreme Court. Williamson was
found guilty, but recommended to
mercy, as he was supposed to have been
a tool of Beggarly. The verdict was
set aside and a new trial grauted, when
he was sentenced to twenty years in
he penitentiary. The verdict was

again set aside and a third trial grant-
ed. About 12 o'clock on the night of
the 27th ult., a party of forty or fifty
men went to the jail in Lebanon, where
he was confined, and with drawn
weapons demanded the keys of the
jailor. Williamson was taken from
the jail, and carried about a mile and
a half from the town and hung to a
tree and shot once iu the head and
once in the side.
