Since that time three or
four stores and several dwellings have
been bailt there, but it will be a
long time before it will regain its for-

mer size.

In selecting the capital of the State,
Palmyra only missed being chosen by
one vote, and again in locating the
county seat of Montgomery county,
only one vote was lacking to make her
the seat of the county government.
