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TO PAY, OR NOT T0 PAY!

Unfortanately for those who indulge
in ill-natared flings at the advocstes of
State eredit they Jeave no room
{for any other inference than that they
themselves are the advocates of uncon-
ditional or modified repudiation. Did
we advocate repudiation in any form,
we should insist that it be sbsolute and
unconditional, because to repudiate
half the debt wounld insure the full
measure of dishonor and only half the
pecuniary profit of a cleansweep. To
save money at the cost of honor will
have the same effect upon the BState
which the same course would have
upon an individual—loss of eredit, fol-

lowed by » Jistrust fatal to future hope
of pecuniary assistaoee in the hour of
need.  °

It is not true, however, as charged,
that those who insist upon the payment
of the whole State debt contend that
it can be done on & 40 ecent tax, after
meeting interest and current expenses.
Their position, a8 we understand it, is
that the debt must be paid because the
State is able to do it,and because hon-
or demands it—lcaving the rate of
taxation to be determined by the
amount snnually required to pay the
interest and current expemses. Bat
before such rate can be fixed, with any
degree of certainty, every available
source of revevenue must be made to
pay its fuir proportion of taxes.

The crisis is one which demands the
exhibition of the most enlightened pa-
triotism and the practice of the most

rigid economy, and there must, in addi-
tion, be perfect coneert of action be-
tween the administrative and legisla-
tive departments of the State govern-
ment in order to derive the greatest
amount of revenue from the property
rubjeet to taxation. If the State be
worth six Lundred millions, as we have

" xecu it stated, o fuir sssessment on that
basis will make n vast difference in the
volume of revenue; but if assessors, at
their own option, depreciate the value |
of property to about half the amount
above stated, it ceases to be strange |
that the tax fails to meet eurrent ex-
penses und pay the interest on the
debt, And unless the Legislature does
gomethiog to prevent this rapid depre-
ciation in the value of property, as
shown by the assessors’ books, itisidle
to hope that a higher rate of taxation
will supply the deficit, becanse that |
higher rate will be urged as the cause
of a proportionate depreciation in the
itnmediate future. Nor can it be long
before this eross purpose between the
law and those selected to execute it,
will be followed by disastrous resulis
—the State will be bankrupt and the ‘
people dishonored. .

What is needed to be done in view i
of the erisis is to enforee a fair assess- |

ment of all property subjeet to taxa-
tion, trim exemptions down to the
smallest point; hunt up new sources of |
revenue--lor instanee, the'consumption |
of liguors distilled in the State—and l
then, with the lights before the legis-
lature, it can safely adopt a sliding
scale of taxation, moving up, or down,
as necessity may indicate, The impa- |
tience of the people under the burden |
they now carcy is due in our opinion, |
not more to the weight of that burden, |
than to a want of confidence in those |
who enact, and those whose duty it is
to interpret and execnte the laws.
Want of confidence generates discon- |
tent, and discontent breeds demagogues |
who glory in political schisms, hoping
that the storm of popular excitement
may lift them to positions unattainable
in times of harmony and safe counsels. ‘
Hence the questions of high or low
taxes ? the payment, or non-payment
of the State debt? Hence too, the
question—who's to blame for not pay-
iog the nterest past due? The true |
answer is that the people are to blame |
for electing incompetent law-makers,
and this is the root of the evils com- |
plained of. Butthe demagogue flut- !
ters the people that they have acted
wisely, and that the fault lies in the

or criminal indifference to the means

We are for the payment of the State |
debt because it is the ouly honorable
solation of the financial conundrum,
and because the State iz able to pay it;

A very large
proportioh of our population pay none
but a poll tax and that they can’t re-
pudiate because they can be sued
and forced to pay it. Those who
are worth $1,000, or under, pay only a
poll tax, and can gain nothing by re-
pudiation except the distingaished
honor of having aided in swindling the
State's ereditors. And what will the
substantial property holders get as the
price of their vote for repudiation?
The pitiful sum of 40 cents on the hun-
dred dollars, which is the tax imposed
by the State. The burden of which
they most complain is imposed for coun-
ties, towns and railroads—these they
cannotshake off by repudiation beeause
the courts can reach them and enforce
their payment.

It seoms, then, that the thousands
who payonly a poll tax and those
whose property is tax free becanse of
their thousand dollar exemption can
not ake the fraction of a cent by re-
pudiation, and therefore can have no
other inducement to vote for it than a
more than willingness to disgrace the
Btate “free gratis, for nothing.” And
since the real property holders can not
make by their vote for repudiation
more than the fortieth part of one per
cent. on theireotire property as assess-
ed,itis pertinent toask whether this pit-
iful saving is an equivalent, weighed by
their own consciences, for theirservices
in the repudiation of s debt of honor.
If all concerned will view the subject
in the light of fucts and from the stand-
point of plighted faith, we have no fears
that the State will be dishonored by |

repudiation.

It is said a rule ia not a good one
which does not work both ways. If
this be so, with what show of plausi-
bility even can repudiationists point to

From the Columbia Herald and Mail,
OUR STATE DEBT.

To the Editors of the Herald and Mail:

The discussion of this most impor-
tant and dangerous sabject has be-
come unavoidable. It is too late to
doubt the wisdom of foreing the ques-
tion into the politics of the coming
campaign, The issue has been thrast
upon us by eertain improdent advo-
cates of partial or total repudiation,
each ea 0 propose his own little
pet scheme, heedless apparently or ig-
norant of the tremenJ’ous gravity of
the erisis he was helping to hasten.
A matter more important than any
other that can now vecapy the atten-
tion of Tenuesseeans, more likely if
ignorantly or intemperately handr:!d.
to prove fatal, not only to the present
unity of the Demoeratic party but to
the future prosperity of the Stite, de-
serves the eareful and dispassionate
study of every good citizen. If the
facts I propose to lay before your read-
ers, shall arouse the attention of oth-
ers more competent to suggest meas-
ures suitable to the emergeney, induce
any of my neighbors to lay aside minor
differences and join in a hearty effort
for the good of the State, or elicit oth-
er facts of walue, the object of this
letter will be fully attained.

Everybody knows that we have
failed to meet the interest on our
State debt and that the State officers
hold out no ha}m of meeting it at the
present rate of taxation. Hew and
why that debt was ereated may not be
so well known.

As far back as the year 1836, the
State of Tennessee began a system of
aid to internal improvements, issuing
her bonds in favor of various turn-
pikes and railroads. No very large
amount was issued, however, until the
year 1852, when an act was passed
providing for the lsan of bonds to
railroads for the purpose of ironing
and equippiog them, the State being
secured g a first mortgage of the
roads. This Act gavea great impetns
to the building of railroads and at the
outbreak of the war in 1862, all now
in operation in the State (with one or
two unimportant exceptious) were
completed and most were paying well,
The State debt was then about twenty
millions of dollars. The bonds loaned
by the Btate to the railroads were ta-
ken by them a¢ par, and ware to be

aid back to the State in full. The
Eonda sold by the State before the war
{as the Capitol bonds, &ec.) ranged in
price from 93c. to 95c. on the dollar.

The eclose of the war found the
railroads in an iosolvent condition.
Their roadbeds were in very bad or-
der, their rollingstock was gome and
the companies were obliged either to
abandon them or go into debt to the
U. 8. Government for the rollingstock
and iron necessary to operate them.
They choza the latter alternative, and
s their debts muatured went before
the State Legislature (Radical) with
appeals for aid. It was granted in
bonds. One or two new companies
were organized, and also had bonds
voted them. Doubtless in the use of
these bonds (1. e., of the State eredit)
at the time, there was mismanagement
or extravagasoe ooocasionally—in one
or two oases, actual dishonesty. After
their issue, the State debt smounted,
if T remembor, to forty-six milllon
dollars. Then came tfe failure to
meet the interest on our bonds—the
true history of whieh is very curious
and will be told in the proper pluce.
Then the disruption and downfull of
the Radical party, apd the sucecessful
effort by the incoming Conservatives
to reduce our debt toa manageahle
| sige. This was done by foreing the
| solvent railroads to pay their indebt-
ednes to the State—and by =elling the
insolvent railroads under her mort-
gage-liens.

he overdna interest on the romain-
ing debt, necumulated durlng and since
the war, was seen to be more than we
could hope to meet out of the current |
revenues of the State, and all parties
seemed to acquiezce in the necessit
for the pussage of the funding bill,
which took place in 1878, Under this
bill about five millions of pastdue in-
terest was funded. After this was
done, the Comptroller in his report
estimated the total bonded debt of the
State on December 20th, 1874 ata
little over twenty-one millions a redue-
tion of about twenty-five millions in
six years, The State met her interest
due up to 1st January, 1875, Since
then none has been paid.
