As talking is all wa can do at the
present time towardassisting our noble
old State in getting out of her finanecial
troubles, many people seem to think
that a great deal of that should be
dope. BSo longas they talk or write
in such strain a8 will oot farther de-
press the credit of the State 1 can see
no harm in their talking or writing ;
but when they begin to advoeate a set-
tlement of our financial trouble by
repudiation in any ghape or form, they
are merely decreasing the State eredit
and informing the public that they
would not pay their individual liabili-
ties unless foreed to do so, and for the
good of themselves and the State too
they had better say but little.

As the next Legislature must settle
our State diffienlty, it will be well for
the people to be disereet in selecting
it, or they too may tske it all out in
talking. They should be honest and
good business men of intelligence and
financial ability, possessing ability
enongh to know what should be done
and nerve enough to do it. They
ghould go to'the capitol to work for
the good of the State, not for their
own profit, and work when they get
there. Itis not necessary that they
ghould talk much when they get there
or make long, windy speeches, but
work. Itis mot necessary that they
should be knowa as the Zon.

They
ghould not seek the office, but let the
office seek them, and when found let
them betray not the trust or confidence
reposed in them. lLet them not use
the office 48 a steppiog stone to further
political preferment by seeking pop-
ularity at the expense of the State, or
the people who elect them. They
should know their whole daty and be
fearless enough to perform it. They
should have intelligence enough to
know at least a part of what is needed
before they accept the position, and
oot go there, as two-thirds of them
generally do, with the expeetation of
doing nothing but answering yea or
aay when their names are called.

Bishop Pierce, in a letter from
Texas to the Southern Christian Ad-
voeate, offers the following rational
advice to his Southern countrymen :

Verily Kiog Cotton, like other kings,
is consuming the substance of the
people. Prosperity in this article of
production, it seems, “tendeth to pov-
erty.” A very heavy crop has gen
made, and yet the people are on the
“ragged edge” of iosolvency The
more we make the poorer we grow.
And yet the desperate bet is laid on
another erop, in the face of ten year's
unbroken uniformity of results. The
heathen adage, ""'Whom the gods mean
to destroy they first make mad,” is
being actualized. No soil, no fertili-
zer, no seasons, will save the country
on the line of its present agrioultural
policy. The result is just as disas-
trous on the virgin soil of Texas as on
the wasted lands of Georgia. The
man who loses money in making ten
bugs of cotton, will loose yet more in
the production of & hundred. This is
the fact in experience, in spite of the-
ory and figuring. Forgive this episode,
for [ am really distressed at the pros-
pects of the couutmﬂﬁnmchlb’. Bad
government may troy us and our
property, but no legislation can lift us
out of the present “slough of des-
pond,”’ without home supplies. Bread
and meat must be made, not Lought.
The great burden of expense lies right
there. The stomach costs mere than
the back., Make bread, raise meat,
live at home, be self-supporting.—
Neither inflation, nor contraction, nor
the financial plack in the coming plat-
form, will save us. Help must come
out of the ground, in breadstuffs.—
You may go to Texas—all cotton will
swamp you; you may stay in Georgia
and grow fatand rich on peas, potatoes,
wheat and corn. Let us fll our gar-
ners with all manpner of stores; then
our oxen will be strong to labor, our
sheep will bring forth thousands; then
there will *be no breaking in nor go-
ing out”’ in quest of food—plenty and
peace will hush “eompluining in our
streets,” and we shall be a happier
and better people.

that some of them are yet running with
some profit. The very low price st
which they aresupplying their lnroaces
with ore (com\idera ly less than oue
dollar per ton)and theimmediate prox-
imity of lurge forests of lovg-leaf pine
enables them to furuish a sapply of
charcoal at a very low fsm. and in
this way they are enabled to rup and
probably make some money.— Chatta-
