THE TIIElVOjlEJfA OF DEATH.

Under What Circumstances the FIna
Dissolution Slay be a Pleasure.

From the New York Hun.
Dr. Frederic R. Marvin gave to the

Liberal Club last evening a physi-
cian's view of death, his subject being
"The Physiology of Death." The
history of death embraces three peri
ods, the fabulous, the superstitious
and the philosophical. The fabulous
period was in mythological times, in
which death was personified as the
goddess Mors, the gfance of whose eye
was fatal; the superstitious era was
that lone period in which death was
regarded as an instantaneous chancre
a stroke that came and cut off life
from the whole body at once. Ours
is the philosophical age.

The lecturer had experimented on
does, to discover the order of time in
which the senses die. To one dog he
gave arsineous acid. The second died
instantly upon his introducing a
needle into the medulla oblongata; and
the third he bled to death. In the
last, the order of death was eight,
taste, smell, hearing, touch; which es-

tablished the fact that the senses dis-apje- ar

in the tame order as they do
in sleep.

The human body is an aggregation
of cells. Life is the segmentation of
these cells ; death their disintegration.
Each cell dies for itself. Every mo-
ment cells are springing into life.
Every moment cells are dying. Our
bodies are composed of these little
points. Take them away and there is
uothing left of us but the connecting
shreds. There are dead cells in your
body, and when you are dead, there
will for some time continue to be liv-
ing ones. We shall at some time be

d into carbonic acid, water and
the mineral elements.

The whole surface of our globe, said
the speaker, has been dug over 128
times to bury its dead, even not reck-
oning the long age of the world which
is given it by modern science, and we
inhale, we feed upon elements, the
very atoms, that have been living be-

ings before. The dead, he continued,
live again, and wo greet them in the
perfume of the city, in the light flakes
of snow, in the thousand leaves of the
forest.

Death, the Doctor says, is painless.
There is no moment in our lives in
which molecular death is not going
on iu us. The last words of a multi-
tude of persons indicate that mere
disintegration is painless. To die of
cold, after the first agony is over, is a
luxury. So is drowning. The smile of
death, the placidity of death, comes to
nil features alter the rigor mortis.
That is over in three days.

Samuel J. Tii.den, the present
(Jovernor of New York, is sixty-thre- e

years old. His past career is full of
graud achievements statesmanlike
triumphs which will give him a highly
honored niche in our history. His
early youth was characterized by no-
bleness of character, honesty of pur-
pose and a wonderfully clear insight
into the political needs of our country.
He has not retrograded. To-da- at
the mature age ofsixty-thre- e, he stands
one of the brightest ornaments of the
nation. There lives no man who loves
his country more or whose judgments
are more valuable. He is purely the
architect of his own fortune, and that
fortune is ample enough to preclude
all possibility of his being corrupted,
even if his unalterable sense of honor
were less sustaining. The Democracy
had better think twice before it ig-

nores him as a candidate for tho Pres-
idency.

POSTMASTER GENERAL JEWELL

is a disappointed man. A year ago.
he loomed up on the political horizon
as a Presidential candidate. lo-da- y,

it is conceded that he will not occupy
either tht first or second place on the
Republican Presidential ticket As-
suming the role of a reformer, he es-

sayed the" task ef breaking the mail
contractors ring in bis Uepartraent,
bnt failed to succeed. Spencer. Hinds
& Co., backed by Grant, were too
much lor him, so he succumbed.
Hinds, Kittle, and other contractors
were detected, not only in bribing
Post Office officials, but in manufac-
turing a counterfeit stamp to be used
on fraudulent bids for certain Western
mail routes. One of the parties was
arrested for this little breach of eti
quette, but escaped punishment
through a legal technicality. As i
have before intimated, Jewell started
out as a Reformer. He had not gone
far in the work of reform, however,
before, to use a 6lang phrase, he "struck
a snag." He found that in his efforts
to expose and punish fraud, he was
placing himself in antagonism to some
ot lirant s tavontes, ana aeemmg ais-creti-

the better part of valor, ceased
his labors in the direction of reform.
Until he began his crusade against
abuses in his department, he and Grant
were warm personal friends, and could
be seen almost every Sunday afternoon,
walking together on the outskirts of
the city. Now, their intercourse is
confined simply to the interchange of
a few civil words at the semi-weekl- y

meetings of the Cabinet.

This happened at Camp Jackson,
near New Orleans, on the 8th of Jan-
uary, 1815. After the British made
their last charge on our breastworks
they sent in a flag of truce, which was
met by a flag from the American ar-

my, asking the privilege of removing
their killed and wounded, which was
granted. A line was designed so far
from our breastworks as to prevent
the enemy discovering the nature of
our defense, and American soldiers
placed on one' side of the line and
British soldiers on the other. While
their dead and wounded were being
taken to this line and received by
British soldiers, a soldier belonging
to the latter remarked to a Kentucky
soldier :

"It ia useless for you to continue the
contest ; , we are determined to take
the city. We have Lord Packenham,
Lord Gibbs and Lord Keane, with a
powerful army, and are determined
to take the city."

To which the Kentucky soldier re-

plied:
"We have on our side the Lord

God Almighty, the Lord Jesus Christ,
and the hero, Old Hickory, and I'll
be damned if we don't ship you 1"

Kentuckians may be overpowered,
but they will crow.

- There has been enough, too much,
of this finding men guilty of criminal
acts, and giving them only civil pen-
alties to- - iiffei-fo4r-the- 4n- It brings
deep and constant discredit on our
laws. It is full time for the punish-
ment of crime to lose its present ap-

pearance of being an optional matter,
and to have it appear to be what it was
intended to be, an inevitable conse-
quence, whenever the guilty party is
within reach. It was President Wool-se- y,

if we are not mistaken, in his vig-
orous papers on divorce, a few years
aeo. who demanded that if the court
granted a divorce on the ground of
adultery of .either of the parties, the
person whose guilt was proved should
be made to suffer the penalty prescrib
ed bv law for tho offense, and that
when society discovered the guilty
party the law should not be allowed to
ignore him. Hartford Courant.

A few years since the national flag
was not a symbol of freedom to the
Southern people. It was the sign and
token of social disorder, a violated
Constitution, robbery and plunder.
In its name crimes were committed
It had no charms for those who were
girded with chains. It was a mockery
of freedom when it protected the bay
onets at the throats of the people.

Fitzhugh Lee marched under the flag
last year and commemorated the spot
where Warren fell, and henceforth the
Fourth of July will be a national hol-
iday in the South.

Several Cald-
well conutv farmers have expressed to
us the beiiet that not a bait crop ot
tobacco can possibly be grown id that
county this year, and whole neighbor
hoods in the other counties are equal
ly afflicted.

lobacco buyers, however, are still
sanguine of a good crop, and will not
give credence to the news of the de
struction of the plants : but on the
other hand, many country buyers are
so confident of a short crop, that they
have determined to hold their tobacco
off the market for higher prices.

and that the only fault found to our
tobacoo was that most of it was prized
too hard. W are requested to call
the attention of our people to this fact,
and to caution them against falling into
this error, as it injures the sale in ev-
ery instance.
