From the meager reports which reach
us by telegraph, the defeat of Col.
Arendoop was a light reverse com
pared witb thi3, and Ivnedive Ismail
will doubtless abandon, for the pres-
ent, his scheme for annexing Abyssinia
to his dominions. A he expeuitioo, ot
which only a remnant is now return
ing to Egypt, left Massowah, on the
Red fcea, last January, under the com
mand of Ratib Pasha and Gen. Lor
ing, an American officer in the khe- -
dive's service, who were accompanied
by Cols. Dye, Field, Derrick. Major
Loss, Captain Porter and Dr. Wilson,
also Americans. Prince Hassan, the
third son of Khedive Ismail, went
with the expedition as a spectator and
student of military operations. The
strength of the expedition was between
fifteen and twenty-thousan- d men. su
perbly equipped, .while King John of
ADyssmia neaaea an army oi ou.uw
men, wbo understand the most ap-
proved methods of wearing out an
Egyptian army, traversing their diff-
icult country, by means of harassing
and irregular attacks. After the se-

vere battle at Goodrah, last March,
was claimed as a victory by the Egypt-
ians, Gen. Loring did not advance faff
into the interior, but placed his army
in fortifications. It appears that an-

other battle has now been fought with
results almost amounting to annihila-
tion. Abyssinia will probably now be
let alone.

Mr. Schenck goes out of public life
after a service of nearly forty years,
during which he has won many honors.
with a blemished fame. His career
will be remembered, not as an encour
agement and example for aspiring
youth, but as a precedent of warning.
In luture generations his name will be
included in the list of those whose er-
rors illustrate the laxity of political
morals that Dre vailed in the neriod
immediately following the war of the
rebellion. This is a fate so terrible
and so mournful that it can not be con-
templated without a degree of compas
sion, it we try to imagine its real
significance to a mau of high ambition
and sensitive spirit, we are hardly able
to do it.
