Travis conduetor,
ran off the track at Dudley’s switeh 7
miles above Clarksville, badly injuriog
the train, totally destroying the engine,
but resulting in bodily injary only to
the engineer, Mr, W. J. Hemmet, of
Nashville. The aceideot was occasion-
ed by breaking the lock of the switeh,
which had e - beeén done with
counsiderable violence, u short time be-
fore the arrival of the train, Malice
seemsindisputable, and there have been
several attempts at similar outrages
vear the same point of Inte. A week
or two ago a rail was Jaid acruss the
track with evident nefarious purpose,
and the lock has been several times
tampered with before.

Our informant in the matter is our
friend, Mr. J. J. West, who was on the
train and we proceed to give his ac-
count.

If the train had left the track on the
spot where the switch was open, it
would have been precipitated over an
embankment, bat it kept the curve till
it struck a flat car, by which time it
had arrived at s cut some seventy-five
yards from the switch. This flat was
detached from a train of several others
twenty-five yards further on. Thecol-
lision koocked off the smoke stack,
and the train with the flat soon collided
with the other flats, when the first flat
which had been strack was thrown up
the embankment the engioe took a
course between the other ats and the
bank of the cut and soon dashed agninst
the bank where the whole was brought
up standing.

It was here that the engineer was
very severely injured; both hands and
one kuee were severely hart, the right,
being badly erushed and the body ter-
ribly sealded in séveral places. Mr.
West was the first pascenger who
reached him by running across the ea-
gine. The poor fellow entreated to
have his elothes removed which were
saturated with boiling water, 1n which
Mr. West gave him prompt assistance
and then left hiw in the hands of Capt.
Travis, who next arrived, while he
sought Dr. McCauley, who was on
board, and who then gave him sach
medieal aid as was possible.
