be raised to pay the State debt, what-
ever they might amount to, and held
the opinion that 60 cents on the $100
would be required. On that occasion,
the section which Squire F. represents
had objected to the CO cts. but was
ready to compromise at 50 cts. After
that the State Democratic convention
came to the conclusion that nothing
more than 40 cts, could be raised.

Wilkes, Captain flickey and Mr. Tom
Fleming. Captain Wilkes' first wife
was a first cousin of Dr. Plummer's
wife. She was the beautiful and ac-
complished Miss Jennie Thompson,
half sister of the immortal Vance
Thompson, and half sister of Dr. Sam
Fain, of Williamsport. Dr. Plummer
is also first cousin of General Ransom,
the great Senator from North Caroli-ni- a.

Mrs. Walker, the venerable sis-

ter of President Polk, sent for Dr.
Plummer to come to see her, and while
on his way there, she was stricken with
paralysis, and is now probably dead.
We wish the Doctor unbounded suc-
cess iu his new field of labor. He will
succeed for he is eminently fitted for
the control and supervision of a female
school."

emanating from a writer who speaks
his honest sentiments, the Doctor will
excuse us for reproducing it.

Death of Mr. Irving Beaumont.
Mr. Irving Beaumont, the shooting of

whom we recorded three weeks ago,
died at the residence of his sister, Mrs.
Wisdom, on Tuesday eve.nin, g at 9
o'clock. He had been suffering the
night before and on that day from the
accumulation of mucus in the wind-

pipe and lungs which his paralysis dis-

abled him from coughing up. & post-

mortem examination was made on the
morning after death, which showed
that the ball passed between the second
and third vertebra, of the neck, with-

out dividing the spinal marrow. This
would not be the proper vehicle tor
discussing the cause of death which
will be done in one of the Medical
Journals of the day.

Irving Beaumont may bo taken as a
typical representative ot Southern char-
acter. Warm in attachments, quick in
resentment, brave, sensitive and impet-ou- s,

he conciliated the warmest friend-
ships and incurred the most bitter en-

mities of any man in our acquaintance,
and he requited both friendship and
enmity with compound interest: the
epitaph of Themistocles might well be
written on his tomb : " Bid them write
on the stone which covers me," said the
hero of Salamis, "that here lies a
Greek who has helped his friends and
hurt his enemies more than any other
living or dead."

But Mr. Beaumont is gone, and we
will cherish in our hearts his noble
traits and warm affections, and all
harsher qualities shall be buried in his
grave.

His funeral, on Thursday morning,
was very largely attended both by his
own personal friends and those of his
family; the services being conducted
with solemnity and feeling by the Rev.
R. K. Brown, assisted by the the Rev.
Dr. Plummer and the Rev. T. J.
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was about gone up, and he meant to
remove these funds "to have some
thing to go on."

In addition to this $50,000
keg, two wagons and eight mules, the
property of the bank, became invisible
to the naked eye during the war.
Doubtless they had been used to con-

vey the assets from Nashville to Geor-
gia. Those who remember the state
of things South at the close of the war,
will understand that mules were mules
in those days, and eight of them were
no very trifling assets. However this
limits the stealage during the war, to
$30,000 in specie and two wagons and
their teams, worth in those days prob
ably not less than $2.000 ; the main
body of school fund remained intact
in the vaults of the Georgia banks to
the amount of considerably over $000,-00- 0.

Let us state here, to make the mat-

ter clear, that the school fund had
been so embarked in the business of
the bank of Tennessee that it formed
an undistinguishable part of its assets,
so that in fact the bank assets and the
school fund were one. In no other
way could the fund have been made
available for producing as large an in-

come as, before the war, it paid for
school purposes. So that when we
seek the bank assets and the school
funds, we mean the same thing the
school fund was the bank and the
bank was the school fund.

We now come to the date 18C3 when
the war is over. Brownlow. Governor
of Tennessee, with a Legislature from
the election of which all white men
wera excluded except carpet-bagge- rs

and scalawags.
One of the first things achieved by

that government was to hunt up the
missing school fund. To do them
justice the Radical rulers of Tennessee
had always a keen eye for the monies
of the State ; what they wanted with
them will appear hereafter.

We are obliged to be brief, but ev-

ery word of what we are going to state
can be substantiated from the official
record of the Legislature of Tennessee
from 18G5 to 1SC3 inclusive.

The first thing was to bring the
funds that might have survived the
vicissitudes of war from Augusta, and
May 2D, 1SG5, the Governor, Secretary
of State and Comptroller were instruct-
ed by the Legislature to take charge
of the assets of the bank and receipt
for the same. Some more leakage
must have taken place somewhere, for
instead of over $000,000 which ought
to have remained after the abstraction
of the $50,0(0 keg and the mules and
wagons, the amount was only $440,719.-7- 0,

in gold, with this U. S. 7.30
bonds were purchased to the amount
of $018,250; these bonds being at the
time at a discount of 40 per cent.
From this time no one had the hand-
ling of the money thus recovered from
the perils of the war but strictly loyal
Republicans. But the truly loyal
seemed by no means to have agreed
among themselves as to who should
undertake this great responsibility,
which seems to have been a bone of
contention among them, so eager were
they all of them to share its burdens ;

and one of the provisions of the act
for winding up the Bank of Tennessee,
was that this fund should be placed in
the hands of the Treasurer of Tennes-

see. The report of the Governor, Sec-

retary and Comptroller (Feb. 19, 1807),
in which they take great credit to
themselves for obeying this provision,
is rather amusing reading ; a sardonic
grin pervades the whole of it. We
are told how the Treasurer, "with his
finger on the law, demanded possession
of these packages of 7.30 bonds then
in the Comptroller's safe," and how

"the fund was counted by the Comp-

troller, placed in the hands of the
Treasurer and his receipt taken there-

for, and the undersigned ceased to be
responsible for it."

The next step was for the Treasurer
to deposit the fund in the Tennessee
National Bank at Memphis, together
with $45,132.25 interest due. This
step, as soon as known, was received
with a loud outcry from the truly loyal

at Nashville, including the Governor,
Secretary, Comptroller and Legisla-

ture. What ! the sacred fund which
all the high priests of Radicalism in
Nashville were so eagerly zealous to
take charge of, placed altogether be-

yond their reach. Never! The Treas-

urer was impeached for his unauthor-
ized act; it was charged against him

that he had received a bonus from the
Memphis bank (which, though never
proved, seems to this editor exceed-
ingly probable), aud that at any rate
such a deposit was not lawful without
the concurrence of several officers.
What became of the impeachment or
the Treasurer we have not inquired ;

suffice it that he vanished from history
at this stage of the proceedings.

A committee of the Legislature is
appointed to go to Memphis, furnished
with two checks on the banks iu ques-

tion signed by the Treasurer (a new
one we infer had beeu appointed), one
for $318,250, and another for $100,000.

But now came trouble. If they pressed
for all of it at once, they would break
the bank and never get the handling
of the much coveted funds. They had
to get it in driblets. What the com-

mittee at first received was as follows:

Leaving a balance due of 3304S7.50,
for which the president of the Mem-

phis bank gave four notes, payable in
3, 0, 9 and 12 months. These notes
seem to have beeu paid at maturity,
and the school fuud amounting now to
$018,521 35, which seems to have had
as niauy lives as a cat, was again in
Nashville! It seems to have beeu dis-

covered however, that the fund might
be made available to the Nashville
ring while deposited where Stanford
the treasurer had placed it, and very
soon it was again deposited in the
Tennessee National Bauk of Mem-

phis. We have a letter of Governoi
Brownlow to its Prcsideut, Mr. Rut-

ter, assuring him of his friendship and
good will it he would conduct himself
as required, but warning him against
the treasurer Stauford, both for other
reasons and because he was an "old
Johnson Democrat." Soon after this,

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THE SCHOOLS IN TENNESSEE.

In our last issue we gave our read- -

ers some information in reference to
the public school question in the
South, and especially as it bore upon
the education of the colored race, whose
manumission was the result of the late
war. So far as this purpose depended
upon the Republican party, which was
unirersally predominant from the out-

break of the war till within quite a re-

cent date, its history, as proved by our
last weeks' statement, may be given in
a sentence : they raised taxes to edu-

cate the negro, and then stole the
money.

Wie purpose now to examine, more
in detail than in the other States, the
history of public education in Ten-liess-

since the war, in the course of
which investigation it will appear that,
so long as the Radicals ruled the State,
they followed out the same programme
with this exception, that, while their
brother Kndicals in Arkansas, Missis-
sippi and Louisiana raised money for
educational purposes and then stole it.
the Tennessee Radicals stole a large
fund which had been raised for the
purpose before the war by other men.

Let us say that we have no taste for
investigation of this sort, it has no at-

tractions for us. it is utterly repugnant
to all our natural tastes and preferen-
ces, aud though, in the present politi-
cal contest, the peculators and cor-

rupters of the party in power impera-
tively demand exposure at the hands
of its antagonists, we think it will be
found that there has been less of this
iu the Chronicle than in most other
papers engaged iu the controversy, less
perhaps than a rigid construction ol

our duty would have imposed upon us
On this head we have no excuse for

silence. The Radieal party charge
that we, the Southern Democrats, are
bitterly opposed to anything which
tends to elevate the colored race in the
scale of humanity, while they only are
promoters of the education and ad
vanecment of the freeduien. This as-

sertion is so palpably false, aud
so mischievous that w

have no excuse for declining the chal-

lenge which it implies. We have al-

ready answered it as regards the other
Southern States. We now undertake
more in detail to demonstrate.the fla

grant truth that in this State, even
more signally than in the others, the
Radicals have shown themselves the
active enemies of public schools in
Teunessee by making the funds raised
for the purpose in better times, the
chief storehouse of their iufamou-jK'eulatiou-

while the little that has
been possible in that direction has
been done by the political antagonists
of that party, after the resources which
ouuht to have sustaiued them had
been crippled, squandered aud plun-

dered by the Radicals while in power.
Unlike (leorgia and North Carolina.

Tennessee had made considerable ad-

vances in public education before the
war, public schools equal to any iu the
United States had been established in
her principal cities, and a large sum
of money had been set apart for this
purpose in addition to whatever State
and county taxes might be necessary

About l 10,000, arising partly from
our promt" of a surplus in the United
States treasury, and partly from the
sale of some public lands, was the
provision set apart by the State Gov-

ernment as sacred to the cause of

public education for ever. It is the
history of this fund which we now
propose to follow out.

The Rank of Tennessee was the
original depository of this fund, and
down to the commencement of the
war it furnished a main part of the
capital of that institution, which at
that period wis paying into the State
Treasury ier annum for the
use of it, all of which was devoted to
the purpose of eustaining the expenses
of the public schools. Duriug the war

the State Rank suspended business,
and its assets, including of course the

school fund, were carried further
South for safety. According to the
statement of H. Lv Claiborne, for a

number ofyears principal book-keep- er

of the Bank of Tennessee, these funds

in LS(!3 were deposited iu the various

banks of Augusta, Georgia, except a

keg of specie containing $30,01), for

which, as he alleges, the vaults of the

imiiks could uot make room. It was

deposited in the counting room of a

private firm, and was under the direc-

tion of Mr. Fisher, the cashier of the

bank of Tennessee. Fisher seems to

Jiave opened it and transferred the

sp-c- ie ha by big to his own sleeping

room. Just before the close of the

The revolting details of the contin-

uous stealage of two years which re-

sulted thus cannot be given here. Ev-

ery one who desires to know what the
Brownlow administration was uuder
the auspices of Arnell, Mullins, Bar-bo- ar

Lewis, Bossom, Spence, Wines,
Elliot, &c, &c, can read the report of
the special committee of the House in
the appendix to the House journal of
1808-- 9.

We find in this report the correspon-
dence of members of the Legislature
with the accommodating Rutter, on
the one hand concocting plans for in-

creased privileges to the bank, for
keeping out other banks which were
competing for privileges as fiscal
agents ; and on the other hand asking
to have notes cashed. Here are some
of them :

Arnell, of Maury, $5,500.
Richards, of Shelby, 5,500.
Wines, of Montgomery. 2,500.
Mullins, of Bedford, 500.
W. K. Hall, Senator, 1,000.

This is one way, another was the se-

curing the predominance and perma-
nency of the Radical party, for which
the fund bled at every pore. A large
sum for instance was given to float the
International police, which was sent
to the cities of Tennessee for the same
purpose as the army which Grant,
Cameron and Taft have sent to South
Carolina thi3 fall. No wonder that
that the school fund melted like snow
in the showers of February and left no

trace behind.
And now the Democratic Legisla

ture, assuming the responsibility for
the fund stolen by the Radicals, is
paying by taxation the means towards
the school expenses which should be
raised as interest from the stolen fucd.
And yet Mr. Prosser, less than a week
ago, in this very city, had the effrontery
to say that wherever the Democratic
party had gained the predominance in
a Southern State, it had uniformly
swept away the means which the Re-

publican party had previously fur-

Prosser,
who was a member of that very Legis-

lature in which these transactions
were exposed and could not be igno-

rant of them, calculates upon the peo-

ple of Tennessee having short memo-

ries, and sometimes we are inclined to
think he is right; it is at least very
difficult to arouse them to the danger
of any pojitical blunders by which the
Radicals might again attain power.
As one contribution to that purpose
we give this brief abstract of their re-

cord in the management of the school
fund.

BARBECUE AT MAJOR'S STORE.

District No. 14.

No. 14 is not a very populous dis-

trict, but a crowd of from 300 to 500

met there last Saturday to enjoy the
barbecue offered them, and to hear
the questions of the day discussed
by the various candidates for office who

attended. The crowd was evidently
bent on pleasure and fun at the same
time that their political feeling was at
a high state of tension, and the speak-

ers were all heard attentively, their ar-

guments well weighed and their jokes
received with boisterous merriment.
The list included Mr. Polk Johnson,,
Judge Smith, Col. House and Mr.

have on several of these occasions given
the drift of the argument of the var-

ious candidates, and, on this occasion,
will confine ourselves to the speech of
Mr. PolkG. Johnson, who is not a can-

didate and has so far not been reported
as a speaker in this campaign.

Mr. Johnson was introduced by
Judge Smith, as the son of one of the
greatest of Tennessee statesmen, and
interested the audience intensely for an
hour and a quarter.

He said that two great parties
throughout the United States at this
time put in their respective claims for
the suffrage of the people, and that
every thiug outside of these, from Peter
Cooper to Conrad Fredrick, was a
mere side-sho- w intended to distract
people's attention from the real issues:
Illustrating this position by the crush-
ing pressure which national extrava-
gance is now inflicting on the tax-payer- s

of the nation, he detailed many
of the extravagancies of the party in
power.

He then came down to State and
county politics, aud mentioned, as a

crowning iniquity of the radieal party
while it held sway in this State, their
refusal of a seat in the legislature to
the lion. Cave Johnson (lather of the
speaker) although he had received
the unanimous vote of the county.
He contended that any independent
candidacy at this time was really in fa-

vor of that party, whatever name the
candidate might call himself by and
illustrated that position by the case
of Squire Frederick, the Independ-

ent candidate, in opposition to Judge
Smith. Conrad Fredrick, he said,
though avowing himself a Democrat of

30 years standing, could not prevail
upon himself to be present at the bar-

becue which a few days before had
been given right at his door iu the in-

terest of the Democratic party, on the
contrary he absented himself from his
home the day before aud that night oc-

cupied a room with several radicals.
If a man is koowu by the company he
keeps therecau be but little uetuocracy
now left in Courad Frederick.

erick was clearly a factious one and not
founded on any principle. He remind-

ed his audience that at the county con-

vention last July, Judge Smith had
contended that taxes enough ought to

CHANGE OF FRONT.

The elections of October bear some-

what the same relations to the presi-

dential election in November as the
actions at Quartre Bras and Ligny to
the great and final struggle of Water-
loo. They are preliminary skirmishes
in which the two armies reconnoitre
one another's position, and test the
strength, and weakness of particular
points in the line of defense and at-

tack. The whole strategy of the main
action depends uoon the result of
them. In this point of view our suc-

cesses in Indiana and West Virginia
are encouraging in a high degree to
the party of reform, and they have al-

ready occasioned a manifest change in
the strategic movements of our antag-
onists. The West is no longei the
field of their maneuvres, but New
York. The military operations in
South Carolina and Louisiana are al-

ready assuming a lawless character
which is the symptom of desperation,
and rumors of revolutionary projects,
with Grant as the candidate iu the
place of Hayes, all indicate that the
Radical party thoroughly appreciate
the gravity of their disaster. It is true
that they deny that it is a disaster at
all, and affirm that they have gained
force in Indiana.

His hopes not being realized,
he is on his return by slow stages to his
home in Mississippi, there to await the
will of the Lord."

A STARTLING RUMOR.

Proposed Substitution of Grant for
Hayes.

Louisville Courier-Journa- l.

A shadowy but startling rumor
reaches us that the Republican mana-
gers, made desperate and reckless by
the unexpected loss of Indiaua, on
which they confidently relied, are dis-
cussing a most astonishing coup. This
is no less than the withdrawal of Hayes
from their National ticket and the
substitution of Grant in his place.
The meaning of this would be revolu-
tion. The party of fraud and force,
feeling itself beaten, knows that its
only resort is the bayonet and martial
tial law, rigorously enforced by the
man in possession. It is thought by
those who are urging this measure that
violence can be made to count for more
than after the election, and they argue
that nobody but Grant can carry out
the scheme.

SOUTH CAUOLINA.

Collision Between Whites and Blacks.

Charleston, Oct. 16. The joint
canvass ol Charleston county by the
Democrats and Republicans, which
has been in progress for some days, re-

sulted in a serious collision at Cainhoy,
about nine miles from here. It had
been agreed that both whitesand blacks
should attend the meeting without
arras. During the speaking an alter-
cation arose between two individuals
of opposite parties, and a shot was fired
by one of them. The negroes belong-
ing to the State militia, and composing
a large majority of the meeting, secured
their muskets, which were seoreted
near by, and a volley was fired into the
unarmed whites from the bushes skirt-iu- g

aneighboringravine. The whites,
being few in number and altogether
unprepared to fight, retreated to the
steamer which had brought them from
the city, but not before two of their
number had been killed and fourteen
wounded. The dead were left in pos-

session of the negroes. About eighty
armed whites left the city this even-
ing for Cainhoy to recover the bodies
and to afford protection to tho whites
of that vicinity, who are in dread of
being attacked or burned out.

In the Penitentiary at Last.
C. J. Mehaffey, sentenced to the

penitentiary for 10 years as an accom-
plice in the murder of Thomas Nich-
olas, of Robertson county, was placed
in that institution yesterday by Sheriff
J. S. Jones. The murder was com-
mitted iu 1870, a short distance from
Springfield. The body of Nicholas
was hidden by the two assassins, and
subsequently discovered by a dog.
Poole was sentenced to 10 or 15 years'
imprisonment about two years ago.
Mehaffey had three trials. The first
ended in his conviction of murder in
the first degree, the second in a hung
jury, and the third in his submitting
his case a few days ago and receiving
his sentence. The case cost the countv
and State $0,000.
