The Packing Season.

Notwithstanding the fauct that the
clection returns and the European war
trouble, are as far from a satisfactory
solution as ever, possibly farther than
at this time last week, there has been
a decided reaction in the provision
trade, and a decidedly nereased aetiv-
ity in slaughtering and packing.
