THE NUMBER OF DEAD.
Hundreds of people have been to tne

station house to-da- y, inquiring after
absent friends, and the pitiful soenes
of yesterday was with ten
fold force. Two hundred and ninety
seven bodies have deposited in the
Morgue and the temporary one. on
Adams street. A wagon load, eon
taining 12 bodies, was on the way
making 309 in all. Ihe mortality wu
probably reach 350 persons. The Al
dermanio Committee on Burials re
nort that at eleven o'clock 118 bodies
were at Adams Street Market Morgue
and 96 at the City Morgue.

Theatre, New York, doted until alter
the tuneral ot the victims ot this aw
ful calamity.

There wasareport in circulation this
morning, which reflected seriously
upon the police of the first precinct.
It is said that a number of persons got
down into the basement of the theater
at the time of the fire and were mak-
ing their way out through the grating,
when the police shutdown the grating
and ordered them to go out the other
way. ,

A PUBLIC BURIAL.

A meeting was held to-da- y of the
oint Board of Aldermen and Super

visors to make arrangements lor tne
public burial of the bodies of the vic-

tims ot the calamity who have not
been identified. It was reported by a
special committee that a place for the
burial of 100 or more bodies had been
offered by the directors of Greenwood
Cemeteary and the offer was accepted.

Ihe proprietors ot fark theatre and
looley s Opera-hous- e offered their

services on bebait ot tne sunerers.
The Academy of Musio will be used
for the memorial services on Sunday
at 2 o'clock, and ministers from differ
ent churches will be present, among

der, Rev. Dr. A. P. Putnam, Rev. A.

Nye, Rabbi Brandestein, aud many
others. Tho members of the Thirteenth
Regiment have taken the places of the
police at the morgue, theatre, aud
other places, the latter beinrexhanst- -
ed.

THE INVESTIGATION.

The the investigation by the Fire
Marshal this alternoon, Samuel W.
Hastings, first receiver; Geo. Heeny,
property man ; Chas. btraub, one or the
parties who amade their escape Irom
the gallery, were examined and gave
their version of the calamity. Thos.
R. Jackson, the architect of the thea-
tre, testified to the structure of the
building, its dimensions, eto. He said
that the Brooklyn theater .was as well
provided with means of exit as any
theater that witness knew of. When
the theater was erected particular at-

tention was paid to the gas gets and
border lights.

TUB RELIEF FUND. .

A meeting of actors and others was
held this afternoon at Park Theater to
take action in regard to the calamity.
A committee was appointed to arrange
plays to be performed in different the-
atres for the beueht of the sufferers.
A committee ot citizens was also ap
pointed to relieve the immediate wants
or those wno sunerea oy tne acciaeni.
Over $1,500 was subscribed at the
meeting towards the reliet tund. A
number of theaters were tendered for
performances. Resolutions of regret
at the loss of the two actors, Messrs.
Murdock and Burroughs, and condo-
lence with their families, were adopted.
The City Hall, Brooklyn, was ordered
by the aldermen to be draped in mourn-
ing out of respect to the dead.

The Board of Aldermen of New
York, this afternoon, passed resolu
tions deploring tne calamity, ana
sympathizing with the unfortunate vic-

tims. Mayor Wickham was requested
by them to call on the citizens f or con
tributions to alleviate the distress
which would surely follow this visita
tion.

Hon. Samuel J .Randall, of Penn-

sylvania, was elected Speaker of the
House of Representatives in Congress

on the 4th. On taking the chair he
made the following short, but pointed
remarks:

Bodies Still Being Taken from the
Kuins.

Horrible Scenes at the Morgues.

k Police Officer's Ylvld Description 0
tne disaster.

New York, Dec. 7. The dimen-
sions of the awful calamity which has
befallen the city of Brooklyn in the
destruction of its principal theatre by
fire and the consequent loss of life, has
not yet been realized. Enough is
known, however, to make it certain
that the catastrophe ranks among the
most ratal ot the kind ever recorded
According to the statement of all parties
who profess to know anything as to
the origin of the fire it began on the
Btage. The business manager, Mr.
Rogers, says that a piece of canvass,
out of which the trees, etc., are made,
was broken from its fastenings and
hung from . the "flies" immediately
over one of the border lights near the
centre of the stage. The canvass had
began to smoulder and the paint on it
to crackle, and the carpenter was di
rected to ascend to one of the grooves
and remove the dangerous object. He
could barely reach it with his hand,
and as he drew it hastily up, the rapid
motion through the air of the half-ignite- d

and highly inflamable canvass
caused it to burst into flames, which
rapidly spread to adjoining material
equally susceptible, and all efforts to
extinguish the names were abortive.
and the carpenter had to retire to save
his own life.

THE 8CENE IN TUE GALLERY
after the alarm was raised isdescribed
as something horrible even to contem-
plate. Until noon to day 315 bodies
had been recovered. Of these 59 are
identified, some by remnants of cloth-
ing remaining, others by watches.
chains and such articles, andbutfewby
features. The two actors, Claude Bur
roughs and Harry S. Murdoch, are
among the identified. What are ac-

cepted as the bodies of the actors are
simply two black cinders. Around the
trunk of one was a sooted and scorched
buckskin undershirt, and beside the
other was a piece of braid, apparently
portions of a stage dress.

THE SEARCH IN THE AUDITORIUM.
This afternoon a number of men

will be set to work to clear away all
the wreck in the auditorium. Hither-
to their labors have been confined to
the place formerly occupied by the
lobby and stage. It is feared that when
careful search is made in the audito
rium the bodies ot a good many men,
wno leaped in tneir rrenzy irom tne
galleries, will be discovered. The
police allow no person to enter within
the walls of the theater, with the ex
ception of the men engaged in the
search for the dead. The small parts
of the ceilings and floors of the theater
yet remaining are in an unsafe condi
tion.

TIIE NUMBER IN THE THEATER.

A. M. Palmer one of the lessees of
the theater, gives the following state-
ment of the numbers of persons in
the theater Tuesday evening: 405 per-
sons in the upper gallery; 300 persons
in the parquette ; 21 actors speaking
people ; 20 supernumeries ; 10 stage
hands; 12 musicians; total, 118, or in-

cluding dressers and other subordi
nates iu all, aboulDU persons.

FAULTY CONSTRUCTION.

A fault in the construction of the
burned building and to which there is
reason to believe the dreadtul loss of
life in the gallery is in a large measure
attributable, was the use of paint-
ed cloth for ceiling. The cauvass
caught easily and burned rapidily. Of
course the flames followed it to the
ventilation at the top, making it a fun-
nel of fire right over the heads of the
Eeople in tho gallery. It seems

the smoke and fire in the
midst of which they were thus placed,
destroyed tho lives of many persons
might else have escaped even by the
inadequate stairw ay provided for them.

The evidence of this officer is the
clea'est description of the terrible
struggle by the audience to escape
from the burning building which has
yet been. , ,

THE MORGUE.

There was even a larger crowd around
the Morgue this evening than yester-
day. A surging mass of people occu-
pied the sidewalk in front of the dead
house, and stretched into the middle
of the street, and men and boys clam-
bered upon fences and wagons in the
neighborhood. Yesterday the people
who congregated in the neighborhood
of this building were orderly and quiet.
To-da- y there was a spirit of levity per-
ceptible. The fire was an event two
days old. No permits of admisson
were demanded of those persons who
could satisfy the officers that they had
lost friends or relatives by the fire.
They were allowed to enter from time
to time, passing in tho front door and
through a room on the right hand
which contained about thirty bodies
lying on the floor, none identified, and
so on through the smaller room at the
farther end of the building back to
the left hand room, in which some of
the corpses were lying on marble
slabs and tables in the center, Upou
such bits of clothing as remain on the
bodies numbers written hastily with
lead-penci- ls on bits of paper have been
pinned, and when the body has been
recognized, the name and address are
added to the number. Then, upon re-

ceipt of the Coroner's permission, the
corpse is placed in a plain deal coffin
and driven to the address given by the
nersons who have claimed it. Ihere
urn verv few indentifications however,
It is impossible that there can be
many. The features are for the most
nart Hnrococnizable. Trinkets and
such things were many of them lost
in tke crowd, and the clothing has
been eitberall destroyed or burned
into mere rags.

THE IMPROVED DEAD-HOUS-

At Adams Btreet morgue, formerly
known as the old b oulton market, the
acene was horrible in the extreme
On the floor lay a large number of
charred bodies, but in many instances
it was impossible to, tell whether they
had formerly been male or female, hu-
man nr animal. In some cases the
mass was only about a handful of
chared bones and flesh, without a rem-
nant of clothiDg or other property that
could possibly lead to identification.
In other oases the clothing was either
torn from or burned off the bodies,
leaving but the charred and blackened
remains, bodies they cannot be called.
"My God," said one poor woman, as
she gazed on a charred mass of bones,
"that may be my boy, but who can
prove it" Among the bodies not so
badly burned was one of a man who had
evidently leaped from the gal-

lery, as his leg was broken short off
above the ankle. The remains of Dr.
Frank Ish, a denist, who resided at the
corner of Portland avenue and Fultaa
street, were recognized by the initials
on hisehirt cnuar. i
article "of wearing apparel which could
be distinguished.

A MOST DISTRESSING CASE.

A report of a most distressing case
has been made known by Capt Crafts,
of the Second Preoinot.

Simpson, left their residence, 151 Sands
street, Tuesday evening, to attend the
theatre. The only occupants of the
house were a servant and an orphan
child, whom Mrs. Simpson had adopt-
ed.

The
husband of Mrs. Simpson was expect
ed home from a long voyage at tne
nlswa if h week.

Opinion of Hon. J ere Black on the
Powers of Congress.

X Monstrous fraud that Most Not be
Permitted to Stand.

It has been known for some time
that leading Democratic statesmen
were taking measures for establishing
a first class papr in Washington for
the purpose of giving a thorough ex
position of the witional principles of
the party apart from aoy local and in
cidental positions which its advocates
may occupy elsewhere. We are de-

lighted to see its establishment become
& fait accompli with Montgomery Blair
at the editorial desk, and the Hon
Jeremiah Black as a first-cla- ss con
tributor. Our readers will gladly
study the legal opinion of the great
jurist on the bulldozing boards which
we now present. The title of the new
paper is the "Washington Union."
JUDGE BLACK ON THE LEGAL POSITION

OF THE LOUISIANA RETURNING BOARD."

"By the Federal ' Constitution and
the laws of Louisiana the people of
that State in their , primary capacity
have a right to appoint Electors of
President and v ice President. This
power has been executed at the time,
at the places, and in the way prescribed
by law, in accordance with the univer-
sal rule of all elective Governments.
The intent and will of the whole peo-

ple as a body is spoken by the majority
of the ballots. They did appoint the
Tilden candidates. Their decision to
that effect was spoken by a large ma-
jority in the prescribed way with loud
emphasis. Nevertheless certain State
officers of notoriously bad character
have conspired, among themselves and
with other 'evil-dispos- persons, to
hinder and prevent the appointees of
the people from performing the duties
assigned to them by their constituents,
to organize an Electoral College com-Dos- ed

of other peisons having no au
thority except what they derive from
the fraudulent favor of the1 conspira
tors themselves. All this - is done to
the intent and with the design that a
false vote, concocted by a bogus1 body,
may be sent up, oast and counted, as
if it were what it is known not to be

the true voteof the State, certified
by the true Electors. If it be so re-

ceived and treated by the other States
and their representatives, then a rule
is established which takes the power
of choosing our Chief Magistrate out
of the hands in whicn the Constitution
is supposed to have placed it, and gives
it, without: reservation, to any combi-
nation of swindlers who may, by fraud,
or force, or accident, get the machin
ery of a State government into their
possession. It tnis be submitted to
without opposition and as a wrong for
which there is no legal remedy, it is
not probable that we will ever have an
honest election again. Those who de-

sire to make this particular fraud suc-
cessful and to establish a precedent
which will make fraud omnipotent
hereafter, take the bold ground that
any paper purporting to be a certificate
ot the electoral vote, u sent up to tue
President of the Senate and by him
opened in the presence of both Houses,
must be taken as infallibly true, sub-
ject to no scrutiny asd open to no con
tradiction. I his is in square conflict
with the uniform practice of the
Houses : it is inconsistent with the
rules which they haire deliberately ad
opted for the exercue or their power
and the performance of their duty on
such occasions. It is opposed by the
opinions of great leading men in the
past as well as in the 'present genera
tion, it Has no JArrant 14 tne woras
of the Constitution. It is utterty at
variance with the reason of the thing,
and it grossly violates the right of the
people to be protected by tneir nepre-seutativ- es

against impooture and vil-

lainy.
The duty assigned to tne rresident

of the Senate is very sinipis. The cer-
tificates being sent to him, he must
keep them as he gets then in raitulul
custody and close under seal until the
day of opening, and then le must open
them in the presence of both Houses.
When that is done his special function
is finished. Because he keeps the
packages containing the certificates,
and is authorized to break the seals on
a day fixed, is he therefore to pass up-

on their validity and force ihe House
to receive and count them contrary to
their convictions of justice and truth 7

It might as well be said that the mes-

sengers who bring them up have this
kind ot power.

In speaking of the right chimed by
the returning boards to throw out par-
ishes, Judge Black says: "Their ju-
risdiction, as they claim it, is that of
the highest Criminal Court, and is to
be exercised in ways totally prohibited
to all courts. They may try the peo-

ple of a whole parish at once and con-
demn them all on ex parte statements,
without a hearing or notice, for acts of
violence committed by a person un-

known to them, at any place within
their borders and at any time in the
indefinite past. A conviction obtained
in this way is immediately followed by
a sentence of disfranqhisenjent, which,
I need not say, is the most frightful
penalty that can be inflicted on a peo-

ple struggling to free themselves from
the domination of reckless knaves.

'"This terrible jurisdiction to doom
and punish may seem to be mitigated
by the pardoning power, for the Board
is authorized to condone the offense
when they think it has not materially
changed the result of the election.
But no clemency is ever extended to
their politioal opponents. The result
ot the election is always materially af-

fected by an act ot violence or fraud,
no matter when, where or by whom
committed, in a Democratic district.
But the reverse is sure to be held
where the majority is not Democratic.
Will any man in the world say that a
power like this may be held and wield-

ed by a Returning board consistently
with the fundamental law of Louisi-
ana or any other free State ? No ; for
reasons too uumerous to mention ; it
usurps authority which be)ongs exclu-
sively to the courts. It imposes the
severest punishment without trial or
evidence uDon larce bodies of men.
who are known to be innocent of every
offense. In defiance ot the fetate Con
ctitntinn it Ff.fiiaas the votes of nuali
tied citizens and makes the right of
suffrage a mere mockery. Moreover,
it flatly violates that express provision
f tho 1?AWal Plnnstitution which ex- -

nrosslv declares that no person shall
be disfranchised except for rebellion

r ntlipr crime, which, ot course.
means a crime of his own, whereof he
is legally convicted. Besides that,
this law does not apply to the case ot
Presidential Electors ; it is expressly
confined to State, parish and judicial
officers, to members ef the Assembly
and members ot Congress. mere is
another and a totally different provis
ion for canvassing and counting tne
votes for Paesidential Electors, which
appears to be in full force.

Unthe whole case, tne law ana me
evidence, which is sure to come
through the proper committee, win
demonstrate this to be a monstrous,
unmitigated, palpable fraud upon
Louisiana, and upon the whole Amer-
ican people. It is not the vote of the
State, nor the product of any State
authority legally etercised, but the
mere spawn of a criminal conspiracy.
It is impossible to see how Congress,
or either Houai of Congress, can,
with its eyes open, receive this thing
and palm it off on the Nation as a gen-

uine vote without becoming a partaker
in the crimes which gave it origin, un-

less the law teaches a false doctrine,
when it says that he who knowingly
utters a false paper is as guilty as he
who makes it. But it is possible

"Now the Senate may think that this

vote is not fraudulent, or it may be
lieve that fraud is and ought to be as

food and valid as truth, while the
adheres to the opposite notion,

and, acting upon its convictions, re
fuses to sanctify the fraud by adopting
it. What then I Does that bring the
organic machinery of the Government
to a dead-loc- k, so that it cannot move
without breaking to pieces? Certain
ly a difference between the two houses
must be followed by that disastrous
consequence, if it be true that each
has the same power over the whole
subject and over every part of it.

"Let us see if this be the state of the
law as the framers of the Constitution
made it. The power to count the
votes and decide upon their validity is
notgiven in express words, but it comes
by clear implication from the duty of
electing a President and Vice Presi-
dent in case no candidate has a major-
ity of the Electors. The subsequent
and immediate duty ef the House de
fends upon the state ot the electoral
vote for President, as the Senate's ac-
tion must be governed by the vote for
Vice President. The duty to do an
act upon a certain contingency certain-
ly implies the power to ascertain
whether that contingency has risen or
not. it the Senate thinks it right to
admit fraudulent votes and can find
enough of them to elect their candidate
they may install him in the chair ot
their body, since there is no legal
authority in the House of Representa-
tives or elsewhere to stop them if they,
upon examination, believe that a true
count of the legal votes gives no one a
majerity, and thereupon proceed to
make an election ot their own between
the two highest. The House certain- -
lv cannot interfere. The House is
equally independent when engaged in
the pertormace 01 the duty separately
and specially assigned to it. If no can-
didate has a majority of all the Elec-
toral votes, the Representatives of the
Deoole in the lower house shall make
a choice from the three highest.

How is this duty to be rightfully
performed without ascertaining wheth-
er any candidate has a majority, and if
not, who are eligible as the three high-
est, and by whom shall the fact be as
certained if not by themselves?

"For the same reason, the House
cannot interfere with the business ot
electing a Vice President, which the
Constitution has confided to the Senate.
Each is as far from the control of the
other as both are from the control of
the Executive.

"There is a joint rule of the two
houses by which they have mutually
bound themselves that neither house
shall count a vote for President or
Vice President if the other decides to
throw it out. Whether this rule is

id lorce or. not maxes no practical
difference in the present case on the
question between Tilden and Hayes.
The" refusal of the House to count the
fraudulent votes, if it does not prevail
under the rule, must be made equally
as effectual under the naked Constitu-
tion."

Below is reproduced the letter of
Mr. William Beach Lawrence, It fits

the Oregon case exactly :

New York Herald, Nov. 29.

We have received the following com-

munication from one of the most emi-

nent jurists of the United States. As
we are always willing that our readers
may see the strongest arguments that
can be made agaiust any position ta-

ken by the Herald on important public
questions, we give a prominent place
to the letter of Mr. Lawrence :

To the Editor of the Herald : Do
you do justice to the Governor of Or-

egon and to the Democratic party in
your article. in this morning's paper in

1 1. it iregard to the electoral vote in inai
State?

I would fist call your attention to
the fact that the President, so far from
being chosen by a popular vote, the
operation 01 the electoral sysiem nas
been such that in several cases the
successful candidate has been in a mi-

nority. In Mr. Lincoln's case, while
he had upward of 200 electoral votes,
and there were only 72 for all other
paudidates, he had in the popular vote
a million less than the aggregate vote
of his opponents, and now Mr. tilden
is a half a million confessedly beyond
Mr. Hayes. The Constitution is not
less explicit that all votes given for
electors who hold office ot profit or
trust under the United States shall be
void, than that Oregon, with a popula-
tion scarcely entitling her to one Rep-

resentative in Congress, shall have the
right of casting three electoral votes
for President ; and if this highly fa-

vored ponstituency are not competent
to select qualified electors, assuredly
no one can complain that flagrant ine-

quality should be diminished as a re-

sult of their own ignorance, or, if you
please, by accident. It is one of the"

results of the electoral machinery
which does not profess to make the
election on exclusively popular
grounds.

It seems to me inconceivable how,
in any event, exception can be taken
to Qov. Qrover's coiirse. The law of
Oregon requires that tho canvass for
Klectors shall be maae in me name
way as is provided for that of members
of Congress and State officers, the
votes being counted by he Secretary
ofStateinthe presence of the Gov-

ernor. The ineligibility of the Post-
master must have been supposed to
have been known to all electors, which
would meet any points raised in the
decision of some ot tho State courts,
but whether known or not it is an im
memorial rule 01 inai coiumuu jaw
which we have inherited from our
English ancestors that votes cast for
incompetent persons are void. The
case of John Wilkes, which occurred
in 1769, is in point. After his expul-
sion from the House of Commons he
was reneatedlv unanimously
the House refusing to receive him. At
last Mr. Luttrel was induced to run
against him and the House admitted
him, though he had only 296 votes
against 1,143 for Wilkes. There was
no Question that votes given for a dis
qualified candidate were void, but 1

was oontended that expulsion did not
exclude to Parliament. - I
may add that considering what is go-

ing on in Louisiana and South k"01"
na it seems most extraordinary that
exception should be taken to the Dem-

ocrats if they avail themselves of all
constitutional means to meet the
frauds. As to the Governor, he per-

formed a simple duty, as I understand
it, and as I believe it is understood by
