Its Importance to Tennessee, and the
Facilities sne UflersTne ne-

cessity for Stringent Pro-
tection Laws.

We publish the following letter
from Col. Geo. F. Akers, a gentleman
thoroughly informed upon the subject
of what bo writes, to Hon. W. N. Cow-de- n,

Representative from Marshall
county:

Nasville, Feb. 5, 1877. My Dear
Sir : In reply to your esteemed favor
of the 2Sth ult., on the subject of fish
and their culture in Tennessee, the
adaptability of our streams with their
primitive abundance, I will say that
the waters and climate of cur State
are as favorable to fish culture as any

know in the Union. Our rivers,
lakes and rivulets are generally clear,
pure and sufficiently cool for the
health and rapid rearing of the best
varieties of game fish. They leap from
the hills and mountains in beauty and
gladne3S, and make their way through
valleys and plains, the most attractive
and fertile in America. I regret to
say the most of them have been des-
poiled of their finny treasures, by their
ruthless and unnecessary slaughter by
lazy sportsmen and pot-hunte- who
use the net, trap, seine, gun, gig, spike
and every conceivable destructive
means of killing. This is not general-
ly for prudent and exhilarating sport

or for Drofit : but from an unreflect
ing propensity, which seems to be nat-

ural with those who engage in it, with-

out reference to present uses or to fu-

ture supply. In this way it has come
that few of our streams, especially in
Middle and West Tennessee, have suf-
ficient in them, either to supply our
tables or to reward the exertions of
the eager and industrious angler.

This is deeply to be regretted, for
our people, young and old, are thus
deprived of one of the purest, health-iestlan- d

most exhilarating of out-do- or

recreations, and their tables of one of
the choicest articles ct human diet.
In our cities large numbers of fish are
imported; but it cannot bedenied that
these fish, generally several days dead,
are never so good as wnen entirely
fresh, and are often positively unwhole-
some as food.

To remedy this condition of affairs
two things are required : First, abso
lute protection from the wanton de-

struction of fish; and, second, the re-

stocking of our lakes and streams.
Time, by slow processes, would resup-pl- y,

in many years, the original stock
of native fish, except such varieties as
have been wholly annihilated. But
this cannot be assured while the de-

structive agencies which pestioyed
them are permitted to continue. We
want, in the first place, a stringent law-fo-

the protection of fish in all the
streams of the State. In the next
place we want a speedy restocking of
the streams and lakes with live fish,
no matter how small. Accidents to
eggs, under natural conditions, retard
more seriously than all else rapid pro-
duction. A single spring rise will de-

stroy millions of eggs. If the eggs
are hatched and the living fish are
turned loose, most of them will
take care of themselves. It is a cu-

rious fact that nature bestow. upon
fish a most wonderful fecundity.
They will, according to kind, deliver
to the waters from 25,000 to 100,000
eggs in a season. Evidently this is a
provision of nature to keep up the sup-
ply against all natural destructive
agencies. The spawning fish is pur-
sued by hosts of enemies in the water,
which consume the eggs, besides the
accidents of floodsand other accidents,
or more properly adverse incidents to
their fructification aud increase.
From the causes referred to, it is esti-
mated that not more than one in one
hundred of the eggs delivered produce
an adult fish. If we allow thoughtless
people to increase this vast per cent-ag- e

against fructification and growth,
it is not strange to find our streams
fishless, tho angler without reward,
and our tables dependent on often im-

pure importations.
The propagation of fish by artificial

methods, as has been discovered and
proven of late years, is so interesting
aud so simple and so cheap that streams
may be with any appropri-
ate spesies of fish, with little trouble
and cost. The artificial taking of eggs
and their fecundation is known to be
as easy and sure as the planting a let-
tuce or a tobacco bed. The States of
Connecticut and New York took the
lead in this business, and the United
States, deeming the subject of suffic-
ient importance, have appropriated
money and established hatching-house- s

for the purpose of aiding t he people in
obtaining resupplics of the lost, and
introducing new varieties of those
suited to the waters, into the streams
of the country. From this source the
Cumberland aud Teunessee rivers
have been supplied .with shad. Vir-
ginia and other States have adopted
the same system, and are doing graud
work for their destitute streams. These
hatching-house- s, it is carefully com-
puted, procure trom 95 to 98 per cent,
of living fish from the whole number
of eggs obtained. You will see, there-
fore, when it is desirable to stock
streams that are deficient, the advan-
tage of the artificial method is about
t)5 to 1 over the natural course of
things. Even liberally deducting for
the destruction of the small living fish
after they are turned loose to shift for
themselves, m the rapidity of restock-
ing streams and lakes, the ratio of the
artificial method would be as from 50
to 75 to over the natural. You can
make the calculation as to the differ-
ence of time required by the two. I
would therefore suggest the passage of
a law securely protecting the fishes in
all the waters of Teunessee the ap
pointment of a Fish Commissioner of
three persons, and the establishment
of, say, three or mere hatching-house- s,

for the artificial propagation of fish.
'J'he duties of the Commissioner should
require them to see to the faithful ex-

ecution of the protection laws, to dis-

tribute fih from the hatching-house- s

to streams that are deficient, and see
that it is properly performed and ap-
plied. I feel assured that the cost
would be almost infinitesimal com-
pared with the immense benefit de-

rived from it by the people ot our State
at large. I could go at much greater
length into detail, but I trust the full
knowledge of the raember3 of the Gen-
eral Assembly on the subject will sug-
gest all that is proper to be done in the
premises, and that it will be dow.

Permit me to speak in behalf of the
clergymen and of the members of the I
Methodist Episcopal Church, South,
and say that they are "clearly identi
fied with such a movement, and are
laboring with a zeal not to be despised
in the cause of sobriety. Among the
general rules by which they are gov
erned there occur such as forbid them
"doing any harm," etc., and of indulg-
ing a propensity to "drunkenness or
drinking spirituous liquors except in
cases of necessity."

A member, supposing that he could
with impunity engage in the tale of
spirituous liquors, made the trial. He
was brought by his pastor before the
proper tribunal, tried and expelled
from the Church. He appealed to the
Quarterly Conference, but "the action
and decision of the court below were
sustained" in that body. Still not
satisfied he appealed farther to "the
Bishop presiding at the ensuing An-

nual Conference, upon the question of
law. Does the sale of intoxicating
liquors, by the large or small quantity,
to be used as a beverage, constitute an
actionable offense under Methodist
law as found in the article of the Gen-

eral Rules requiring the avoidance of
evil of every kind, and the doing of no
harm these General Rules themselves
being based upon the written word of
God ?"

"Decided, That both (the two lower
courts) were correct in the ruling."

No Methodist, therefore, can law-full- y

use intoxicating liquors except
in cases of necessity, nor sell them to
be so used.

Now, I do not say that this is the
lest of all "moral reform organizations."
A great many people twain to like it
very well, but, having generous minds,
they cheerfully accede to others the
privilege which they enjoy, of being
"fully persuaded in their own minds."

The Cause of 3Iidh.it Pasha's Down-
fall.

A special dispatch from Constanti-
nople to the Pall Mall Gagette says :

The cause of Midhat Pasha's fall
dates from some time back. The im-
perious character of Midhat Pasha
clashed with the firmness of the Sul-
tan, whose liberal views went farahead
of Midhat's. The Constitution disap-
pointed the Sultan by the multiplicity
of its reserves and qualifications, and
many warm discussions occurred be-

tween the Sovereign and Minister.
The Sultan desired to introduce largely
a foreign element into Turkish ad-
ministration, aud especially to employ
Englishmen in leading positions in all
departments. His Majesty expressed
this desire to Midhat Pasha very
strongly on several occasions, and last
week took him severely to task for not
having acted upon it. Midhat Pasha
replied curtly, and wrote subsequently
to the Sultan in undeferential terms.

On Friday last the Sultan sent for
Midhat Pasha, but the summons was
not obeyed. Saturday Midhat Pasha
remained home on a plea of indisposi-
tion. On Sunday a third summons
was disobeyed, but Midhat Pasha at-

tended a ministerial council in the af-
ternoon. Meauwhile the police dis-

covered secret correspondence which
showed that Midhat Pasha was plot
ting for the overthrow of the Sultan
and his own nomination as dictator.
On Monday a peremptory summons
brought Midhat Pasha to the palace
suspecting nothing. On entering ha
was arrested, and his letters laid be-

fore him. There was no gainsaying
the evidence against him. and he asked
for mercy. A council of ministers was
called, and Midhat Pasha wa3 offered
he choice of leaving the country or

being arraigned before a tribunal on a

charge of high treason. He elected
to leave the country, and was asked if
he would p to Greece. He replied
that he did not like the Greeks, and
asked to go to Brindisi, but complained
that he had uo ready money. Twenty-fiv- e

hundred dollars was given him,
and he embarked at noou lor Brindisi
on board the Imperial yacht Izieedioe.
The letter found disclosed that three
thousand Ulemans were to have gone
on Monday night to the palace to de-

mand the abdication of the Sultan.
The fall of M'dhat Pasha will check

no reforms, the feultan being deter-
mined to carry out the Constitution in
its fullest spirit.
